PM-UP UK VISIT

Prime Minister Narendra Modi will visit to Uttarakhand and Uttar
Pradesh tomorrow. During his visit, Mr Modi will inaugurate the
Delhi-Dehradun Economic Corridor in Dehradun. The Prime Minister will also
undertake a review of the Wildlife Corridor on the elevated section of the
Delhi-Dehradun Economic Corridor. After the review, Mr. Modi will visit
Uttarakhand, where he will perform Darshan and Pooja at Jai Maa Daat Kali
Temple near Dehradun.

The 213 kilometer long six-lane access-controlled Delhi-Dehradun
Economic Corridor has been developed at a cost of over 12 thousand crore
rupees. The corridor will reduce travel time between Delhi and Dehradun
from over six hours at present to around two and a half hours.
Implementation of the project also includes the construction of 10
interchanges, three Railway Over Bridges, four major bridges and 12 wayside
amenities to enable seamless high-speed connectivity. The corridor is
equipped with an Advanced Traffic Management System to provide a safer
and more efficient travel experience for commuters.

Keeping in view the ecological sensitivity, rich biodiversity and wildlife
in the region, the corridor has been designed with several features aimed at
significantly reducing man-animal conflict. To ensure the free movement of
wild animals, the project incorporates several dedicated wildlife protection
features. These include a 12 kilometers long wildlife elevated corridor, which
is one of the longest in Asia. The corridor also includes eight animal passes,
two elephant underpasses of 200 metres each, and a 370 metre long tunnel
near the Daat Kali temple.

The Economic Corridor will play a pivotal role in strengthening regional



economic growth by enhancing connectivity between major tourism and
economic centres as well as opening new avenues for trade and development
across the region.

REV.INTER MINISTERIAL BRIEFING

The government is ensuring the hundred percent supply of LPG for
domestic households and no dry out has been reported at any LPG
distributors in the country. Addressing the Inter-Ministerial briefing in New
Delhi this afternoon, Joint Secretary at the Ministry of Petroleum and Natural
Gas Sujata Sharma said that domestic supply of LPG is normal across the
country. She said, OTP based domestic LPG delivery is being ensured to
prevent any kind of diversion. She added that commercial supply of LPG has
been restored to 70 percent. The Joint Secretary also said that measures
have been taken by the government to prevent supply chain disruption due to
the West Asia crisis. She also noted that over 1 lakh 82 thousand tonnes of
commercial LPG sales has been registered since 14th of the last month.

During the the Inter-Ministerial Briefing, Additional Secretary at
Ministry of Heavy Industries Dr Hanif Qureshi said that the government has
also extended subsidies for electric three-wheelers under Prime Minister
Electric Drive Revolution in Innovative Vehicle Enhancement (PM E-DRIVE)
scheme by two years till March 2028. He also said, time period for subsidies
for electric two-wheelers are also extended by three months till July this year.
Considering the supply chain issues due to the West Asia crisis, Phased
Manufacturing Programme guidelines for trucks and buses has been relaxed
by six months till September 1% 2026.

IMD SOUTHWEST MONSOON (EARLY)

The southwest monsoon seasonal rainfall from June to September is
expected to be below normal this year. Briefing media in New Delhi today,
Director General of India Meteorological Department (IMD) Mrityunjaya
Mohapatra said that the seasonal rainfall over the country is likely to be 92
percent of long period average with a model error of plus-minus five percent.
Mr Mohapatra said that the Monsoon Mission Climate Forecast System has
predicted the development of El Nifo conditions during the Southwest
Monsoon season.

Since 2003, India Meteorological Department (IMD) has been issuing
the operational long-range forecast for the southwest monsoon seasonal
(June to September) rainfall averaged over the country as a whole in two
stages.
