Member of Parliament S. Supongmeren Jamir has raised concerns in Parliament over linking 

the delimita'on process with the implementa'on of women’s reserva'on. Mr. Jamir said 

while he supports the objec've of reserving seats for women, the reform should not be 

delayed by procedural condi'ons like delimita'on. He stressed that the Women’s 

Reserva'on provisions under the Cons'tu'on (106th Amendment) Act, 2023 must be 

implemented without postponement.  Ci'ng cons'tu'onal provisions, he noted that 

delimita'on is to be undertaken only a2er the first Census post-2026, and any premature 

linkage raises serious concerns.  Mr Jamir also highlighted the need to safeguard poli'cal 

arrangements in the North East, including Nagaland, and urged reconsidera'on or revision 

of the current approach a2er wider consulta'on.
