Prime Minister Narendra Modi has said that the time has come for the
implementation of the Women's Reservation Act in its true spirit and the
2029 Lok Sabha elections and Assembly elections are conducted with the
quota for women in place. In a letter to the floor leaders of Lok Sabha and
Rajya Sabha, ahead of the three-day special sittings of Parliament, Mr.
Modi also asked all members to come together in one voice to pass the
amendments to the women's reservation law, officially known as Nari
Shakti Vandan Adhiniyam.

The Prime Minister, in his letter dated April 11, said that after
extensive deliberations, we have reached the conclusion that the time has



now come to implement the Nari Shakti Vandan Adhiniyam in its true spirit
across the country. Mr. Modi added that It is imperative that the 2029 Lok
Sabha elections and Assembly elections are conducted with women's
reservation in place.

The Budget Session of Parliament has been extended, and a special
three-day sitting of the House has been convened on April 16 to 18. The
Women's Reservation Act will ensure an increase in the number of Lok
Sabha seats to 816, of which 273 will be reserved for women. The
provision to provide 33 per cent reservation to women in the Lok Sabha
and state assemblies was brought by amending the Constitution in 2023.

In cricket, Chennai Super Kings defeated Delhi Capitals by 23 runs to
register their first win of IPL 2026 at MA Chidambaram Stadium in Chennai,
last night. Put in to bat first, Chennai Super Kings posted 212 for the loss
of two wickets, riding on Sanju Samson’s superb unbeaten 115 off 56 balls
and Ayush Mhatre’s 59. In reply, Delhi Capitals were bundled out for 189 in
20 overs, with Tristan Stubbs top-scoring with 60. For Chennai, Jamie
Overton picked up a four-wicket haul, while Anshul Kamboj took three
wickets. Sanju Samson was named player of the match.

In an another match, Punjab Kings (PBKS) beat Sunrisers Hyderabad
(SRH) by six wickets in Mullanpur, New Chandigarh last evening. Batting
first, SRH scored 219 runs for six in their 20 overs, with the help of



Abhishek Sharma's 74 off 28 balls. In reply, Punjab overhauled the target,
losing four wickets with seven balls to spare, with skipper Shreyas Iyer
unbeaten on 69 off 33 balls. With this victory, Punjab Kings becomes the
first team in T20 cricket history to successfully chase 200-plus totals 10
times.
