MORN. LS WOMEN'’S RESERVATION

The Constitution (One Hundred and Thirty-First Amendment) Bill
2026, intended to implement one-third women's reservation in the Lok
Sabha and the legislative assembly, failed to get the nod in the Lower
House. The Bill fell short of the two-thirds majority of 352, out of the total
528 members present in the Lok Sabha. During voting on the Bill, 298 MPs



voted in favour of it and 230 against the bill. Lok Sabha Speaker Om Birla
announced the results of the voting, saying that it is not possible to move
forward with this legislation as it failed to get the required majority for its
passage.

Afterwards, Parliamentary Affairs Minister Kiren Rijiju said, the
other two bills, including the Delimitation Bill, 2026, and the Union
Territories Laws (Amendment) Bill, 2026, are interlinked with the
Constitution (One Hundred and Thirty-First Amendment) Bill 2026, hence,
these two bills will not be moved for passage. He accused the opposition of
losing the opportunity to provide reservations to the women.

The Constitution (One Hundred and Thirty-First Amendment) Bill,
2026, was intended to operationalize the one-third reservation for women
in the Lok Sabha and State Legislative Assemblies through a delimitation
exercise based on the latest published census. Since the Bill was defeated
in the House, the two associated pieces of legislation, the Delimitation Bill,
2026, and the Union Territories Laws (Amendment) Bill, 2026, were not
moved for passing. Later, the House was adjourned to meet again at 11
AM, today.

The Election Commission has reported seizures exceeding 865 crore rupees
in Tamil Nadu and West Bengal, ahead of Assembly elections and bye-
polls. The poll panel said that since the activation of the Election Seizure
Management System on 26th February, West Bengal recorded seizures
worth 427 crore rupees, including cash, liquor, drugs, precious metals, and
freebies, while Tamil Nadu reported seizures of 438 crore rupees under
similar categories.

Meanwhile, in West Bengal, the Election Commission has suspended
five booth-level officers after questions were raised about their neutrality.
Alongside departmental inquiries, instructions have also been issued to file
FIRs against the accused. Commission sources revealed that the officers
were allegedly working directly for a political party.

As the election dates approach, major political parties have
intensified campaigning in West Bengal and Tamil Nadu.

In West Bengal, BJP leader and Assam Chief Minister Himanta Biswa
Sarma is visiting North Bengal today. BJP state president Sukanta
Majumdar will also campaign in Mayureswar, Dubrajpur, Sainthia and
Durgapur Paschim constituencies. For Trinamool Congress, Jharkhand Chief
Minister Hemant Soren will campaign in the tribal-dominated districts of
Bankura, Purulia, Jhargram and Paschim Medinipur. Chief Minister and
party supremo Mamata Banerjee will also address several public meetings.

In Tamil Nadu, Prime Minister and senior BJP leader Narendra Modi
will be electioneering at Coimbatore garnering votes for the NDA
contestants. He will have a roadshow on arrival at the airport to CODISSIA,
the venue of the event. Congress leader Rahul Gandhi will campaign at
Thuraiyur in Tiruchirappalli for candidates of the Secular Progressive
Alliance today.

Both the Houses of Parliament were today adjourned sine die. With
this, the Budget Session of Parliament comes to an end, which commenced
on 28" January this year.
