Development Authority, will connect the western, central, and eastern 
regions of Uttar Pradesh through a single high-speed corridor. It will be the 
longest expressway in the state. It will reduce travel time between Meerut 
and Prayagraj from nearly 12 hours to about 6 hours. 

The expressway will pass through 12 districts: Meerut, Hapur, Bulandshahr, 
Amroha, Sambhal, Budaun, Shahjahanpur, Hardoi, Unnao, Rae Bareli, 
Pratapgarh, and Prayagraj. It also features a 3.5-km-long airstrip in 
Shahjahanpur to support the emergency take-off and landing of Indian Air 
Force aircraft. The project is expected to boost multiple sectors, including 
industrial development, trade, agriculture, and tourism, and to generate 
direct and indirect employment opportunities across the region.

NSO SURVEY 

   National Statistical Office's (NSO) 80th Round Survey on Household 
Consumption on Health highlighted significant increase in healthcare access 
across the country. The Ministry of Health and Family Welfare said that it 
was supported by targeted Government interventions, expansion of public 



health services, and increased insurance coverage. The survey also 
highlighted that the median Out-of-Pocket Medical Expenditure per 
hospitalisation case in year 2025 was over eleven thousand rupees 
indicating that in over half of the hospitalizations in the country, relatively 
low expenditure is incurred. The survey captured an important 
epidemiological transition, with a decline in infectious diseases and a rising 
prevalence of non-communicable diseases such as diabetes and 
cardiovascular conditions. The survey also highlighted continued progress 
in maternal and child health outcomes, with institutional deliveries 
increasing from 90.5 percent in 2017-18 to 95.6 percent in the last year in 
rural areas. It added that  institutional deliveries increased from 96.1 
percent to 97.8 percent in urban areas during the same period. According 
to the report, around 28 percent rural population headed to public facilities 
for outpatient care in 2014, which has surged to 35 percent in 2025.  

 The survey canvassed over one lakh thirty thousand  households 
across the country, including over seventy six thousand households in rural 
areas and over sixty three thousand in urban areas, offering robust, 
ground-level insights into healthcare access, affordability, and utilisation 
patterns.  

  The Ministry said that the findings of the NSO 80th Round are 
underpinned by the Government’s sustained increase in public investment 
in the health sector over the years. It added that enhanced budgetary 
allocations have enabled significant expansion of healthcare infrastructure 
across primary, secondary, and tertiary levels, strengthened human 
resources, and supported the scaling up of key initiatives focused on 
preventive, promotive, and curative care.

GOVT-WEST ASIA BRIEFING 

 Government today assured that domestic LPG supplies are continuing 
smoothly across the country without any disruption amid the evolving West 
Asia situation. Addressing an inter-ministerial briefing in New Delhi, 
Secretary in the Ministry of Petroleum and Natural Gas, Sujata Sharma said 



that no dry-out has been reported in the country at LPG distributorships. 
She added that online LPG bookings and delivery authentication code 
based domestic LPG supplies are also at an all-time high. Ms Sharma noted 
that commercial LPG supplies across the country have been restored up to 
70 percent and in the month of April, more than 1 lakh 84 thousand tonnes 
of commercial LPG have been sold. She said that as of yesterday, over 8 
thousand 838 tonnes of commercial LPG were sold. The Secretary further 
noted that supplies of 5 kg cylinders have nearly doubled with around 73 
thousand sold yesterday.

 Additional Secretary in the Ministry of Ports, Shipping and 
Waterways, Mukesh Mangal informed that operations at all Indian ports are 
normal and no reports of congestion has been reported. He added that all 
Indian seafarers in the region are safe, and no incident involving any 
Indian-flagged vessel has been reported in the past 24 hours. Mr Mangal 
underlined that through the Directorate General of Shipping (DG Shipping) 
control, the Ministry has facilitated the safe return of 2 thousand 829 
Indian nationals. He further said that Minister for Ports, Shipping and 
Waterways Sarbananda Sonowal recently held a review meeting with 
officials from the Ministry of Petroleum and Natural Gas, the Department of 
Fertilizers, and the Directorate General of Foreign Trade regarding issues 
related to the Strait of Hormuz. He added that the Minister also reviewed 
measures to ensure that import and export activities through maritime 
operations and shipping continue to function smoothly.
