TN-ELECTION PREPAREDNESS

Chief Electoral Officer of Tamil Nadu, Archana Patnaik, has said that
all arrangements have been taken to ensure fair and peaceful polling
process in Tamil Nadu tomorrow. Addressing the media today after
reviewing the preparations, she said that the total number of 5.73 crore
voters will exercise their franchise in 75 thousand 64 polling stations
established across 33,133 locations in the state.

Welcoming the 14 lakh first time voters, Mrs Patnaik said that the
Election Commission has taken enough steps to make the voting a
memorable one. The Election Commission has introduced several
specialized polling stations to enhance the voting experience, such as 249
Model Polling Stations, 345 All-Women Managed Polling Stations, 71 PWD
(Persons with Disabilities) Managed Polling Stations and 79 Youth-Managed
Polling Stations.

She also said that a total number of one lakh 60 thousand,418 Ballot
Units, 75 thousand 64 Control Units, and equal number of VVPAT machines
shall be used tomorrow.

Elaborating upon the process Mrs. Patnaik said that Strict
enforcement of the Model Code of Conduct has led to the interception of
approximately thousand,262 crore rupees, with actual seizures totalling
543 crore rupees. She confirmed that the FIRs have been lodged in all
cases where seizures occurred, with legal action taken under appropriate
sections. In the digital sphere, she said that the monitoring cell has been
proactive, resulting in social media platforms blocking 2,180 URLs for
violations

REV. INTER-MINISTERIAL BRIEFING

The Government today said that uninterrupted supply of oil and gas
is being ensured in the country. Addressing the inter-ministerial briefing in
New Delhi on the West Asia conflict, Joint Secretary in the Ministry of
Petroleum and Natural Gas Sujata Sharma said that the government has
taken effective steps to ensure normal supply of LPG, PNG, petrol and
diesel in the country. She added that the supply of domestic LPG is normal
and over 45 lakh bookings were registered yesterday and around 51 lakh
domestic LPG cylinders were delivered. She also highlighted that over
eight thousand tonnes of commercial LPG were sold yesterday.
