 The Election Commission  has released figures of voters for the first 
phase of the assembly election in West Bengal. According to official figures, 
till date, 3 crore 60 lakh 77 thousand 171 electors are eligible to cast their 
votes in this phase. Of these, 1 crore 84 lakh 99 thousand 496 are male 
voters, 1 crore 75 lakh 77 thousand 210 are female voters, and 465 are 
third-gender electors. These figures will be revised once tribunals submit 
the final list of eligible voters.  
 Election authorities stress that security deployment, voter assistance, 
and polling logistics are being closely monitored to guarantee peaceful 
polling, officials are now working on the final details to plug any remaining 
gaps. In the meantime, campaign for the first phase has reached its peak, 
with the polling day being 23rd April.

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INDIA-US TALKS 
 India and the US will resume in-person negotiations on their 
proposed bilateral trade agreement (BTA) from tomorrow, with a senior 
Indian delegation travelling to Washington for a three-day round of talks 
aimed at recalibrating the framework amid shifting global tariff dynamics. 
The meeting will mark the first face-to-face engagement between the two 
sides in nearly four months, during which discussions continued virtually. 
The Indian team, led by chief negotiator Darpan Jain, will include officials 
from the commerce, customs and external affairs ministries.The talks 
assume significance as both countries reassess the contours of the 
proposed pact following changes in the US tariff regime. After the US 
Supreme Court struck down sweeping tariffs imposed under the 
International Emergency Economic Powers Act, Washington introduced a 
temporary 10 per cent tariff on imports from all countries for 150 days 
beginning February 24.

  In Tamil Nadu, as polling day approaches, star campaigners are 



intensifying their efforts to reach out to voters across the state through 
rallies and roadshows. 
 Senior BJP leaders and Union Ministers Amit Shah and Rajnath Singh 
are on a whirlwind campaign tour in the state. Mr Shah addressed a 
massive rally at Mylapore in Chennai and held a roadshow at Erode. He 
criticized the Congress and DMK for voting against the Women's 
Reservation amendment bill in the Lok Sabha. Mr Shah also expressed 
confidence of National Democratic Alliance (NDA) forming government in 
the state under the leadership of AIADMK chief Edappadi K Palaniswami. 
He  hit out at ruling DMK for dynastic politics, alleged corruption and law 
and order issues.

 Campaigning for assembly polls has intensified in West Bengal with 
senior leaders of various political parties conducting a series of rallies and 



roadshows in the final days leading up to polling. 
 Senior BJP leader and Prime Minister Narendra Modi addressed rallies 
at multiple places including Paschim Medinipur, Jhargram, Purulia 
and Bishnupur districts in the state today. Speaking at the rallies, Mr 
Modi asserted that a double-engine BJP government in West Bengal will 
deliver double benefits to the women of the state. He stated that safety, 
dignity and prosperity of women are his party's top priorities. He accused 
the Trinamool Congress (TMC) of thwarting the entry of more women in 
legislative bodies, in collusion with the Congress. 
 He said, the upcoming assembly election in West Bengal is a battle to 
save the state's identity. The Prime Minister accused the Mamata Banerjee 
government of pursuing politics that favoured infiltrators over the native 
population. He alleged, there is growing anger in the state over ruling 
TMC's neglect, poor infrastructure and lack of opportunities for the youth.

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IRAN-US TALKS 
 Iran has denied agreeing to a second round of peace talks with the 
United States, directly contradicting President Donald Trump, who said 
American negotiators would arrive in Pakistan tonight for negotiations. 
Iran's official news agency IRNA cited Washington's excessive demands, 
unrealistic expectations, constant shifts in stance, repeated contradictions 
and the ongoing naval blockade as reasons for the refusal, describing the 
blockade as a breach of ceasefire conditions. Iran's Revolutionary Guard 
has also closed the Strait of Hormuz, requiring commercial ships to obtain 
explicit permission and follow Guard-approved routes, warning that vessels 
approaching without clearance could be targeted. More from our 
correspondent:

 US President Trump, accused Iran of a serious violation of 
the ceasefire, but struck a cautiously optimistic tone about the 
possibility of an eventual deal. He warned, however, that an 
agreement would come one way or another - reiterating that the 
US stands ready to respond forcefully if Tehran does not comply. 
American forces meanwhile continue enforcing the naval 
blockade. 
 Iranian authorities have linked the Lebanon situation 
directly to their broader talks with the US, and   Tehran noted that 
their missile and drone launchers are being replenished at a faster 
rate than before the conflict began - a pointed signal to 
Washington ahead of any future negotiations. 
 In Lebanon, Israeli forces have established a Yellow Line in 
the south of the country, mirroring a similar boundary drawn in 
Gaza, to mark areas under Israeli control during the fragile 
ceasefire with Hezbollah.  Israeli troops remain deployed in 



several border towns, with accounts of homes being demolished 
in some areas, even as direct talks on disarming Hezbollah 
continue between Israel and Lebanese authorities. 
 In Yemen, the Houthi defence minister, Major General 
Mohammed al-Atifi, said his forces remain on high alert to 
confront what he described as any aggression against the Yemeni 
people, as the group watches developments across West Asia 
closely.

GOVT-WEST ASIA UPDATE:  The government today said that 
domestic LPG cylinder deliveries remain normal against bookings, with 
more than 53.5 lakh cylinders delivered yesterday. The Ministry of 
Petroleum and Natural Gas said over 39 thousand PNG consumers have 
surrendered their LPG connections through the MYPNGD.in website. The 
Ministry added that the average auto LPG sales by public sector oil 
marketing companies in April has reached 305 metric tonnes per day. It 
said the supply of petroleum products and LPG is being ensured across the 
country, with no shortages reported at LPG distributorships. It further 
stated that enforcement actions are continuing nationwide to curb hoarding 
and black marketing, with more than 2,400 raids conducted yesterday. 
Online LPG bookings have also increased to about 98 per cent across the 
industry. The government said port operations across the country are 
normal with no congestion reported. The Ministry of Ports, Shipping and 
Waterways informed that the Indian-flagged crude oil tanker Desh Garima, 
carrying 31 Indian seafarers, safely crossed the Strait of Hormuz and is 
expected to arrive in Mumbai on Wednesday. The External Affairs Ministry 
said that in the past 24 hours, two Indian vessels reported a firing incident 
while transiting the Strait of Hormuz and subsequently returned to the 
Persian Gulf. No injuries were reported. The Ministry said Iran’s 
Ambassador to India was summoned by the Ministry of External Affairs, 
where the Foreign Secretary expressed deep concern over the incident and 
stressed the importance of ensuring the safety of merchant shipping and 



seafarers. He urged that India’s concerns be conveyed to Iranian 
authorities and that facilitation of India-bound ships through the Strait be 
resumed at the earliest. 

 

EC-SOCIAL MEDIA CONTENT: The Election Commission has reiterated 
that all stakeholders should ensure responsible and ethical use of social 
media and digital platforms during the ongoing elections. In a statement, 
the poll body directed that any misleading or unlawful AI-generated or 
manipulated content shall be acted upon within three hours of being 
brought to notice of the social media platforms. It said that political parties, 
candidates and campaign representatives must ensure that any 
synthetically generated or AI-altered content used for campaigning are 
clearly labelled as AI-Generated, Digitally Enhanced or Synthetic Content. It 
must also disclose the originating entity. The Commission added that over 
eleven thousand such social media posts or URLs have been identified and 
acted upon since the announcement of elections.
