The government has assured 100 percent supply of domestic LPG, PNG for 
households, and CNG for transport across the country. Addressing an inter-
ministerial briefing in New Delhi, Secretary in the Ministry of Petroleum and 
Natural Gas Sujata Sharma said, domestic LPG supply remains stable, with 
no dry-outs reported at any distributorship. She said the government is 
restoring commercial LPG and PNG supplies up to 70 percent, with priority 
being given to hospitals and educational institutions. She added that the 
supply of five kilogram free trade LPG cylinders for migrant labour has 
been doubled. She said that over 1 lakh 75 thousand tonnes of commercial 
LPG has been sold in April so far, with more than 9 thousand 578 tonnes 
recorded yesterday.

Gadkari said, the focus of the transport sector in the country is no longer 
limited to cost, but has shifted towards quality and comfort. He noted that 



the development of high-quality highways across the country has 
significantly reduced travel time and improved connectivity. Mr Gadkari 
highlighted that the travel between Delhi and Dehradun, which earlier took 
8 to 9 hours, can now be completed in about two hours. The Minister 
informed that 36 green express highways are being developed across the 
country to promote faster, safer, and environmentally sustainable 
transport.
