The 
development projects will cover infrastructure, connectivity, healthcare, 
education, power, urban development, environment, tourism and 
agriculture sector.   
 The Sikkim government will present a grand cultural event themed -

address the gathering at the Paljor Stadium. The visit of the Prime Minister 
marks an important milestone in the Golden Jubilee year of Sikkim’s 
statehood and reflects the Modi government’s continued commitment to 
the rapid and sustainable development of Sikkim.

Chasing a target of 156 runs set by Kolkata Knight 
Riders, Lucknow Super Giants made 155 for 8 in the stipulated 20 overs. In 
the super over that followed, Lucknow Super Giants scored 1 run with the 
loss of 2 wickets. Kolkata Knight Riders were required to score 2 runs to 



win in 6 balls. Rinku Singh drove the first ball of the over to the fence 
scoring four runs and sealed the match in favour of Kolkata Knight Riders.  
 Rinku Singh was adjudged Player of the Match.  
 In the first match of the day, Gujarat Titans registered an eight-
wicket victory over hosts Chennai Super Kings at the MA Chidambaram 
Stadium.
