TELANGANA TAKES OVER METRO 
The Telangana State Government has taken over the Metro Rail which was 
under L&T's control until now. The Telangana State Government had earlier 
decided to take over Hyderabad Metro Rail Phase-I through Hyderabad Metro 
Rail Limited (HMRL). Accordingly, the state government held negotiations 
with L&T for the past few days. In this context, HMRL Chairman and 
Telangana Chief Secretary K. Ramakrishna Rao, Special Chief Secretary of 
the Metropolitan Area & Urban Development Department Jayesh Ranjan, 
HMRL MD Sarfaraz Ahmed, and representatives of L&T and LTMRHL met here 
today at the State Secretariat, Hyderabad. During the meeting, a Share 
Purchase Agreement was signed with Larsen & Toubro Limited and L&T 
Metro Rail (Hyderabad) Limited. As per this agreement, the government has 
taken over 100 percent of the shares in LTMRHL for an equity value of Rs 
1,461.47 crore. HMRL MD Sarfaraz Ahmed signed the agreement on behalf of 
HMRL, D.K. Sen on behalf of L&T Ltd, and K.V.B. Reddy on behalf of LTMRHL.  
Under the agreement, the Rs 13,538.53 crore debt of LTMRHL (as of April 30, 
2026), guaranteed by L&T, will be refinanced with the guarantee of the 
Telangana Government. L&T Metro Rail (Hyderabad) Limited has been 
operating Hyderabad Metro Rail Phase-I since November 2017, with a total 
network of 69 kilometers across three corridors in Hyderabad. Currently, 
around 4.50 lakh passengers commute daily on the Metro. Before the 
agreement to take over,  the Metro Rail from L&T, L&T Chairman and MD 
S.N. Subrahmanyan paid a courtesy call on Chief Minister A. Revanth

GOYAL- EXPORT TARGET 

Commerce and Industry Minister Piyush Goyal has said that India is targeting 
2 Trillion US dollars in total exports by 2030-31, comprising 1 Trillion in 
merchandise exports and services exports each. Chairing a review meeting 
on Plan of Action for achieving 2 Trillion US dollars export target by 2030-31 
in New Delhi today, Mr Goyal stated that achievement of the target will be 
based on three key pillars. These include clearly defined and actionable 



points with timelines, where each sectoral action is assigned to a Nodal Joint 
Secretary, classified as supply-side or demand-side, linked to key 
performance indicators and aligned with short, medium and long-term 
timelines. In addition, the Minister highlighted the need for an IT-enabled 
monitoring platform to facilitate regular tracking of progress, with an 
automated escalation mechanism for review at the levels of Secretary and 
Minister. 

  He also reviewed the implementation of the Export Promotion Mission 
(EPM), a flagship MSME-focused initiative. Mr Goyal stressed that agricultural 
exports and Micro and Small Enterprises should remain a key focus across all 
components of the EPM. He further directed that Market Access Support 
should be extended beyond Export Promotion Councils to include other 
field-level organisations engaged in promoting exports.

US IRAN TENSION 
 Tensions between Washington and Tehran continue to escalate, with 
the White House signaling that it is prepared to sustain a naval blockade of 
Iranian ports for an extended period. This comes amid financial cost to the 
United States crossing 25 billion dollars, as assessed by the Pentagon. 
President Donald Trump issued a blunt warning to Iran on social media, 
saying no deal if Tehran's nuclear weapons pursuit continues. He said, Iran 
talks are now 'telephonic' amid stalled peace talks. 

The latest developments point to a widening deadlock. Washington continues 
to insist that Iran’s nuclear programme must be part of any ceasefire 
framework, while Tehran has refused to negotiate under pressure.  
 Adding to international concern, the head of the UN nuclear watchdog 
indicated that Iran’s stockpile of highly enriched uranium is believed to be 
held at the Isfahan facility, keeping governments across Europe and Asia on 
heightened alert. Inside Iran, the economic strain is intensifying. The rial has 
fallen to a record low against the dollar, reflecting the growing impact of the 
blockade on trade and financial stability. However, Iranian lawmakers insist 
that the country still has sufficient drone and missile capabilities to sustain a 
prolonged confrontation. More from our West Asia Correspondent:

 What makes this moment particularly volatile is the absence 
of any diplomatic off-ramp. Washington is tying any ceasefire to 
nuclear concessions. Tehran is refusing to engage under coercion. 
Meanwhile, the blockade is not only squeezing Iran’s economy, it 
is also imposing a mounting financial burden on the United States, 



now estimated at over 25 billion dollars. That raises pressure on 
the Trump administration to demonstrate tangible outcomes, not 
just strategic resolve. The humanitarian impact is also widening 
across West Asia. In Lebanon, aid agencies describe the situation 
as catastrophic, with more than 1.2 million people facing acute 
hunger due to disrupted supply chains and damaged 
infrastructure. The Israeli military says it carried out at least 
twenty strikes in Lebanon in recent hours, targeting what it 
described as Hezbollah positions. Although a truce remains 
officially in place, conditions on the ground suggest continued 
hostilities, raising fears of further regional spillover. VINOD

In Karnataka, seven people, including three children were killed after a 
compound wall collapsed near Bowring and Lady Curzon Hospital in 



Bengaluru yesterday. The incident took place amid heavy rain, strong winds 
and hailstorms, when the victims were taking shelter near the wall. The 
structure suddenly gave way, trapping them under the debris. All seven 
people died on the spot.

MP ACCIDENT  
 In Madhya Pradesh, 12 labourers were killed and 20 others injured 
when a pick-up van carrying them overturned in Dhar district last night.

Chikliya crossing. The vehicle overturned and collided with an SUV coming 
from the opposite direction.

He informed, the seriously 
injured were referred to Indore after initial treatment. Tirla police have 
registered a case and are investigating the accident. 
 President Droupadi Murmu, Vice President C P Radhakrishnan and 
Prime Minister Narendra Modi have expressed grief over the incident. Prime 
Minister announced an ex-gratia of 2 lakh rupees each from PM National 
Relief Fund to the next of kin of the deceased. The injured would receive 
50,000 rupees.  
 Madhya Pradesh Chief Minister Mohan Yadav has also expressed 
condolences. He has also announced an ex gratia of 4 lakh rupees each to the 
families of the deceased and 1 lakh rupees each to the seriously injured, and 
50,000 each to the injured. Mr Yadav said, the Indore Divisional 
Commissioner and Inspector General have been instructed to oversee the 
treatment of injured persons adding that all the injured will be treated free of 
charge.
