MORN. US-IRAN HORMUZ OPEN  
 Iran has declared the Strait of Hormuz is completely open to 
commercial traffic, coinciding with a 10-day ceasefire between Israel and 
Lebanon. Iranian Foreign Minister Seyed Abbas Araghchi announced the 
move on social media, saying the passage for all commercial vessels 
through Strait of Hormuz is declared completely open for the remaining 
period of ceasefire. However, ships must use a coordinated route set by 
Iran's maritime authorities. US President Donald Trump welcomed the 
move in a social media post but confirmed that the United States naval 
blockade of Iran's ports stays in place until a formal agreement is reached 
with Tehran.  
 Meanwhile, Oil prices dropped more than 11 percent following the 
announcement. The strait had remained largely closed in recent weeks. 



The UK and France also hosted a multi-nation meeting on freedom of

CHAR DHAM YATRA-REGISTRATION  
 Offline registration for the Char Dham Yatra commenced yestetday 
with 2,713 pilgrims physically registering for the pilgrimage on the first 
day. The manual registration process began ahead of the yatra, scheduled 
to start on Sunday. According to official data, 683 pilgrims registered for 
Yamunotri, 690 for Gangotri, 667 for Kedarnath, and 673 for Badrinath at 
the offline enrolment counters. Teams are also visiting various transit 
points to facilitate on-site registration for devotees.  
 Meanwhile, the online registration window that opened on March 6 
remains active, with nearly 18.23 lakh devotees having signed up digitally 
so far. The combined figure for both online and offline registrations 
currently stands at 18.25 lakh. The pilgrimage will officially begin on April 
19 on the occasion of Akshaya Tritiya.

           The Constitution (One Hundred and Thirty-First Amendment) Bill 
2026, intended to implement one-third women's reservation in the Lok 
Sabha and the legislative assembly, failed to get the nod in the Lower 
House. The Bill fell short of the two-thirds majority of 352, out of the total 
528 members present in the Lok Sabha. During voting on the Bill, 298 MPs 
voted in favour of it and 230 against the bill. Lok Sabha Speaker Om Birla 
announced the results of the voting, saying that it is not possible to move 
forward with this legislation as it failed to get the required majority for its 
passage.

            Afterwards, Parliamentary Affairs Minister Kiren Rijiju said, the 
other two bills, including the Delimitation Bill, 2026, and the Union 
Territories Laws (Amendment) Bill, 2026, are interlinked with the 
Constitution (One Hundred and Thirty-First Amendment) Bill 2026, hence, 
these two bills will not be moved for passage. He accused the opposition of 
losing the opportunity to provide reservations to the women.

 The Constitution (One Hundred and Thirty-First Amendment) Bill, 
2026, was intended to operationalize the one-third reservation for women 
in the Lok Sabha and State Legislative Assemblies through a delimitation 
exercise based on the latest published census. Since the Bill was defeated 
in the House, the two associated pieces of legislation, the Delimitation Bill, 
2026, and the Union Territories Laws (Amendment) Bill, 2026, were not 
moved for passing. Later, the House was adjourned to meet again at 11 
AM, today. 
 The Delimitation Bill 2026 provides for the constitution of the 
Delimitation Commission to undertake the exercise of delimitation, 
facilitating the reservation of seats for women in the Lok Sabha and the 
legislative assemblies. The Commission is empowered with the task to 
redraw parliamentary and assembly constituencies and allocate seats to be 
reserved for women, including women belonging to the Scheduled Castes 
and the Scheduled Tribes. The Union Territories Laws (Amendment) Bill, 
2026 extends similar changes to Delhi, Puducherry and Jammu and 
Kashmir. 
  Earlier, Union Home Minister Amit Shah said that the government 
will do everything to ensure reservation for women in the Lok Sabha and 
the legislative assemblies of States and Union Territories. He was replying 
to the discussion on the Constitution (One Hundred and Thirty-First 



