CBI NEET ARREST

The Central Bureau of Investigation (CBI) today arrested a
mastermind connected with the leak of Biology questions in the NEET-UG
2026 paper leak case. The accused named Manisha Gurunath Mandhare is
a senior Botany Teacher from Pune, Maharashtra. CBI said that she was
involved in the NEET UG 2026 Examination process and was appointed as
an expert by the National Testing Agency. The investigation agency said
that the accused had complete access to the Botany and Zoology question
papers. It said that she had mobilized prospective NEET examination
candidates through Manisha Wagmare of Pune who was arrested on 14th
of this month and conducted special coaching classes for these students at
her Pune residence.

So far nine accused have been arrested in this case from Delhi,
Jaipur, Gurugram, Nasik, Pune and Ahliyanagar. Out of these, five accused
have already been produced before the court and taken into seven days
police custody and remand for detailed interrogation. Other two accused
who were arrested yesterday have been produced before the court in Pune
and shifted to Delhi after taking transit remand.

In the last 24 hours, CBI has also conducted searches at six locations
across the country and seized several incriminating documents, Laptops,
bank statements and mobile phones.

Indian agencies have achieved the first-ever seizure of Captagon
Drug worth 182 crore rupees through Operation ragepill. In a social media
post, Home Minister Amit Shah shared this information and said that the
government is resolved for a Drug-Free India. He said that the busting of
the drug consignment destined for the Middle East and the arrest of a
foreign national stand out as shining examples of our commitment to zero
tolerance against drugs. The Home Minister added that the government
will clamp down on every gram of drugs entering India or leaving the
country using our territory as the transit route. He also congratulated the



brave and vigilant warriors of the Narcotics Control Bureau.

According to the Government sources, Captagon is the
common street name historically associated with Fenethylline, a
synthetic stimulant drug originally developed in the 1960s for
medical treatment of attention disorders and narcolepsy. Owing
to its addictive properties and abuse potential, the original
pharmaceutical formulation was eventually prohibited
internationally. The sources said that Captagon has frequently
been referred to in international media and security discourse as
the Jihadi Drug due to repeated allegations and intelligence
inputs over the years linking its abuse and trafficking with
extremist and conflict-zone networks operating in parts of West
Asia.

The Special Intensive Revision of electoral rolls in Telangana will
begin from the fifteenth of June, 2026. State Chief Electoral Officer
Sudarshan Reddy announced this at a media conference in Hyderabad
today. He said Booth Level Officers will carry out door-to-door verification
from June 25th to July 24th. Mr Reddy said the process is being conducted
in the state after nearly twenty-five years.

The Chief Electoral Officer said every voter will receive two
enumeration forms. One form has to be filled and submitted, while the



second copy will remain with the voter as an acknowledgement. He added
that voters will also have the option to complete the enumeration process
online.

Based on the collected information, a draft electoral roll will be
published on July 31st. Objections and claims can be submitted till August
30th. The final electoral roll will be published on October 1st.

Mr Reddy said the main objective of the Special Intensive Revision is
to ensure voting rights for every eligible citizen in the state.
