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SHIVRAJ-MEETING

Union Minister for Agriculture and Farmers Welfare Shivraj Singh
today held a meeting with the officials of his concerned Ministries and
departments including from the Agriculture and rural development
following the seven appeals made by Prime Minister Narendra Modi to
countrymen. Briefing media after the meeting he said that, in line with the
Prime Minister’s appeal, at the ministerial level they have decided not to
purchase gold till one year. Besides he said no foreign tours will be
undertaken except the ones in public and national interests. He also
emphasized the need of judicious use of edible oils as they are also
imported. Mr Chouhan also emphasized for promoting the use of public
transport wherever possible. He said that the agriculture ministry also
started a campaign at village level across the country to create awareness
among the farmers about balanced use of fertilizes.

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SHIVRAJ-MSP

Agriculture and Farmers Welfare Minister Shivraj Singh Chouhan has
expressed his gratitude to Prime Minister Narendra Modi for increasing the
Minimum Support Prices (MSP) for 14 Kharif Crops for Marketing Season
2026-27. Addressing a press conference in New Delhi today, the Minister
said that the MSP of paddy has been increased from 2 thousand 369 to 2
thousand 441 rupees per quintal, while the MSP of Jowar has been
increased from 3 thousand 699 to 4 thousand 23 rupees per quintal. MSP
of Bajra increased from 2 thousand 775 to rupees 2 thousand 900 per
quintal. He also said that the MSP of Maize was increased by ten rupees to
2 thousand 410 rupees per quintal. The MSP of Tur has been raised from 8
thousand to 8 thousand 450 per quintal, while the MSP of cotton was
increased by 557 rupees per quintal to 8 thousand 267 rupees per quintal.
Mr Chouhan said that the farmers’ of the country will be greatly benefitted
by the increased MSP.
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INTER-MINISTERIAL BRIEFING

The government has said that effective steps have been taken to ensure
the availability of adequate crude oil, LPG and natural gas across the
country. Addressing the Inter Ministerial Briefing on Recent Developments
in West Asia in New Delhi today, Joint Secretary at the Ministry of
Petroleum and Natural Gas, Sujata Sharma said that domestic LPG supply
across the country remains smooth and no dry-out has been reported at
any distributorship. She said that refineries are operating at maximum
capacity and LPG connectivity has also increased.

Ms Sharma said that to minimise supply chain disruptions,
commercial LPG restoration has reached nearly 70 per cent. She said that
more than seven lakh LPG connections have been gasified since March this
year, while around seven lakh 50 thousand new consumers have registered
for PNG connections. She said that over the last three days, around one
crore 40 lakh LPG bookings were received, out of which nearly one crore
39 lakh bookings have been serviced. She added that from the 1st of this
month, around 83 thousand 500 tonnes of commercial LPG have been sold,
while over the last three days, more than twenty three thousand 820
tonnes were sold.

Secretary of Ports, Shipping and Waterways Mukesh Mangal said that two
vessels carrying more than 90 thousand metric tonnes of LPG with over 20
crew members crossed the Strait of Hormuz last night and are expected to
arrive on the 16th of this month. Mr Mangal said that the Indian trading
vessel MSV Haiji Ali, which was on a voyage from Somalia to Sharjah in the
UAE, had encountered an incident in Omani waters in the early hours of
yesterday. He said that a fire broke out on board, following which the
vessel reportedly sank. He said that all 14 Indian crew members on board
were safely rescued by the Omani Coast Guard and were reported to be
safe at port. He said that the government and concerned authorities had
remained in close coordination for the past 22 hours. He said that 158
seafarers have been safely repatriated and port operations across India
remain normal. Mr Mangal noted that no other incident involving Indian
vessels and Indian seafarers in the region has been reported in the past 72
hours.

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EVE-BRICS FM MEETING

Prime Minister Narendra Modi today met foreign ministers attending
the BRICS Foreign Ministers' meeting in New Delhi. Russian Foreign
Minister Sergey Lavrov, Iranian Foreign Minister Abbas Araghchi, South
African Foreign Minister Ronald Lamola and Brazilian Foreign Minister
Mauro Vieira among others today called on Prime Minister Narendra Modi.
The meetings took place on the sidelines of the BRICS Foreign Ministers'
meeting which is underway in New Delhi.

Earlier, in his opening remarks, External Affairs Minister Dr S
Jaishankar said that peace and security remain central to the global order.
He said that the recent conflicts only underline the importance of dialogue
and diplomacy. He emphasized that in this complicated and uncertain world
discussions must advance sustainable development while upholding
principles of equity and common but differentiated responsibilities. He
underscored that technological advancements are reshaping the global
landscape and it can be leveraged for good governance and inclusive
growth. Dr Jaishankar said that there is also a deeply shared interest in
strengthening cooperation against terrorism. He stressed that ongoing
conflicts, economic uncertainties, and challenges in trade, technology, and
climate are shaping the global landscape and there is a growing
expectation that BRICS will play a constructive and stabilizing role in this.
