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PM ITALY:
Prime Minister Narendra Modi arrived in Rome last night on an official visit to Italy. Mr Modi was
received at the airport by Italy's Deputy Prime Minister and Minister of Foreign Affairs and
International Cooperation Antonio Tajani. Mr Modi will hold talks with his Italian counterpart
Giorgia Meloni and President Sergio Mattarella, and discuss with them ways to boost India-Italy
cooperation. PM Modi's visit will focus on how to boost India-Italy cooperation, especially
focusing on the India-Middle East-Europe Economic Corridor (IMEC). The Joint Strategic Action
Plan 2025-2029 will also be reviewed. Mr Modi will also be visiting the Headquarters of the Food
and Agriculture Organisation (FAO) and strengthening India’s commitment to multilateralism as
well as global food security. The External Affairs Ministry (MEA) said India and Italy share a
longstanding and multifaceted partnership. The visit is set to add new momentum to the
India-Italy partnership. PM Modi had previously visited Italy in June 2024 to attend the G7
Summit. Before arriving in Rome, the Prime Minister was in Oslo, Norway, where he participated
in the 3rd India-Nordic Summit. This is the final leg of his five-nation tour. Earlier yesterday,
India and Nordic nations comprising Norway, Sweden, Denmark, Finland, and Iceland elevated
their bilateral ties to a Green Technology and Innovation Strategic Partnership. Mr Modi made
the announcement while addressing a joint press meet with leaders of Nordic nations after
attending the third India-Nordic Summit in Norwegian capital Oslo. [S/B - PM MODI ON GREEN
TECHNOLOGY - 33 SECS] Prime Minister Modi said, investments from Nordic countries in India
rose by 200 per cent in past decade. [ S/B- PM MODI ON BILATERAL TRADE - 35 SECS] On
the global issues, the Leaders together advocated for Rule based world order and
reformed and effective multilateral system. They underlined the importance of
de-escalation in the confiict regions. The leaders unequivocally and strongly condemned
terrorism including the terrorist attack in Pahalgam. The Prime Ministers reaffirmed their
commitment to further deepen the India-Nordic cooperation. The next India-Nordic
Summit would be held in Helsinki, Finland.

US Secretary of State Marco Rubio will undertake a four-day visit to India beginning May 23. This
will be his first visit to India. US State Department has announced the visit that will take Rubio
to Kolkata, Agra, Jaipur and New Delhi. State Department spokesman Tommy Pigott said,
Secretary Rubio will discuss energy, security, trade, and defence cooperation during meetings
with senior Indian officials. US embassy in New Delhi said that India will host a meeting of the



Quad group, which includes Australia, Japan and United States and Secretary Rubio will attend
the meeting. India is set to host a meeting of Quad foreign ministers next week that is expected
to deliberate on pressing global challenges, including the fallout of the West Asia crisis. The New
Delhi meeting is planned for May 26, and it is scheduled to be attended by Rubio, Australian
Foreign Minister Penny Wong and Japanese Foreign Minister Motegi Toshimitsu, with External
Affairs Minister S Jaishankar presiding over it.

REV. RIJIJU- MINORITY CONFERENCE:

Union Minister for Minority Affairs Kiren Rijiju has said that India remains one of the safest and
most inclusive homes for minorities. He said this while addressing the Conference of State
Minorities Commissions, organised in New Delhi today. Mr Rijiju said, when we look at
neighboring countries in the Indian subcontinent, we often see minority communities facing
existential challenges and seeking refuge in India. He said, from Afghanistan to Sri Lanka,
minorities from across the region have looked towards India as a place of shelter, security and
dignity. The Minister called upon the State Minorities Commissions to play a proactive role in
addressing the issues and grievances of minority communities. Mr Rijiju said that Narendra Modi
government is working with the vision of welfare and development of every citizen of the
country. He said, the Schemes like Pradhan Mantri Jan Vikas Karyakram and (PMJVK) and
Pradhan Mantri Virasat Ka Samvardhan (PM VIKAS) are being implemented by the Ministry of
Minority Affairs effectively. He reiterated the Central government's support to the State

He also informed that Ayushman Bharat Digital
Mission is strengthening India’s national digital health ecosystem by creating over 880 million
unique digital health identities, which facilitate longitudinal health records and a seamless
continuum of care.
