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REV. NT. PM RALLY-HYDERABAD

Prime Minister Narendra Modi addressed a massive gathering at the
Parade Grounds in Hyderabad today, marking a significant push for the BJP
in Telangana.

Speaking to thousands of supporters who had travelled from across
the state, the Prime Minister began his address in Telugu, extending
heartfelt greetings to the people of Telangana and acknowledging
the vibrant energy of the crowd.

The Prime Minister drew parallels between the political shifts
in other states and the current atmosphere in Telangana. He
noted that people across India are increasingly placing their trust
in the BJP’s model of development and good governance, citing
the party’s performance in Assam and Puducherry as clear signs
of a changing political landscape. He specifically referred to the
BJP’s recent rise in Bengal as a historic democratic shift that has
captured the nation’s attention.

In a sharp critique of the opposition, the Prime Minister accused
the Congress party of fostering corruption, dynastic politics, and the misuse
of national institutions. He claimed that the TMC had adopted these
‘wrong practices’ and developed dictatorial models that stifle
progress. However, he emphasized that when an ideology is rooted
in national interest, no force can stop its momentum. Mr. Modi
asserted that the political shifts witnessed from Assam and
Bengal to Odisha indicates that family-run governments are being
rejected by the people.

Turning his focus to the state’s future, the Prime Minister
declared that the next government in Telangana would be led by the BJP,
stating that citizens are fed up with the current political alternatives.

Highlighting recent progress, Mr. Modi noted that development
projects worth 9,400 crore rupees were inaugurated today, including the
Zaheerabad Industrial Area and the PM MITRA textile park in Warangal,
both aimed at boosting employment and supporting cotton farmers.

The Prime Minister also issued a passionate call for national
economic resilience. He urged citizens to help conserve foreign



exchange reserves by reducing the consumption of imported fuel
through the use of public transport and carpooling. He also
appealed to citizens to explore ways to reduce foreign spending,
such as reconsidering destination weddings abroad or limiting
excessive gold purchases for a year. Championing the ‘Vocal for
Local’ movement, the Prime Minister stressed that self-reliance
and organic farming are essential for India to achieve its 'Viksit
Bharat’ target by 2047.

The meeting was attended by prominent leaders, including
Telangana BJP Chief N. Ramchander Rao, Union Ministers G. Kishan Reddy
and Bandi Sanjay Kumar, along with several MPs, MLAs, and senior party
functionaries.
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REV HM-REVIEW MEETING

Union Home Minister Amit Shah today reviewed country's
preparedness to deal with potential floods and heat waves in a
comprehensive manner. Chairing a high-level meeting in New Delhi, Mr
Shah said, there should be an integrated system for flood forecasting at
both the Centre and State levels. He said, at least 60 lakes should be
included in the plan to develop an early warning system for 30 high-risk
lakes in Jammu and Kashmir, Ladakh, Uttarakhand, Himachal Pradesh,
Arunachal Pradesh, and Sikkim with the support of the National Disaster
Management Authority (NDMA). Mr Shah said the objective should be to
conserve water by constructing check dams on rivers while also minimizing
the impact of heat waves. He stressed that efforts should be made to
ensure minimum damage to the agriculture sector due to heat waves.

The Minister said, Flood Crisis Management Teams should be
constituted and activated in every state of the country. Mr Shah said, the
NDMA should conduct a study to assess how many states are following the
Ministry of Home Affairs’ directives and the NDMA guidelines for dealing
with forest fires, heat waves, and floods. He said, under the leadership of
Prime Minister Narendra Modi, efforts must be made to implement the
vision of Zero Casualty Disaster Management. Mr Shah said that a master



plan should be prepared to address the changes in weather patterns
caused by climate change and the growing disaster-related challenges
arising from them. He also said that weather forecasts and warnings
should be disseminated widely and effectively.

The meeting was attended by Union Jal Shakti Minister C. R. Patil,
Union Home Secretary, Secretaries and senior officials of various ministries,
heads of departments of the National Disaster Management Authority, the
Director Generals of the National Disaster Response Force, India
Meteorological Department (IMD) and other concerned departments.

IMD-WEATHER

India Meteorological Department (IMD) has forecast heatwave
conditions today in parts of Gujarat and Rajasthan. Heat wave conditions
over these regions are expected to continue in the coming 3-4 days. Hot
and Humid weather conditions are likely to persist today in places over
Konkan and Goa during the day, while Warm night conditions will prevail
over Rajasthan.

Pradesh and parts of north-eastern states. The Met Department further
said that places in Rajasthan will experience dust storms today.

ASSAM - HIMANTA GOVT

Assam Governor Lakshman Prasad Acharya has invited Chief Minister-



elect Himanta Biswa Sarma to form a new government in the state, paving
the way for the NDA's third consecutive term in Assam. After being
unanimously elected leader of the BJP-led NDA's legislature party, Mr
Sarma, along with alliance leaders, met the governor at Lok Bhavan and
formally staked claim to form the government.

Mr Acharya will administer the oath of office and secrecy to Mr Sarma
and members of the new Council of Ministers tomorrow. The swearing-in
ceremony will be held at the Veterinary College Playground in Khanapara
and is expected to be attended by Prime Minister Narendra Modi, Union
Home Minister Amit Shah, Defence Minister Rajnath Singh and BJP
president Nitin Nabin, among others.

The NDA, comprising the BJP, Asom Gana Parishad (AGP) and
Bodoland People's Front (BPF), secured a sweeping mandate in the
assembly polls, winning 102 seats in the 126-member House. The BIP
bagged 82 seats, while AGP and BPF won 10 seats each.

Mr Sarma, who first became chief minister in 2021, is set to become
the first non-Congress leader in Assam to serve two consecutive terms as
CM.

AGP chief Atul Bora and BPF leader Rihon Daimari also submitted
letters of support to the governor.

This will be the NDA's third consecutive term in the state since the
BJP-led alliance first came to power in 2016 under then CM Sarbananda
Sonowal.Union minister JP Nadda and Haryana CM Nayab Singh Saini, who
were appointed the BIP's central observer and co-observer, accompanied
Mr Sarma and other alliance leaders to Lok Bhavan. Speaking to reporters,
Mr Nadda said the election result reflected public endorsement of PM
Modi's development policies. He also praised the Sarma government for
implementing central welfare schemes effectively in Assam.

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GOYAL- MUMBAI HOUSING

Union Commerce and Industry Minister Piyush Goyal has assured that
no family in North Mumbai will remain homeless and that proper planning
of Slum Rehabilitation Authority,SRA projects will be undertaken to ensure
housing for all eligible residents.

The assurance was given during the first-ever SRA public grievance
meeting organised in North Mumbai. In the meeting, nearly 150 complaints
related to SRA projects were resolved, providing relief to hundreds of
residents.

Addressing residents, Mr. Goyal said, Prime Minister Narendra Modi
has worked towards making citizens self-reliant while ensuring access to
electricity, water, cooking gas, toilets, and digital connectivity. He added
that discussions have been held with the Chief Minister, municipal officials,
SRA, and Mumbai Metropolitan Region Development Authority, MMRDA
authorities to ensure permanent housing for residents within their existing
localities.

During the public hearing, several issues related to eligibility, house
allocation, biometric verification, pending rent payments, and disputes in
SRA projects were addressed. Mr. Goyal instructed SRA officials to take
immediate action on complaints and warned that developers failing to pay
rent to residents could face blacklisting and strict legal action. He further
stated that residents themselves should be allowed to select suitable
developers for SRA projects if required, adding that there would be no
political interference in the process.
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
