MP-UCC

The Madhya Pradesh government has taken an important step
towards the Uniform Civil Code (UCC). Chief Minister Mohan Yadav
launched the website ucc.mp.gov.in at the Secretariat yesterday. Through
this portal, citizens, political parties and social organisations can share their
views and suggestions on the proposed UCC. The last date for submitting
feedback is 15th of June this year.

In April, the state government constituted a six-member high-level
committee to examine the feasibility of implementing the Uniform Civil
Code. The committee is headed by retired Supreme Court judge Justice
Ranjana Prakash Desai. It will study various laws related to marriage,
divorce, inheritance and maintenance, and also examine the UCC models of
Uttarakhand and Gujarat. Based on its findings, the committee will submit
a report to the state government.

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DAY RUBIO-INDIA VISIT

US Secretary of State Marco Rubio arrived in Kolkata this morning on
a four-day visit to India. This is his maiden visit to India, marking an
important step toward strengthening bilateral ties and expanding
cooperation in trade, defence, energy security, technology, and Indo-
Pacific s
trategy.

US Ambassador to India Sergio Gor received Mr Rubio at the Kolkata
airport. Soon after his arrival, the US Secretary of State visited Mother
House, the headquarters of Saint Teresa’s Missionaries of Charity and the
Children’s Home in the city.

Mr Gor in a social media post said, Secretary Rubio will travel to New
Delhi later in the day and call on Prime Minister Narendra Modi.

According to the US ambassador, the upcoming engagements will
primarily focus on strengthening cooperation in key strategic sectors,
including defence partnerships, advanced technologies, trade ties and
collaboration under the Quadrilateral Security Dialogue (QUAD) framework.

Tomorrow, Mr Rubio will hold talks with External Affairs Minister S.
Jaishankar and attend the US Embassy’s Independence Day celebrations in
the National capital.

On Monday, US Secretary of State is scheduled to visit Agra and
Jaipur before returning to New Delhi for the Quad Foreign Ministers’
meeting on Tuesday, hosted by India. Besides the US Secretary of State,
Australian Foreign Minister Penny Wong and Japanese Foreign Minister
Toshimitsu Motegi will also participate in the meeting at the invitation of Dr
S. Jaishankar.

The External Affairs Ministry said the meeting, in line with the Quad’s
vision for a free and open Indo-Pacific, will review progress on ongoing
initiatives and discuss regional and global issues of mutual interest.

Talking to media in Miami prior to his departure for India, Mr Rubio
described India as a great ally and partner, saying there is a lot to work on
together.

Reserve Bank of India

The Reserve Bank of India (RBI) has approved a transfer of record 2.86
lakh crore rupees as surplus to the Central Government for the financial



year 2025-26, marking one of the highest dividend payouts by the central
bank. The decision was taken during the 623rd meeting of the Central
Board of Directors of the RBI, chaired by Governor Sanjay Malhotra in
Mumbai yesterday.

The RBI in its release said its gross income increased by 26.42 per
cent during Financial Year 2025-26 compared to the previous year, while
expenditure before risk provisions rose 27.60 per cent.

FUEL PRICE HIKE

Petrol and diesel prices were increased by up to 91 paise per litre
today, marking the third hike in less than 10 days.
In Delhi, petrol price has been increased by 87 paise to 99 rupees 51
paise per litre, while diesel has gone up by 91 paise to 92 rupees 49 paise
per litre.
This is the third revision in fuel rates after a 3 rupees per litre hike on
the 15th of this month, followed by a 90 paise increase on the 19th.
Overall, prices have risen by nearly 5 rupees per litre in recent days. The
increase comes amid a sharp surge in global crude oil prices following the
Iran conflict and disruptions in the Strait of Hormuz.
