RUSSIA - UKRAINE DRONE ATTACK

Russia launched a major drone attack on Ukraine yesterday, mainly
targeting critical infrastructure in western regions near NATO borders. At
least six people were killed and dozens injured. Ukraine said Russia fired
around 800 drones and later launched missiles as well.

In a social media post Ukrainian president Volodymyr Zelenskyy said,



the timing of the attack was not accidental, noting that Russia launched
one of its largest attacks on Ukraine while the U.S. President was visiting
China. He said the assault killed six people and injured dozens across
several regions. Ukraine also reported that Russian strikes hit railway
infrastructure 23 times during the attack. Heavy fighting was also reported
along the eastern front, especially near Pokrovsk and Huliaipole.

Because of the strikes near its border, Poland scrambled fighter jets
as a precaution. Slovakia temporarily closed some border crossings with
Ukraine for security reasons.

Meanwhile, Hungary strongly condemned the attacks and summoned
the Russian ambassador. Zelenskyy praised Hungary’s response. Moldova
also reported that a drone entered its airspace for about 300 km before
disappearing from radar.

Ukraine’s military intelligence said Russia used the drone attack to
overwhelm air defenses before possible missile strikes. The attack came
just after a three-day U.S.-brokered ceasefire between Russia and Ukraine
ended on Monday.

He emphasized that in this
complicated and uncertain world discussions must advance
sustainable development while upholding principles of equity and



common but differentiated responsibilities. He underscored that
technological advancements are reshaping the global landscape
and it can be leveraged for good governance and inclusive
growth. Dr Jaishankar said that there is also a deeply shared
interest in strengthening cooperation against terrorism.

Dr Jaishankar
said today’s BRICS meeting provides a platform to exchange
perspectives and develop convergences. Brazilian Foreign Minister
Mauro Vieira, Russian Foreign Minister Sergey Lavrov, Iranian Foreign
Minister Seyed Abbas Araghchi, Indonesian Foreign Minister Sugiono,
Malaysian foreign Minister Dato' Seri Utama Mohamad bin Haji Hasan,
Minister of State for Foreign Affairs, UAE Khalifa Shaheen Al Marar and
South African Foreign Minister Ronald Lamola, among others are attending
the meeting.

2026 or further orders. According to a notification, Directorate General of
Foreign Trade (DGFT) has amended the export policy from Restricted to
Prohibited. This prohibition shall not apply to sugar being exported to the
EU and USA under CXL and TRQ quota, the Advance Authorisation Scheme

pipeline are also exempted.

REV DAY TRUMP-CHINA VISIT

US President Donald Trump and his Chinese counterpart Xi Jinping
today began what Trump termed as the “biggest summit ever” to discuss a
wide range of issues, including the war in Iran and bilateral trade frictions.
President Trump, who arrived in Beijing last night to a rousing reception,
told Xi in their first meeting on today that he looks forward to a "big
discussion" with him.

In his opening remarks today, Trump said that there are those who
say this is may be the biggest summit ever while having talks with Xi at the
Great Hall of the People in Beijing. The US President said that US and
China are going to have a fantastic future together.

The President is on a three-day state visit to China. The first meeting
between the two leaders lasted for more than two hours.

Accompanying Trump on his trip to China are some of the US's top
business leaders such as Nvidia's Jensen Huang, Tim Cook of Apple, Elon
Musk of Tesla and SpaceX, and Larry Fink of BlackRock.

Trump said that he will be asking President Xi, a Leader of
extraordinary distinction, to 'open up' China so that these brilliant people
can work their magic, and help bring the People's Republic to an even
higher level. Trump said that it will be his "very first request" when he
meets the Chinese leader.

Xi, who earlier welcomed Trump with a ceremonial guard of honour,
said that he expects 2026 to be a "historic, landmark year" that opens up a
new chapter in China-US relations. Xi in his opening remarks said that
China and the US have more common interests than differences. Noting
that China and the US should be partners instead of rivals, Xi said the two
countries should help each other succeed and prosper together, and find
the right way for major countries to get along well with each other.



Talking about China-US trade frictions, Xi mentioned that there is no
winner in a trade war. The visit by President Trump comes amid growing
economic and geopolitical uncertainties arising from conflicts in West Asia
and the subsequent global energy shock that has taken a toll, particularly
in Asia.

Other than West Asia, the leaders of the two largest economies of
the world are expected to focus on trade and tariffs, Artificial Intelligence
and technology, Taiwan and US' arms sales to Taipei, and rare earths
supply chains, among other things.

Trump’s visit to Beijing also follows months of renewed trade friction
after the Trump administration imposed high tariffs on several Chinese
goods, white tensions between the two have also deepened over export
control, advanced technology and China’s dominance in the rare earth
supply chain.

Ahead of Trump's arrival, Chinese Vice Premier He Lifeng and Scott
Bessent completed the final round of trade negotiations in South Korea,
details of which are not known. Trump was welcomed by Chinese Vice
President Han Zheng at the airport, a rare honour that departed from usual
diplomatic protocol. Trump's son Eric and his daughter-in-law Lara, as well
as Musk, disembarked from Air Force One along with Trump.

The two countries also plan to set up a Board of Trade with China to
address differences between the countries. The global focus on the
summit, however, would be on any possible outcome that could end the
US-Israeli war against Iran and end the blockade of the Strait of Hormuz.
Roughly one-fifth of the the world's total energy supplies pass through this
narrow Gulf waterway.

Ahead of Trump's visit, Iranian Foreign Minister Abbas Araghchi
made his first visit to Beijing after the war and held talks with his Chinese
counterpart Wang Yi. After talks with Araghchi, Wang called on Iran to
reopen the Strait of Hormuz as soon as possible, even as it appreciated
Tehran's commitment not to develop nuclear weapons, a prime demand of
Trump to end the war. China's anxieties over the Iran war increased,
especially after Trump imposed a blockade of Iranian ports, restricting
Iran's oil exports to China.
