In Tamil Nadu, TVK Chief C. Joseph Vijay met Governor
Vishwanath Arlekar and staked claim to form the new Government in the
state. The 51-year-old leader met the Governor along with senior leaders of
the Party, K.A. Sengottaiyan, N. Anand, CTR Nirmal Kumar, Arun Raj and
Aadhav Arjuna. TVK has secured 108 seats, falling short of the majority mark
by 10 seats. Vijay, who contested from two constituencies, will have to vacate
one seat.
Earlier in the day, Congress leader Girish Chodankar met Vijay and



submitted a letter of support from five MLAs.

In a related development, VCK Chief Thol. Thirumavalavan said his
party will soon decide on TVK’s invitation to join its alliance. The VCK, which
currently has two MLAs, is part of the DMK-led front.

The Governor had earlier told the media that he would take the final
decision to call TVK to form the Government in a day or two.

EVE. PM-VIETNAM PREZ

India and Vietnam today inked several MoUs in the fields of Digital
Technology, Rare Earths, Medical Products Regulation, Public Sector Audit,
Digital Payment System, and Culture and Tourism. The agreements were
signed after the talks between Prime Minister Narendra Modi and President of
Vietnam To Lam in New Delhi this afternoon. During the talks, both leaders
held wide-ranging discussions across the spectrum of bilateral relations as
also on regional and global issues of mutual interest.

In his press statement, Prime Minister Narendra Modi said, President To
Lam’s first State Visit to India after being elected as the President of Vietham
within a month shows how much priority he gives to India -Vietnam relations.
He said, to keep the shared heritage alive, India is restoring the My Son and
Nhan Tau temples of Vietnam's ancient Champa civilization.

The Prime Minister said, last year, when Buddhist relics from India went to
Vietnam, over 1.5 crore people around 15 per cent of Vietham's entire
population took its darshan. He said, with this MoU between the drug
authorities, access to India's medicines in Vietham will now increase. Mr Modi
said, India's agriculture, fisheries, and animal products will also see smoother
exports to Vietnam.

The Prime Minister said, India's UPI and Vietnam's fast payment system are
also going to be linked soon. He said, Vietnam is a key pillar of India's Act East
Policy and Vision Ocean. Both sides share a common outlook in the
Indo-Pacific region as well. Mr Modi said, through the strengthening of
defence and security cooperation, India and Vietham will continue to
contribute to the rule-of-law, peace, stability, and prosperity. He said, with
Vietnam's cooperation, India will also broaden its relations with ASEAN.

President of Vietnam To Lam said, Vietnam attach great importance to



the outcomes of the 50 years of relations with India as well as 10 years of the
comprehensive strategic partnership. He said, both sides will link together
the strategic vision and development strategies to better address the turmoil
of the situation in the world today.

GOVT WEST ASIA

The government has informed that domestic LPG distribution across
the country is normal and no dry out has been reported at any LPG
distributors. During the Inter-ministerial media briefing in New Delhi, Joint
Secretary in the Ministry of Petroleum and Natural Gas, Sujata Sharma
informed that amidst West Asia crisis, the government is making all out
efforts to ensure hundred percent supply of domestic LPG to the consumers
for cooking and upto 70 percent to consumers of commercial cylinders.
She also informed that about 95 per cent of deliveries of LPG cylinders are
being done through authentication code. With regard to natural gas, the Joint
Secretary informed that about 6 lakh 31 thousand new PNG connections have
been gasified and infrastructure has also been created for an additional 2.67
lakh connections. She said, so far six lakh 93 consumers are registred for PNG
connections. She added that more than 49 thousand PNG consumers have
voluntarily surrendered their LPG connections. Ms Sharma also informed that
operations and retail outlets are normal.

Director in the Ministry of Ports, Shipping and Waterways, Opesh
Kumar Sharma, has said that all Indian seafarers continue to remain safe in
the region, with no incidents involving Indian-flagged vessels reported in the
past 48 hours. He added that no incidents have also been reported on any
foreign-flagged vessels carrying Indian seafarers. Mr Sharma informed that
the control centre set up at the Directorate General of Shipping has handled
8 thousand 570 calls and more than 18 thousand 732 emails so far. He
further stated that the Ministry, through the Directorate General of Shipping,
has facilitated the safe repatriation of more than 2 thousand 999 seafarers,
including 23 in the last 48 hours, from various locations across the Gulf



region. He also noted that port operations across India remain normal, with
no congestion reported.

Election Commission of India’s robust IT platform ECINET has played a
central role in streamlining election processes including real-time monitoring
and enhancing transparency during the Assembly Elections and Bye-elections
2026. ECI in a statement said that ECINET app has witnessed a significant



surge in the usage and has over 10 crore downloads till date. It has
recorded over 98.3 crore hits and on the counting day on 4th of this month
and recorded an average of 3 crore hits per minute. It's cyber security
protocols resulted in countering over 68 lakh malicious hits on counting day
originating from both within India and overseas, targeting key election
platforms, including the results portal. ECI added that a new QR code-based
Photo Identity Card system was also used for the first time on counting day to
enhance security at the Counting Centres.

CBI- CYBER SLAVERY

The Central Bureau of Investigation (CBI) has bust a network
trafficking Indian nationals into 'Cyber Slaver'. According to CBI, the network
was engaged in trafficking Indian nationals to South-East Asian countries
under the pretext of lucrative overseas job opportunities. As part of the
investigation, the CBI carried out searches at nine locations across four
states, including Mumbai, Delhi, Lucknow, Kashipur, and places in Gonda and
Saharanpur districts of Uttar Pradesh. These actions follow an extensive
nationwide enquiry during which statements from victims were recorded. the
agency also tracked financial transactions, including cryptocurrency, to find
those involved in the network. During the searches, they seized electronic
devices that may contain important evidence. One person has been arrested
in Lucknow for his role in the trafficking operation. Early findings show that
agents were paid by cybercrime groups for sending Indian nationals to these
scam centers.

The CBI has warned people to be careful about job offers from
unknown sources, especially those shared through social media or online ads.
They said, such offers can be dangerous and may lead to serious trouble.
