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RESULTS:

Trends are now available for all four states and Puducherry Union territory which
went to the polls. As per latest counting, BJP has taken a surprise lead in West
Bengal while, in Tamil Nadu new entrant Tamilaga Vettri Kazhagam (TVK) led by
actor C. Joseph Vijay has surged ahead while opposition AIADMK is leading in
second position and the state's ruling DMK is trailing in third position. In West
Bengal BJP has taken in early lead in 180 seats out of the 277 constituencies for
which trends are available. Ruling Trinamool Congress is leading in 92 seats. In
Tamil Nadu trends are available for all 234 seats; New entrant Tamilaga Vettri
Kazhagam (TVK) led by actor C. Joseph Vijay has made a grand debut, leading in
109 seats. Opposition AIADMK is in second position with leads in 64 constituencies.
Ruling DMK is trailing at third position with leads in 40 seats. PMK is leading in 06
seats while, Congress is ahead in 05 seats. In Keralam, Congress led UDF has
secured a comfortable lead while, the ruling BJP has secured a big lead in Assam.
In Assam, BJP is leading in 80 seats out of all the 126 constituencies for which
trends are available. Congress is leading in 24 seats, AGP is leading in 09 seats,
and Bodoland People's Front in 10 seats. In Keralam trends are available for all 140
seats. Congress has taken early lead in 56 constituencies, State's ruling CPM is
ahead in 30 seats, and its ally CPI 11 seats , RSP 03. Kerala Congress is leading in
07, BJP in 02 seats. In Puducherry trends are available for 29 of total 30 seats.
Ruling AINRC is leading in 10 seats while BJP is leading in 04 AIADMK is leading in
01 seat, DMK is leading in 04 seats. As per Election Commission, barring
Puducherry these trends are for just a couple of rounds of the total rounds of

counting.



WEST BENGAL COUNTING (1153 HRS):

In West Bengal, Trends are available for 281 seats. BJP is leading in 184, Trinamool
Congress is ahead in 93, CPM in one and others 3. TMC leader and Chief Minister
Mamata Banerjee trailing behind BJP's Suvendu Adhikari in Bhabanipur assembly
seat. BJP candidate Suvendu Adhikari is also leading in Nandigram seat. Sitting BJP
MLA Agnimitra Paul is leading in Asansol Dakshin seat over her nearest rival Tapas
Banerjee of TMC. BJP candidate Sarbari Mukherjee is leading over her nearest rival
of TMC in the erstwhile Left bastion of Jadavpur in south Kolkata. BJP candidate
and Leader of Opposition Suvendu Adhikari asserted that the BIP will form the next
government in West Bengal. While TMC eyes third term, BIP seeks historic win
after record turnout of 92.49 percent in a two-phase polling. Counting is being held
for 293 of 294 assembly segments in 77 centres across 23 districts, under a
multi-layered security cordon. The fate of 2,926 candidates will be decided today.

KERALAM ELECTION (1145 HRS):

Counting of votes for the Legislative Assembly elections in Keralam is underway at
40 thousand 771 polling stations. The BJP led NDA, Congress led United
Democratic Front (UDF) and the ruling CPI(M) led Left Democratic Front (LDF) are
the main alliances in the fray. Trends are available for all 140 seats. Congress has
secured an early lead in 58 seats and its ally Indian Union Muslim League is leading
in 22 seats. Ruling CPI(M) is ahead in 28, while its ally CPI in 11 seats. Kerala
Congress is ahead in 07 seats, BJP is leading in 03 seat. Latest trends indicate Chief
Minister and CPIM leader Pinarayi Vijayan is trailing by more than 600 votes.

ASSAM COUNTING (1150 HRS)

In Assam, counting of votes is progressing smoothly for all 126 assembly seats.
Trends are available for all 126. BJP is leading in 80 seats, while its ally AGP in
ahead in 9, Congress in 24 seats, Bodoland People's Front 10, AIUDF 2, and Raijor
Dal in one. BJP candidate and Chief Minister Himanta Biswa Sarma has established
a lead of over 7 thousand votes over his nearest Congress rival Bidisha Neog to
retain the Jalukbari constituency for the sixth consecutive term. Assam Congress
President Gaurav Gogoi is trailing behind the BJP candidate Hitendra Nath Goswami
in Jorhat. Most of the ministers in the outgoing BJP-led Assam government are
leading.

PUDUCHEERY- RESULTS (3)

The counting of votes for the Puducherry Legislative Assembly election, that
encompasses 30 Assembly constituencies is underway at six designated centres in
the union territory under strict security. Out of a total of 30 seats, trends are
available for 29 constituencies. Ruling AINRC is leading at 10, BJP leading in 04



while congress ahead on 07 seats . AIADMK and DMK are leading in 04 each,
Independent and Others and 03 seats.

ELECTION-REAX:

As per the early trends of Assembly elections in West Bengal, Assam, Puducherry,
Tamil Nadu, and Keralam, BJP Spokesperson Shehzad Poonawalla has said that the
BJP is heading towards a historic win in West Bengal. Talking to Akashvani News,
he said, BIP is going to form the government in the State for the first time.

The actor turn politician Vijay's led Tamilaga Vetri Kazhagam (TVK) has crossed 100
mark by leading on 110 seat as the counting of votes in Tamil Nadu is under way,
at all 75,064 polling stations, at 62 designated counting centres across the State.
In an intense three-cornered battle in the State, trends are available for 234 seats.
Ruling Dravida Munnetra Kazhagam (DMK) lead by Chief Minister MK Stalin is
leading on 41 seats, while its rival All India Anna Dravida Munnetra Kazhagam
(AIADMK) is leading at 63 seats and the new entrant Tamilaga Vettri Kazhagam
(TVK) led by actor C. Joseph Vijay is leading at 109 seats. PMK is leading on 06
seats, Indian National Congress (INC) is ahead on 05 seats, BIP has taken a lead on
03 seat.

BYE ELECTION- 1150 HRS:

Counting of votes for the Bye Elections in seven Assembly Constituencies across
five States is also underway. These include two constituencies each in Karnataka
and Maharashtra, and one each in Gujarat, Tripura and Nagaland. As per the latest
trends, BJP is leading in five constituencies, while Congress and Nationalist
Congress Party (NCP) are leading in one seat each.
