The India Meteorological Department (IMD) has said that heat wave
to severe heat wave conditions are expected to continue over central and
northwest India during the next two to three days. The Weather Agency
has issued red colour warning for heat wave to severe heat wave
conditions over East Madhya Pradesh and Vidarbha tomorrow. Heat Wave
Conditions are also expected over Delhi, Chandigarh, Rajasthan,
Chhattisgarh, Haryana, Himachal Pradesh, Konkan, Goa, Odisha, Punjab,
Telangana, and Uttar Pradesh tomorrow. IMD has forecast Hot and Humid
weather conditions over Andhra Pradesh, Odisha, Tamil Nadu, Puducherry
and Karaikal during the next two days. While warm night conditions are
expected over Odisha tomorrow. Furthermore Dust Storm is expected over
Rajasthan and Uttar Pradesh tomorrow.

The Met Department further predicted heavy rainfall very over parts
of North East India, Bihar, Tamil Nadu and Puducherry tomorrow. IMD said
that Thunderstorms accompanied with Hailstorms are expected over Delhi,
Uttar Pradesh, Gangetic West Bengal, Haryana, Chandigarh, Himachal
Pradesh, Punjab and Uttarakhand during the next two days. IMD also



predicted thunderstorm accompanied with lightning and gusty winds over
Andaman and Nicobar Islands and South Interior Karnataka tomorrow.

For Delhi, IMD has predicted that maximum temperature will be
around 42 to 44 degrees Celsius tomorrow, while the minimum
temperature will hover around 27 to 29 degrees Celsius.

Prime Minister Narendra Modi has emphasised the need for effective
implementation of Swachh Bharat Mission 2.0 and underlined that the
mission should move beyond infrastructure creation and ensure
measurable outcomes through regular monitoring, citizen participation and
convergence between various stakeholders. Chairing the 51st PRAGATI
Meeting in New Delhi, Mr Modi asked States to expedite the completion of
solid waste management-related infrastructure, including waste processing
plants and GOBARdhan plants. During the meeting, the Prime Minister



reviewed seven critical infrastructure projects across the Railways, Power
and Road sectors covering nine States worth around 30 thousand crore
rupees.

While reviewing power sector projects, Prime Minister emphasized
the need to accelerate rooftop solar adoption across urban areas, with a
special focus on cities, residential clusters and public institutions. He
underlined that rooftop solar should be taken up in mission mode to reduce
electricity costs, improve energy security and promote clean energy at the
household and community level.

While reviewing road and port connectivity projects, it was
emphasised that Vadhavan Port should be developed as a model of port-
led, multi-modal development, where every major mode of transport is
seamlessly integrated to create a future-ready logistics ecosystem. Mr Modi
said, the project should not be seen merely as a port, but as a national
gateway connected through coastal shipping, inland waterways, dedicated
freight corridors, high-speed rail connectivity, highways and airport
linkages.

While reviewing Ken-Betwa River Inter-linking Project, Prime Minister
observed that Ken-Betwa project should serve as a model for other States
to resolve inter-State water issues through cooperation, timely clearances,
technology-based monitoring and mission-mode execution. States were
encouraged to identify similar opportunities where river-linking, water
conservation, groundwater recharge and efficient irrigation can be taken up
in an integrated manner to ensure long-term water security.

The Prime Minister also underlined that the delay in the
implementation of public projects leads not only to cost escalation but also
deprives citizens of timely access to essential facilities and development
benefits. He observed that every delay has a direct impact on people’s
lives, regional growth and public resources. He stressed that Ministries,
Departments and States must adopt a more proactive and time-bound
approach to resolve pending issues, remove bottlenecks and ensure faster
execution.

Prime Minister also emphasized that innovative use of canal networks
should be explored, including installation of solar panels along canals and
over canals for clean electricity generation. He said, his would help
optimize land use, reduce evaporation losses, generate renewable energy
and create additional economic value from water infrastructure.



At the beginning of the meeting, the Cabinet Secretary informed that,
in pursuance of the directions of the Prime Minister, a system of monthly
review of social sector schemes at the State level has also been
operationalised. This mechanism aims to ensure regular monitoring, faster
resolution of implementation issues and greater accountability at the State
and district levels. As part of this initiative, Swachh Bharat Mission has
been taken up for review at the State level in the first instance.

