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REV EVE PM-NORDIC SUMMIT:

The third India-Nordic Summit began in Norwagian capital, Oslo today.
Prime Minister Narendra Modi along with his counterparts of Norway,
Sweden, Iceland, Finland and Denmark are participating in the summit.
The meeting is aimed at strengthening sectoral cooperation between India
and the Nordic countries following the previous summit held in
Copenhagen, Denmark, in 2022. Key areas of focus include technology and
innovation, sustainability, renewable energy and digitization.



With the Trade and Economic Partnership Agreement, TEPA, now in force,
the summit is also expected to deepen trade and investment ties between
India and the Nordic region. India’s bilateral trade with the Nordic bloc
currently stands at around 19 billion dollars. The summit is expected to
further expand multifaceted cooperation between India and the Nordic
countries and provide an opportunity for discussions on regional and global
issues of mutual interest. Ahead of the summit, Prime Minister Modi held
bilateral meetings with Prime Minister of Iceland, Ms. Kristrun Frosadottir,
PM of Finland, Mr. Petteri Orpo and PM of Denmark, Ms. Mette Frederiksen.

EVE AMIT SHAH -CHHATTISGARH VISIT:

Union Home and Cooperation Minister Amit Shah has said that Bastar
division of Chhattisgarh will emerge as the most developed tribal division in
the country within the next five years. Addressing the media in Jagdalpur
today, Mr Shah said the government aims to increase the average income
of the people of Bastar six-fold by 2031. He said that after making Bastar
free from Naxalism, the Centre and the Chhattisgarh Government have
jointly prepared a scientific roadmap for the region’s development over the
next five years. Under the plan, around seventy of nearly two hundred
security force camps in Bastar division will be converted into Shaheed Veer
Gundadhur Seva Deras. These centres will provide benefits of government
schemes, including banking facilities, skill training, schools, anganwadis
and forest produce processing units. Mr Shah also announced that every
tribal family in Bastar will be provided one cow or buffalo and a large
cooperative dairy network will be established in the region within six
months. For this, the Chhattisgarh Government has signed an agreement
with the National Dairy Development Board. The Union Home Minister said
efforts will be made for the holistic development of Bastar, with special
focus on empowering youth and women and preserving tribal culture. He
added that violence cannot be a solution to any problem and development
is possible only through peace and democracy. Earlier, the Union Home
Minister chaired the 26th meeting of the Central Zonal Council held in
Jagdalpur today. The meeting was attended by the Chief Ministers of
Chhattisgarh, Uttar Pradesh, Madhya Pradesh and Uttarakhand, along with
the Union Home Secretary, the Director of the Intelligence Bureau,
Directors General of Police of the four states, and senior police and
administrative officials.



SITHARAMAN- US DELEGATES:

Finance and Corporate Affairs Minister Nirmala Sitharaman met with a
high-level delegation representing the United States Nuclear Industry
comprising representatives of the Nuclear Energy Institute leading US
companies, and U.S.-India Strategic Partnership Forum in New Delhi. In a
social media post, the Ministry of Finance informed that during the meeting
Mrs Sitharaman highlighted the landmark Sustainable Harnessing and
Advancement of Nuclear Energy for Transforming India (SHANTI) Act,
outlining the reforms introduced under this framework. She said these
reforms are expected to accelerate India’s clean energy transition, deepen
technology partnerships, and enhance investment flows into the country’s
nuclear ecosystem. Referring to recent policy initiatives aimed at
encouraging global participation in India’s nuclear sector, the Union
Finance Minister informed the delegation that Foreign Direct Investment of
up to 49 percent is now permitted in nuclear power projects. Mrs
Sitharaman also emphasized that technology collaborations and strategic
partnerships can serve as critical drivers of innovation and resilience in
India’s nuclear ecosystem. She encouraged the participants to actively
explore opportunities for engagement and long-term collaboration in this
domain.

REV RAJINATH — KOREA:

Defence Minister Rajnath Singh today reached Seoul in South Korea on a
three day official visit. In a social media post, Mr Singh said that the visit is
aimed at further strengthening India-Republic of Korea defence
cooperation and strategic partnership. He added that the visit will provide
an opportunity to deepen bilateral ties and enhance collaboration in areas
of mutual interest. During his visit to South Korea, the Defence Minister will
hold bilateral talks with the Minister of National Defence, Ahn Gyu-back.
The two ministers will review defence cooperation between the two
countries and explore new initiatives to further strengthen bilateral
engagements. They will also exchange views on regional and global issues
of shared interest. Singh is also scheduled to meet Minister of Defence
Acquisition Program Administration (DAPA), Lee, Yong-cheol and chair the
India-Korea business roundtable. To honour the fallen soldiers, a joint
inauguration of the Indian War Memorial with Minister of Patriots and
Veterans Affairs, Kwon Oh-eul has also been planned on Thursday. Mr



Singh arrived in Seoul after concluding his two-day visit to Hanoi during
which India and Vietnam further strengthened their Enhanced
Comprehensive Strategic Partnership.

