PM-UAE & EUROPE VISIT:
Prime Minister Narendra Modi will embark on a six-day visit to United Arab
Emirates (UAE), Netherlands, Sweden, Norway, and Italy on Friday. Briefing
media in New Delhi this evening, Secretary (West) in Ministry of External
Affairs Sibi George informed that on the first leg of his five-nation visit, Mr
Modi will reach UAE on Friday, where he will meet the President Sheikh
Mohamed bin Zayed Al Nahyan. He said, the two leaders will exchange views
on bilateral issues, in particular energy cooperation, as well as regional and
international issues of mutual interest. (BYTE : SIBI GEORGE) Mr George
said, for the second leg of his visit, the Prime Minister will reach Netherlands
on the same day. This will be Prime Minister’s second visit to the Netherlands
after his previous visit in 2017. He said, during the visit, Mr Modi will call on
King Willem-Alexander and Queen Maxima and hold talks with Prime Minister
Rob Jetten. (BYTE : SIBI GEORGE) The Secretary (West) in MEA said, for
the third leg of the visit, Mr Modi will travel to Gothenburg, Sweden on
Sunday. Mr Modi will hold bilateral talks with his Swedish counterpart Ulf
Kristersson to review the entire gamut of bilateral relations and explore new
avenues of cooperation to enhance bilateral trade. as well as collaboration in
green transition, Al, emerging technologies, startups, resilient supply chains,



defence, space, climate action and people-to-people ties. He said, the two
Prime Ministers will also address the European Round Table for Industry, a
leading pan-European business leaders forum, along with President of the
European Commission Ursula von der Leyen. (BYTE : SIBI GEORGE) Mr
George said, in the fourth leg of his visit, the Prime Minister will reach Norway
on Monday for the 3rd India-Nordic Summit and bilateral engagements. This
will be the first visit of Prime Minister Modi to Norway, and will mark the first
Prime Ministerial visit from India to Norway in 43 years. He said, the Prime
Minister will call on King Harald V and Queen Sonja and hold bilateral talks
with his Norwegian counterpart Jonas Gahr Stgre. Both Prime Ministers will
also address the India-Norway Business and Research Summit. (BYTE :
SIBI GEORGE)

The Secretay said, the 3rd India-Nordic Summit will take place on
Tuesday. Mr Modi will be joined by the Prime Minister of Norway, Jonas Gahr
Stgre, Prime Minister of Denmark Mette Frederiksen, Prime Minister of
Finland Petteri Orpo, Prime Minister of Iceland Kristrin Frostadoéttir and Prime
Minister of Sweden UIf Kristersson for the Summit. He said, the Summit will
impart a more strategic dimension to India’s relationship with the Nordic
countries, especially in technology and innovation, green transition and
renewable energy, sustainability, blue economy, defence, space and the
Arctic. (BYTE : SIBI GEORGE) Mr George said, in the final leg of his
visit, the Prime Minister will undertake an official visit to Italy on Tuesday. He
said, during the visit, Mr Modi will call on the President of Italy Sergio
Mattarella and hold talks with Prime Minister Georgia Meloni. PM Modi will
also visit the headquarters of the Food and Agriculture Organization FAO.
India is a founding member of FAO since 1945.

REV. CABINET

The Cabinet Committee on Economic Affairs (CCEA) has approved increase in
Minimum Support Prices (MSP) for 14 Kharif Crops for Marketing Season
2026-27. Addressing media after the Union Cabinet meeting in New Delhi,
Information and Broadcasting Minister Ashwini Vaishnaw said, the
government has increased the MSP of Kharif Crops to ensure remunerative
prices to the growers for their produce. He said, for the Kharif season, the
estimated payout to the farmers will be two lakh 60 thousand crore rupees.

Mr Vaishnaw added that the MSP amount paid to 14 Kharif crops growing
famers during the period 2014-15 to 2025-26 was 18.99 Lakh Crores rupees



against the payment of 4.75 Lakh Crore rupees during the period 2004-05 to
2013-14. The Union Cabinet has approved a Scheme for Promotion of
Surface Coal and Lignite Gasification Projects with a financial outlay of 37
thousand 500 crore rupees. Mr Vaishnaw said that the scheme will generate
revenue of 6,300 crore rupees per year only from mining and will also support
Atmanirbhar Bharat and Make in India initiative amid current geopolitical
situation.

