The Election Commission has ordered repolling in all 285 polling stations,
including auxiliary polling stations in Falta assembly constituency of West Bengal. The
Commission mentioned that there has been severe electoral offences and subversion of
democratic process during the polling in a large number of polling stations in Falta
Assembly Constituency on Wednesday. Fresh Poll will be held in all polling stations on
21st of this month from 7 AM to 6 PM. Counting of votes will take place on 24th May.

In West Bengal, nearly 90 per cent voter turnout was recorded in the repolling
held vyesterday across 15 booths in South 24 Parganas district.
Re-polling remained largely peaceful across the two assembly segments.
The repolling was ordered by the Election Commission on the basis of reports
received from the concerned Returning Officers and the Observers.
Counting of votes for the Assembly elections held in West Bengal, Keralam,
Tamil Nadu, Assam, and the Union Territory of Puducherry, will be held tomorrow.

The Supreme Court of India has declined to interfere with the Election
Commission's decision to appoint only central government employees as counting
supervisors in West Bengal elections. A bench comprising Justice P. S. Narasimha and
Justice Joymalya Bagchi directed that the Commission’s guidelines must be strictly
followed. The ruling comes as a setback for the Trinamool Congress, which had
challenged the move.
