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PM VADODARA: Prime Minister Narendra Modi today called upon citizens
to unite to ease burden on national resources terming the West Asia
conflict one of decade’s biggest crises. The Prime Minister inaugurating the
Sardardham Hostel in Vadodara said the government is making continuous
efforts to ensure that this situation has the minimal possible impact on the
people of the country. He said today there is a need for all of us to come
together to discharge our duties-and to alleviate the burden placed upon
the nation's resources. Mr Modi said through every effort-whether small or
large-we must reduce our use of products imported from abroad, and also
refrain from personal activities that entail the expenditure of foreign
currency. He said the need of the hour is that we transform "Vocal for
Local" into a mass movement. Mr Modi said in place of foreign goods, let
us embrace local products and let us empower the entrepreneurs of our
villages, our cities, and our country. The Prime Minister also said that
in previous decades as well-whenever the nation faced a war or any other
major crisis-every citizen has similarly fulfilled their responsibilities in
response to the government's appeal. Mr Modi said if the COVID-19
pandemic was the greatest crisis of this century, then the situation arising
from the conflict in West Asia stands as one of the major crises of this
decade. He said just as we collectively overcame the challenge of COVID-
19, we will undoubtedly surmount this crisis as well.

INTER MINISTERIAL-BRIEFING: The government has said that
sufficient stocks of petrol and diesel are available across the country and
LPG is being supplied continuously for domestic cooking needs. Addressing
the Inter Ministerial Briefing on Recent Developments in West Asia in New
Delhi today, Joint Secretary at the Ministry of Petroleum and Natural Gas,
Sujata Sharma said that no dry-outs have been reported at LPG
distributorships. She informed that over the past three days, more than
one crore 26 lakh domestic LPG cylinders for cooking were delievered
against bookings of around one crore 14 lakh cylinders. She added that all
refineries are operating at high capacity with adequate crude inventories,
while sufficient stocks of petrol and diesel are being maintained. She
reiterated Prime Minister Narendra Modi's appeal to reduce the
consumption of petrol and diesel and advocated the use of public transport
and car pooling.

Senior BJP leader Himanta Biswa Sarma will be sworn-in as Chief Minister
of Assam in Guwahati today. Assam Governor Lakshman Prasad Acharya
will administer him the oath of office and secrecy at a ceremony to be held
at the Veterinary College Playground in Khanapara area of the city. Four
ministers, including two from BJP and one each from AGP and BPF, will
also take oath along with Chief Minister. They are Rameswar Teli, Atul
Bora, Charan Boro and Ajanta Neog. In a social media post, Mr Sarma said,
that former minister Ranjeet Kumar Dass will be NDA's candidate for the
Assam Assembly Speaker’s position. This will be second consecutive term
for Mr Sarma as Chief Minister and third term for an NDA government in
Assam. The swearing-in ceremony will be attended by Prime Minister
Narendra Modi, Union Home Minister Amit Shah, Defence Minister Rajnath
Singh and BJP president Nitin Nabin, among others. The NDA, comprising
the BJP, Asom Gana Parishad (AGP) and Bodoland People's Front (BPF),
secured a sweeping mandate in the assembly polls, winning 102 seats in
the 126-member House. The BIP bagged 82 seats, while AGP and BPF won
10 seats each. Mr Sarma, who first became chief minister in 2021, is set to
become the first non-Congress leader in Assam to serve two consecutive
terms as CM. This will be the NDA's third consecutive term in the state
since the BJP-led alliance first came to power in 2016 under then CM
Sarbananda Sonowal.

Enforcement Directorate (ED) has arrested former Fire and Emergency
Services minister of the Government of West Bengal Sujit Basu in Kolkata
in connection with the South Dumdum Municipality Recruitment Scam.
Officials at the ED said that Bose allegedly recommended around 150
candidates for various posts under the South Dum Dum Municipality in
exchange for pecuniary benefits during the former TMC regime. The
officials noted that ED has traced direct proceeds of crime in the form of



flats allegedly acquired by him in lieu of providing municipal jobs to various
individuals.
