SC-STRAY DOGS

The Supreme Court today refused to recall its earlier directions that
stray dogs picked up from public places must not be released back after
vaccination or sterilisation. A bench headed by Justice Vikram Nath
dismissed pleas seeking modification of the November 2025 order and
directed authorities to confine such dogs to shelters.

The Court cited deeply disturbing incidents of dog attacks on
children, elderly persons and travellers, and said the menace had reached
critical public areas, including airports and residential colonies. The bench
warned that officials failing to implement the directions could face
contempt and disciplinary action.

The Court also directed States and Union Territories to set up Animal
Birth Control centres, ensure availability of anti-rabies vaccines, and take
legally permissible measures, including euthanasia of rabid or dangerous
dogs. High Courts have been asked to monitor compliance through suo
motu cases.

India and Sweden have emphasized that cooperation will define the
pathway to shared prosperity and a sustainable future at moment of global
uncertainty. In an article written by Prime Minister Narendra Modi and his
Swedish Counterpart UIf Kristersson, it was highlighted that at a time of
growing geopolitical uncertainty, energy insecurity and economic
fragmentation, the world faces a defining choice of either retreat into
narrow national approaches or strengthen partnerships.

In the article, both the Prime Ministers noted that as the United
Nations marks its 80th anniversary, the value of international cooperation
and multilateralism has become even more evident. They emphasized that
at the same time, the need to reform global governance institutions to
reflect contemporary realities has become impossible to ignore. Both the
leaders mentioned that a rules-based international order anchored in
international law and sovereign equality has helped create decades of
stability and development. In the article, it was noted that as a major
growth engine, and a responsible voice of the Global South, India’s two
defining milestones for the near future are to achieve developed country
status by 2047 and Net Zero emissions by 2070. Both the leaders have
called for a broadening and deepening of India-Sweden coalition through
2030 and have invited more countries, including Nordic partners with
strong innovation ecosystems and clean technology leadership, to join and
actively contribute to this effort.

The
Prime Minister will also hold bilateral meetings with the Prime Ministers of
Denmark, Iceland and Finland on the margins of the Third India-Nordic
Summit.

G20 FOREIGN MINISTERS MEET
The United States will host the G20 Foreign Ministers’ Meeting in



Atlanta, Georgia, on October 30-31 as Washington steps up preparations
for a series of high-profile global summits later this year. US Secretary of
State Marco Rubio announced yesterday that the meeting would bring
together foreign ministers from the world’s leading economies to advance
the G20’s core mission of promoting global stability and prosperity.

The discussions are expected to focus on strengthening international
cooperation, addressing global economic challenges and supporting open
markets and resilient supply chains, according to the State department
statement.

The announcement comes as the United States prepares to host the
broader G20 Leaders’ Summit from December 14-15 at Trump National
Doral in Miami, Florida. The summit will coincide with celebrations marking
the 250th anniversary of the United States. The G20 includes major
economies such as the United States, India, China, Russia, Japan,
Germany, France, Brazil, Saudi Arabia, South Korea, Australia and the
European Union. Together, the grouping represents around 85 per cent of
global GDP and nearly two-thirds of the world’s population.

REV. FUEL PRICE HIKE

Petrol and diesel prices were hiked by around 90 paise per litre
today, marking the second increase in less than a week. In Delhi, petrol
now costs 98 rupees 64 paise per litre, while diesel is priced at 91 rupees



58 paise. In Mumbai, petrol is retailing at 107 rupees 59 paise and diesel at
94 rupees 8 paise per litre. Kolkata recorded petrol prices at 109 rupees 70
paise and diesel at 96 rupees 7 paise, while in Chennai, petrol costs 104
rupees 49 paise and diesel 96 rupees 11 paise per litre.

The latest hike comes days after a 3-rupee per litre increase on May
15th, the first fuel price revision in over four years. The rise follows a sharp
surge in global crude oil prices amid the Iran conflict and disruptions in the
Strait of Hormuz.
