REV QUAD FM MEET-PRESS STATEMENT

External Affairs Minister Dr S Jaishankar today chaired the Quad Foreign
Ministers’ Meeting in New Delhi. Foreign Minister of Australia Penny Wong,
Foreign Minister of Japan Toshimitsu Motegi and US Secretary of State Marco
Rubio attended the meeting. In his statement after the Quad Foreign Ministers’
Meeting, Dr Jaishankar emphasised that cooperation among the QUAD nations
will be further strengthened. He said today's meeting was substantive and
productive and the focus was on issues of relevance to the Indo-Pacific. He
stated that the Foreign Ministers discussed safe and unimpeded maritime
commerce. He said QUAD nations are open societies who foster innovation and
creativity in the quest of growth for prosperity. He underlined that as democratic
nations, they have also devoted their attention to countering the common threat
of terrorism.

Dr Jaishankar stated that maritime domain has seen a steady expansion
of collaboration, including surveillance and domain awareness, logistics network,
undersea cables, training, capacity building and Humanitarian Assistance and
Disaster Relief activities. He informed that QUAD nations will be continuing to
deepen these areas in the times ahead.

In his statement, US Secretary of State Marco Rubio said the QUAD Ciritical
Minerals Framework will guide these four nations to leverage economic policy
tools and coordinate investment to strengthen critical mineral supply chains,
including in mining and processing and in critical minerals recycling. He said that
the Quad Initiative on Indo-Pacific Energy Security will help strengthen regional
energy resilience. Mr Rubio informed that the United States will be hosting Quad
partners later this year for a Fuel Security Forum to further expand this. Saying
that QUAD nations share strong values and have aligned interests, Secretary
Rubio said the US is deeply committed to the QUAD partnership.

In his joint press statement, Japanese Foreign Minister Toshimitsu Motegi
emphazied the importance of diplomatic efforts in ensuring free and safe
navigation in the Strait of Hormuz as well as bringing stability to West Asia.

GOVT-SPORTS GOVERNANCE RULES

Government has notified the National Sports Governance (National Sports
Board) Rules, 2026 and the National Sports Governance (National Sports
Tribunal) Rules, 2026. The National Sports Governance (National Sports Board)
Rules, 2026 provide for the composition of the Board, term of office of the
Chairperson and Members, salary, allowances and other conditions of service, as
well as the powers and functions of the Board. Under the Rules, the National
Sports Board shall consist of a Chairperson and two Members to be appointed by
the Central Government from a panel of names recommended by the Search-
cum-Selection Committee. The National Sports Board will function as the central
authority for granting recognition to National Sports Bodies and ensuring
compliance with governance, financial and ethical standards. The Rules also
incorporate techno-legal measures for digital implementation, including
notification of a dedicated portal by the Central Government for submission of
disputes, notices, responses, documents and clarifications, as well as
communication from the Tribunal, publication of orders, virtual hearings and
maintenance of records related to proceedings and orders. The National Sports
Tribunal will serve as a dedicated adjudicatory body for sports-related disputes in
the country, aimed at reducing reliance on civil courts and ensuring independent,
speedy, effective and cost-efficient disposal of disputes relating to sports
governance and administration. The Tribunal is also expected to reduce
multiplicity of litigation and provide a single-window mechanism for faster,
simpler and more accessible resolution of sports disputes.

US IRAN BOAT ATTACK

The US military carried out self-defence strikes targeting Iranian missile
launch sites and boats near the Strait of Hormuz amid an ongoing ceasefire
between the two countries. CENTCOM spokesperson Timothy Hawkins said the
strikes targeted missile launch sites and Iranian boats attempting to deploy
mines, adding that US forces were acting with restraint while defending troops
during the ceasefire. This development comes hours after the US made headway



in the ceasefire negotiations with President Trump stating that Iran's enriched
Uranium (Nuclear dust) will be "turned over" to the US to be destroyed or will be
destroyed at an acceptable location with the Atomic Energy Commission, or its
equivalent, being witness to this process and event. Reports also said Iran has
agreed in principle to give up its stockpile of highly enriched uranium under a
US-led framework aimed at reducing regional tensions.
