 Commerce Secretary Rajesh Agarwal visited Switzerland from 6th to 
7th May to advance the implementation of the India-EFTA Trade and 
Economic Partnership Agreement, TEPA, and strengthen trade and 
investment cooperation between the two countries. During the visit, he 
held bilateral talks with Swiss State Secretary for Economic Affairs Helene 
Budliger Artieda to review the progress of the agreement and discuss 
measures to expand trade, investment and regulatory cooperation. 
Addressing discussions during the visit, Mr Agarwal emphasized the need 
for early resolution of implementation-related issues to ensure that 
businesses on both sides fully benefit from the agreement. He also 
highlighted India’s evolving economic landscape driven by reforms, 
expanding digital public infrastructure and a growing manufacturing base.

RUSSIA-UKRAINE CEASEFIRE 

 US President Donald Trump has announced a three-day ceasefire 
between Russia and Ukraine, noting that the temporary truce coincides 
with Russia's Victory Day celebrations commemorating the then-Soviet 
Union's role in World War II. In a post on Truth Social, Trump said the 
ceasefire would take place from May 9 to 11 and would include a 
suspension of "all kinetic activity" between the two countries. Trump stated 
that the request for the temporary truce was made directly by him and 



noted that the agreement will also include a prisoner exchange involving 
1,000 prisoners from each side. The US President further noted that the 
discussions are currently underway aimed at permanently ending the war, 
which he described as the "biggest" since World War II. Victory Day is the 
most important non-religious holiday in Russia, observed annually on May 9 
to mark the then-Soviet Union's victory over Nazi Germany in World War II, 
referred to in Russia as the Great Patriotic War (1941-1945). The day 
commemorates the millions of Soviet lives lost during the war and is 
celebrated with full-scale military parades, showcasing Russia's military 
prowess.However, cadets and military hardware columns will not 
participate this year due to the current operational situation.

Shah, BJP president Nitin Nabin, Union ministers, and chief ministers of all 
NDA-ruled states are expected to attend the swearing-in ceremony.Earlier 
yesterday, Mr Adhikari was elected the leader of the State BJP legislature 
party. The legislature party meeting was held in Kolkata in the presence of 
Home Minister Amit Shah. Mr. Shah, who presided over the meeting, said 
that all the proposals were received in favour of Suvendu Adhikari. 
Following his election as BJP legislature party leader, Mr Adhikri met West 
Bengal Governor R N Ravi and staked claim to form the first BJP-led 
government in the state.  

The BJP registered a historic victory in Assembly elections, ending TMC’s

ISRAEL-LEBANON TALKS  

 Israel and Lebanon will resume negotiations with two days of 
intensive talks facilitated by the US on May 14 and 15. US State 
Department said, delegations from both countries will meet in order to 
form a comprehensive peace and security agreement that substantively 
addresses the core concerns of both countries. Discussions are expected to 
address the delineation of borders, concrete pathways for humanitarian 
relief and reconstruction, and the full restoration of Lebanese sovereignty 
throughout its territory. The State Department also said that 
comprehensive peace is contingent on the full restoration of Lebanese 
state authority and the complete disarmament of Hezbollah.

REV. IRAN-US CONFLICT 

 The standoff over the Strait of Hormuz has intensified after Iran 
rejected a US-backed draft resolution at the United Nations Security 
Council, calling it flawed and politically motivated. Tehran argued that 
the proposal will legitimise unlawful actions rather than help resolve the 
conflict. 

Iran said the only path towards stability is ending the war, lifting the 
US maritime blockade on Iranian ports and restoring normal shipping 
through the Strait of Hormuz. Tehran has appealed to UN member 
states not to support the proposed resolution. 

The draft resolution, backed by the United States along with Bahrain, 
Saudi Arabia, UAE, Kuwait and Qatar, seeks to protect freedom of 
navigation in one of the world’s most critical energy corridors. 
Washington has accused Iran of threatening commercial shipping and 
destabilising maritime traffic. 

Iran’s military said US forces targeted an Iranian oil tanker and 
another vessel near Fujairah port in the UAE, while American air strikes 
reportedly hit civilian areas in Bandar Khamir, Sirik and Qeshm Island. 
Iranian air defence systems were also active over western Tehran. 

The US military stated that its naval forces in the Strait of Hormuz 



faced missile, drone and fast-boat attacks by Iranian forces. According 
to Washington, US troops responded by intercepting threats and 
targeting facilities linked to attacks on American assets. More from our 
correspondent:

 Adding to the human cost of the escalating maritime conflict, 
India’s mission in Dubai expressed grief over the death of an 
Indian crew member aboard a vessel, describing it as an 
unfortunate incident at sea.Separately, Iran seized a tanker in the 
Gulf of Oman, while Washington said it had disabled two vessels 
on the same day. The developments highlight the growing 
volatility of the maritime front in the conflict, with commercial 
shipping, energy supplies and the safety of international crews 
increasingly caught in the crossfire between the two sides, even 
as diplomatic efforts continue for a negotiated pause in tensions. 
 Despite Friday's cascade of incidents, diplomatic channels 
have not formally collapsed. The proposed 14-point US-Iran 
framework - which would pause hostilities and open 30 days of 
final negotiations on Iran's nuclear programme, sanctions, and 
Strait of Hormuz transit arrangements - remains on the table. 
Tehran has not yet formally responded, and both sides continue to 
frame their military actions as defensive while leaving the door 
open to talks.