Amendment) Bill, 2026, the Delimitation Bill, 2026, and the Union 
Territories Laws (Amendment) Bill, 2026 in the Lok Sabha. He said, the 
objectives of these bills are to ensure that 2029 Lok Sabha polls are held 
with women's reservation.  
             Negating the opposition’s apprehensions on the delimitation 
exercise, the Minister said, provisions have been made in the constitution 
for the delimitation and this will lead to rationalisation of voters in every 
constituency. He said, number of seats for the Scheduled Castes and 
Scheduled Tribes increases with the delimitation exercise and those who 
are opposing the delimitation exercise, they are actually opposing the 
increase in the number of seats for SC and STs. He said, a narrative has 
been spread by the opposition that with the delimitation exercise, number 
of Lok Sabha seats will reduce in the southern states. Referring to the 
states of Karnataka, Tamil Nadu, Andhra Pradesh, Telangana, and Kerala, 
Mr Shah said, out of the 543 seats in these five states, the current number 
is 129, which comes to a percentage of 23.76. He said, after the increase, 
when the allocation for these five states is done after delimitation, the 
number of seats will rise from 129 to 195 and the percentage will be 23.87. 
He claimed that even a small Union Territory like Lakshadweep has the 
same rights as Uttar Pradesh, Gujarat, and Bihar. 
           Participating in the discussion, Leader of Opposition in the Lok 
Sabha, Rahul Gandhi, said that Nari Shakti Vandan Adhiniyam is not a 
women's reservation bill and it has nothing to do with the empowerment of 
women. He alleged that this is an attempt to change the electoral map by 
bringing these bills into the Parliament. Participating in the discussion, Mr 
Gandhi alleged that it would deprive Dalits and OBCs of their rightful place 
in society. Mr. Gandhi also alleged that the women’s reservation bill is 
aimed at sidelining the caste census, asserting that it overlooks the 
discrimination faced by OBCs, Dalits, minorities, and women. 
 Union Minister HD Kumaraswamy said that women’s reservation 
should not be viewed as a favour, but as a rightful recognition for their 
contribution to society. Participating in the discussion in the Lok Sabha over 
Nari Shakti Vandan Adhiniyam, Mr Kumaraswamy said after nearly 75 years 
of independence, the government has taken a historic step by ensuring fair 
and meaningful reservation for women in the Lok Sabha and State 
Legislative Assemblies. He reiterated that under the leadership of Prime 
Minister Narendra Modi, India is undergoing a phase of deep and 
meaningful transformation. 



 Supporting the three bills introduced by the government in the Lok 
Sabha, Union Women and Child Development Minister Annapurna Devi said 
that under the leadership of Narendra Modi, women are not just 
participants in the development journey of the country but also the key 
decision makers in shaping the nation's future. The Minister condemned 
the unparliamentary words used by the Leader of the Opposition, Rahul 
Gandhi, during his speech. Ms Devi alleged that the Opposition MPs’ 
attempts are breaking the hopes and expectations of crores of women who 
are looking forward to the 33 percent reservation. 
 Participating in the debate, DMK MP K Kanimozhi opposed the bills, 
saying it is shocking that the Centre notified the women's reservation law, 
passed in 2023, last night. Ms Kanimozhi alleged that the government has 
introduced the three bills in this special sitting in order to disrupt the 
ongoing elections in Tamil Nadu and other states. She claimed that these 
bills are disguised as if they are in support of women’s reservation, but are 
actually against the Indian federal structure.  
 Congress MP Shashi Tharoor said that the nation stands at the 
threshold where there is near unanimous political consensus in favour of 
women’s reservation. He expressed concern that the implementation of 
women’s reservation has been tethered to the expansion of Parliament and 
to numbers from the 2011 Census and an exercise of delimitation. He said 
that to link this to delimitation is to hold the aspirations of Indian women 
hostage to one of the most complex administrative exercises in India’s 
history. Congress leader Shashi Tharoor described the Delimitation Bill as a 
profound shift in political power and called for extensive discussion before 
any decision is taken. He said delimitation based on population would 
further marginalise the voices of those states that provide the lion’s share 
of resources. 
 Panchayati Raj Minister Rajiv Ranjan Singh said Sabka Saath, Sabka 
Vikas, Sabka Vishwas, Sabka Prayas has been the vision of Prime Minister 
Narendra Modi and the three bills are aimed at fulfilling this vision. He said 
the Bill provides justice to the women of the country. He accused the 
Congress party of not wanting to support any work that leads to social 
revolution. 
 TMC MP Kalyan Bannerjee questioned the need for special sitting of 
Parliament during assembly polls, terming this as unfair and unfortunate. 
He said the party supports women's reservation, but demanded that it has 
to be implemented on the present capacity of Parliament. He said there is 