WB - FENCING

West Bengal government has handed over 142.79 acre of land to the
BSF for setting up outposts and barbed-wire fencing infrastructure along
the India-Bangladesh border. The handover is part of the BIP
government's decision, taken at its first cabinet meeting on May 11, to
transfer 600 acre of land within 45 days for border fencing and related
infrastructure projects. In a social media post, Chief Minister Suvendu
Adhikari said that West Bengal government has initiated intensified
measures to strengthen border security by facilitating construction of BSF
outposts and barbed-wire fencing, further enhancing security in the border
areas. He also shared a district-wise chart detailing the land transferred to
the BSF across nine districts. As part of the first phase of the initiative, 43
acre of purchased land across five districts and sanction orders for 31.9
acres of vested land were handed over to the BSF on May 20. West Bengal
shares a 2,217-km border with Bangladesh, the longest among Indian
states. According to Mr Adhikari, around 1,600 km of the border in the
state has already been fenced, while nearly 600 km remains uncovered.

Supreme Court collegium has recommended the elevation of chief
justices of four high courts and senior advocate V Mohana as judges of the
apex court. According to a statement uploaded on the top court's website,
the collegium, headed by Chief Justice of India Surya Kant, held its
meetings on May 22 and May 27. It has recommended the elevation of
Chief Justice of Punjab and Haryana High Court Sheel Nagu, Chief Justice
of Bombay High Court Shree Chandrashekhar, Chief Justice of Madhya
Pradesh High Court Sanjeev Sachdeva, Chief Justice of the High Court of
Jammu and Kashmir and Ladakh Arun Palli and Ms Mohana as judges of
the top court. The apex court presently has 32 judges, including the CII.
Two sitting judges of the top court are set to retire next month. Currently,
Justice B V Nagarathna is the lone woman judge in the apex court. Ms
Mohana's appointment as a judge of the apex court will add to women's
representation on the bench.

Recently, the government had promulgated an ordinance to increase
the strength of the Supreme Court from the present 34 judges to 38,
including the CII.

The National Commission for Women has submitted a comprehensive
recommendatory report on Rights of Muslim Women in India to the
Ministry of Home Affairs, Ministry of Women and Child Development, and
Ministry of Minority Affairs. The submission follows an extensive national-
level consultation aimed at strengthening the legal, social, and
constitutional rights of Muslim women in the country. The Commission
observed that while constitutional safeguards and recent legal reforms
have contributed significantly towards advancing women’s rights, there is
more substantial scope to strengthen legal awareness. This will help to
improve access to justice, and bring greater clarity and consistency through
progressive codification of personal laws. Particular emphasis was placed
on issues relating to marriage, divorce, maintenance, custody, and
inheritance. The consultation also examined key legislations governing
Muslim women'’s rights, including the Muslim Personal Law (Shariat)
Application Act, 1937, the Dissolution of Muslim Marriages Act, 1939, the
Muslim Women (Protection of Rights on Divorce) Act, 1986 and the Muslim
Women (Protection of Rights on Marriage) Act, 2019.

AMIT SHAH - BORDER

Union Home Minister Amit Shah has directed authorities to strictly
enforce ‘zero tolerance’ policy towards illegal constructions within 15 km of
the country's borders and demolish all such structures that have come up
over the years. Chairing a security review meeting in Bikaner, Mr Shah
assessed security related issues concerning the border districts of
Rajasthan along the India-Pakistan border. Home Ministry has assigned
enhanced responsibility to the district magistrates to ensure legal and
financial compliance of banking transactions in the border areas by all
banks, verify big business establishments, examine their funding sources,
track mule accounts and false companies, identify fake Aadhaar cards and
control cross-border smuggling. In a statement, the home ministry said the
border districts have been directed to carry out an in-depth study of the
sources, patterns and networks behind crimes and the drug menace, and
to develop lasting solutions so that these problems do not resurface. Mr
Shah stressed formulating a 360-degree security cover for every border
district involving citizens, state machinery and security agencies. He
underscored the importance of a coordinated approach to border
management involving the BSF, CBDT, NCB and the state machinery to
address issues of infiltration, narcotics smuggling, encroachment, terror
financing and other trans-border crimes. Emphasis was also laid on the
successful implementation of the Vibrant Villages Programme (VVP)-II for



strengthening last mile governance, curbing economic crimes, fulfilling
infrastructural gaps and supporting border population. At the meeting, Mr
Shah also directed to ensure 100 per cent saturation of all government
schemes in the border villages, and called for the effective use of the
'1930' call centre to tackle cybercrimes.