SC - CONSTITUTION BENCH:

Chief Justice of India (CJI) Surya Kant today said that he will soon
constitute multiple seven-judge benches to adjudicate long-standing
constitutional references pending before the Supreme Court. Earlier this
year, the top court concluded hearings on two nine-judge bench matters
relating to legal definition of 'Industry' followed by the conclusion of the
Sabarimala reference last week.

HC - RG KAR CASE:

The Calcutta High Court today said it will hear the prayers of the CBI and
the RG Kar rape-murder victim's parents' plea for further investigation into
the crime on Thursday. The parents of the doctor, who was raped and
murdered inside the state-run RG Kar Medical College and Hospital, have
moved the high court seeking further investigation into the crime, claiming
that more than one person was involved in the gruesome incident. Sanjay
Roy was convicted and sentenced to imprisonment for life by the Sealdah
sessions court for the crime. The on-duty post-graduate doctor was raped
and murdered and her body was found in the seminar room of the state-
run hospital in August 2024, leading to a huge uproar across the country.

MOEFCC-PROJECT CHEETAH:

Union Minister for Environment, Forest and Climate Change Bhupender
Yadav today chaired a high-level review meeting of Project Cheetah to
assess the progress of the programme and deliberate on the future course
of action. Senior officials of the Ministry, project experts and senior field
officers associated with wildlife conservation in the country attended the
meeting.

Ministry of Environment, Forest and Climate Change said that Project
Cheetah is a pioneering initiative aimed at reintroducing the cheetah in
India after its extinction in the country. The Ministry said that the
programme was initiated through the translocation of a founder population
of 20 cheetahs from Namibia and South Africa, which was further



supplemented by 9 cheetahs from Botswana, through coordinated
international cooperation and scientific planning.

The meeting came days ahead of the first International Big Cat
Alliance Summit 2026 which will be held on 1% June in New Delhi.

CHIEF OF AIR STAFF VISIT

Chief of the Air Staff of the Indian Air Force, Air Chief Marshal Amar Preet
Singh, arrived in Sri Lanka last night for a three-day official visit aimed at
further strengthening bilateral defence ties and military cooperation
between the two neighbours. The Indian Air Force chief will remain in the
island nation until May 21, according to the Sri Lanka Air Force. During the
visit, Air Chief Marshal Singh paid floral tributes at the IPKF Memorial on
Monday before receiving a Guard of Honour at the SLAF Headquarters in
Colombo. He later held bilateral talks with his Sri Lankan counterpart and
also called on Sri Lanka’s Deputy Defence Minister and Defence Secretary.
The visit comes amid growing defence engagement between India and Sri
Lanka in the Indian Ocean region. Singh is also scheduled to visit Temple
of the Sacred Tooth Relic and meet the chiefs of the Sri Lankan Army and
Navy.

REV. EBOLA-CONGO UPDATE

The Democratic Republic of Congo’s health ministry today said the Ebola
outbreak began several weeks ago, with the death toll now rising to 131.
Congo's health minister, Samuel Roger Kamba, said investigations were
underway to determine whether the deaths and 513 suspected cases were
actually linked to the disease. World Health Organization Director-General
Tedros Adhanom Ghebreyesus expressed grave concern over the rapid
spread and growing scale of the outbreak, adding that the agency’s
emergency committee will meet later today. Cases have now been
confirmed in Bunia, North Kivu's rebel-held capital of Goma, Mongbwalu,
Butembo, and Nyakunde. The outbreak has been declared a Public Health
Emergency of International Concern by WHO. Officials warn that the
numbers are likely to increase as surveillance expands. Health authorities
say the current outbreak, first confirmed on Friday, is caused by the
Bundibugyo virus, a rare variant of the Ebola disease that has no approved
therapeutics or vaccines.



REV INDIA TEST SQUAD AFG:

India has announced its cricket squads for the upcoming home series
against Afghanistan, featuring a one-off Test and a three-match ODI series
beginning next month. Wicketkeeper-batter Rishabh Pant has been
removed as vice-captain of the Test side, with KL Rahul named deputy to
captain Shubman Gill. Pant has also been left out of the ODI squad. The
ODI team will also be led by Shubman Gill, while Shreyas Iyer has been
named vice-captain. Pace spearhead Jasprit Bumrah and senior all-rounder
Ravindra Jadeja have been rested for the series as part of workload
management. Chief selector Ajit Agarkar said Bumrah will return for the
England tour later this summer. Spinner Manav Suthar and pacer Gurnoor
Brar have received their maiden Test call-ups, while Prince Yadav has been
included in the ODI squad for the first time. The one-off Test will be played
in Mullanpur from June 6, followed by ODI matches in Dharamsala,
Lucknow, and Chennai from June 14.