JAISHANKAR-RUSSIA FM

External Affairs Minister Dr S Jaishankar today said that India and
Russia have expanded collaboration in science and technology, and the
mobility of talents and skills has acquired greater salience in an uncertain and
volatile global environment. Dr Jaishankar said this in his opening remarks
welcoming the Russian delegation led by Foreign Minister Sergey Lavrov for
the BRICS Foreign Ministers Meeting. He noted that in the last few years both
nations have seen a steady and sustained growth in the bilateral partnership,
with economic and energy dimensions becoming more pronounced. Dr
Jaishankar said that India and Russia have a shared interest in strengthening
multipolarity and political cooperation between the two countries is even
more valuable. He said that the annual BRICS summit acts as a platform for
the nations in taking forward and reviewing the special and privileged
partnership, exchanging views on global developments. Dr Jaishankar further
said that he looks forward to discussing these and other issues during the
meeting.

Union Minister for Science and Technology Dr Jitendra Singh said that
the government is actively promoting private sector participation in research
and innovation through the Research, Development and Innovation,RDI
scheme.

Addressing a ceremony for the signing of five agreements under the
RDI scheme in New Delhi today, Dr Singh said that the initiative reflects the
government’s out-of-the-box approach to accelerating deep-tech innovation



and strengthening industry-government collaboration. He added that the first
round of agreements covers critical sectors, including quantum technology,
energy, space, and life sciences.

The Minister highlighted that the government has eased several
restrictions to support startups and deep-tech ventures, while also opening
sectors such as space for private participation. Dr Singh further underlined
India’s rapid progress in quantum technology, noting that the country has
already achieved half of its eight-year target for quantum-secure
communication in less than four years. He said that digital outreach and
Al-enabled platforms will help innovators, startups, and patent seekers
better access opportunities under the RDI framework. The Minister also
electronically released a fund of 50 crore rupees under the RDI scheme.

These agreements were exchanged to boost India’s technological
sovereignty and innovation-led growth.

Tamil Nadu Chief Minister Joseph Vijay has urged the Centre to
discontinue NEET based admissions for medical courses and instead allow
States to admit students based on Class 12 marks.

In a statement, the Chief Minister today referred to the cancelled
examination following the question paper leak and also more than one such
leak in six States and the case being transferred to the CBI. He also pointed
out the recommendations by a high level committee of experts under
Dr.K.RadhaKrishnan, former Chairman of ISRO .

The Chief Minister said, with all the proof of structural flaws in a
National level exam, the introduction of NEET had severely disadvantaged
the students from rural areas, Government schools, Tamil medium
backgrounds and socio economically disadvantaged families.

The Chief Minister reiterated the State's long pending demand to
abolish NEET and permit the States to fill all seats under the State quota in
MBBS, BDS and AYUSH Courses on the basis of Class 12 marks.

FUR REV IMD-WEATHER
India Meteorological Department (IMD) has forecast heat wave to
severe heat wave conditions over West Madhya Pradesh and West Rajasthan
for the next two days. East Rajasthan, Gujarat and Maharashtra are expected
to reel under heat wave conditions tomorrow. The Weather agency also
predicted heavy to very heavy rainfall over Arunachal Pradesh, Assam and
Meghalaya tomorrow. According to IMD, heavy rainfall is also likely over
Andaman and Nicobar Islands, Kerala, Mahe, Nagaland, Manipur, Mizoram
and Tripura, Sub Himalayan West Bengal, Sikkim, Tamil Nadu, Puducherry
and Karaikal during the next three days. Places over Delhi, Punjab, Haryana,
Bihar, Chhattisgarh, Chandigarh, Odisha, West Bengal and the Northeastern
states are expected to experience thunderstorms and lightning tomorrow.
According to the Met department, thundersquall conditions are expected
during the next 2 days over Jharkhand, Coastal Karnataka, and North Interior
Karnataka. IMD further said that conditions are becoming favourable for the
advance of southwest monsoon over parts of south Bay of Bengal, Andaman
Sea and Andaman and Nicobar Islands around Saturday. Meanwhile, the
national capital experienced a light spell of rain showers accompanied by
strong winds and hailstorms this evening.