no need the link delimitation with women's reservation. 
 Dimple Yadav of Samajwadi Party said if Centre wants to provide 
justice to women, they should work towards education of girl children. She 
asked why many schools have closed in Uttar Pradesh. Harsimrat Kaur 
Badal of SAD demanded that women reservation must be implemented on 
the present capacity of Parliament without delimitation. 
 Anupriya Patel, the Minister of State for Health and Family Welfare, 
stated that this was a historic occasion to increase women's participation in 
nation-building. 
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MEA BRIEFING  
 The Ministry of External Affairs today informed that it has helped 
bring two thousand 361 Indian citizens safely from Iran to India since the 
outbreak of the West Asia conflict. Briefing media in New Delhi this 
afternoon, Ministry spokesperson Randhir Jaiswal said of these, 2,060 
came through Armenia and 301 via Azerbaijan. 
 On the ceasefire between Israel and Lebanon, the spokesperson said 
India welcomes the ceasefire. He said New Delhi welcomes every step that 
leads towards peace.  
 Replying to another query, Mr Jaiswal said India has provided 
Bangladesh with 22 thousand metric tons of high-speed diesel in March 
and 38 thousand metric tons of petroleum products to Sri Lanka last 
month. He informed that during External Affairs Minister Dr S Jaishankar's 
recent visit to Mauritius, discussions took place and both countries are 
currently in the process of finalising a government-to-government 
agreement between the two countries to improve Mauritius' energy 
situation. He said there are existing agreements between Nepal and India, 
one between the Indian Oil Corporation and Nepal, under which India 
provides petroleum products to them. He said neighbouring countries have 
expressed appreciation for the uninterrupted fuel supply to them during 
the West Asia conflict.  
 On former Bangladesh Prime Minister Sheikh Hasina, the 
spokesperson said there is a request being examined as part of ongoing 



judicial and internal legal processes. He said India will continue to engage 
constructively on the issue with all the stakeholders. He emphasised that 
the External Affairs Minister has reiterated India's desire to engage 
constructively with the new government.

 In IPL Cricket, skipper Shubman Gill's majestic half-century propelled 
the Gujarat Titans (GT) to a five-wicket victory over Kolkata Knight Riders 
(KKR) at Narendra Modi Stadium in Ahmedabad  last night. Gill shone with 
an 86, continuing his tremendous record in Ahmedabad. Chasing the target 
of 181 runs, Gujarat Titans achieved the target in 19.4 overs. Shubman Gill 
was declared Player of the Match. For Kolkata Knight Riders, Varun 
Chakaravarthy scalped two wickets while Vaibhav Arora, Sunil Narine and 
Ramandeep Singh took a wicket each.

Giants (LSG). GT now have 6 points from 5 games in the IPL 2026. This 
propels them two places up the points table, placing them in fourth 
position. KKR is still finding their first win in the IPL 2026, with one point, 
the three-time champions remain at the bottom of the points table.

Capitals at M.Chinnaswamy Stadium in Bengaluru. The match will start at 
3:30PM. In another match, Sunrisers Hyderabad  will face Chennai Super 
Kings at Rajiv Gandhi International Stadium in Hyderabad.
