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GOVT-WEST ASIA:
Government has said that it is ensuring preparedness and taking all
necessary steps to facilitate energy supply, maritime operations, and support
to Indian nationals, amid the evolving West Asia situation. In a statement,
Ministry of Petroleum and Natural Gas said that enforcement actions to curb
hoarding and black marketing of LPG is continuing across the country, more
than 2 thousand 3 hundred raids were conducted across the country. It said
that online LPG cylinder bookings increased to 98 percent on industry basis,
around 49.8 Lakh domestic LPG cylinders were delivered against bookings of
around 41.6 lakh LPG cylinders. Delivery Authentication Code based
deliveries have increased to around 93 percent to prevent diversion. It
mentioned that the total number of 5 Kg FTL cylinders sold during the month
of February were around 21.7 Lakh and over 79 thousand 5Kg cylinders were
delivered. Total commercial LPG allocation has been increased to about 70
percent of pre-crisis levels, including 10 percent reform-linked allocation.
Since March, about 5.88 Lakh PNG connections have been gasified and
infrastructure has been created for additional 2.68 lakh connections. It



further noted that all Indian seafarers in the region are safe, and no incident
involving Indian-flagged vessels has been reported in the past 24 hours. The
DG Shipping Control Room has handled over 8 thousand 2 hundred calls and
more than 17 thousand emails since activation. In the past 24 hours, 113
calls and 295 emails have been received.

INDIA-CRUDE SOURCING:

Union Minister for Petroleum and Natural Gas Hardeep Singh Puri has said
India expanded its crude oil sourcing base to 41 countries from 27 earlier, as
part of efforts to strengthen energy security during the global energy crisis.
While speaking at the Vibrant Gujarat Regional Conference in South Gujarat,
he said that long-term planning played a key role in managing the crisis. On
boosting domestic production, Puri said, orders were issued to maximise LPG
yield at refineries, and we increased our domestic production by 60 percent.

CENSUS 2027:

Field operations for Houselisting and Housing Census (HLO), under Phase 1
of Census 2027, have commenced in Andhra Pradesh, Arunachal Pradesh,
Haryana, Chandigarh, Madhya Pradesh and Chhattisgarh. This follows the
completion of the notified 15-day Self-Enumeration period in these States
and Union Territories. Ministry of Home Affairs said that the exercise will
continue till May 30, 2026, during which trained Enumerators will undertake
house-to-house visits for data collection. Meanwhile, Self-Enumeration
facility under Census 2027 has also commenced in Municipal Corporation of
Delhi area, Rajasthan, Maharashtra, Meghalaya and Jharkhand. The online
facility will remain available till 15" of May, after which corresponding
house-to-house Houselisting Operations in these States and UTs will be
conducted between May 16th to June 14th.

EC-REPOLL:

The Election Commission has ordered for repolling in 15 polling Stations of
West Bengal, which will be held today in 11 Polling Stations of Magrahat
Paschim Assembly Constituency and four Polling Stations of Diamond
Harbour Assembly Constituency in the state. Poling will be held between 7 AM
and 6 PM.

PANCHAYATI RAJ-WORKSHOP:



Ministry of Panchayati Raj will organize an outreach workshop on
Atmanirbhar Panchayat Initiative in Hyderabad today. The outreach
workshop will introduce participants to the vision, objectives and operational
framework of the Atmanirbhar Panchayat Programme, an initiative of the
Ministry of Panchayati Raj under the Rashtriya Gram Swaraj Abhiyan.
Secretary, Ministry of Panchayati Raj, Vivek Bharadwaj will deliver the
keynote address outlining the vision of the Atmanirbhar Panchayat
Programme, followed by a detailed presentation on the national policy
objectives, technical roadmap and expected outcomes.

RBI-2000 BANK NOTES:

The Reserve Bank of India has said that 98.47 per cent of the 2,000 rupees
denomination banknotes in circulation have been returned, nearly three
years after it announced their withdrawal. The central bank had declared the
withdrawal of Rs 2,000 notes from circulation on May 19, 2023, as part of its
currency management exercise. At that time, the total value of such notes in
circulation stood at 3.56 lakh crore rupees. According to the latest data, this
figure has now sharply declined to 5,451 crore rupees as of April 30, 2026.

UKD-ADI KAILASH YATRA:

In Uttarakhand, the pilgrimage to Adi Kailash and Om Parvat commenced in
the border region of Pithoragarh district today as the first batch of over 350
devotees left Dharchula for the high-altitude shrines. Sub-divisional
Magistrate Ashish Joshi flagged off the convoy of vehicles carrying pilgrims
from across the country.

FURTHER REV. TRUMP IRAN WAR:

Donald Trump has rejected Iran’s latest proposal to end the ongoing conflict,
casting doubt on prospects for a negotiated settlement and warning of the
risk of further escalation. Iran submitted its revised offer through mediators,
with state media confirming the handover. Trump acknowledged that Tehran
had made strides in negotiations but said he remains dissatisfied with the
terms on the table, stating that Iran is seeking concessions he cannot accept.
He also described Iran’s leadership as very disjointed, signalling continued
mistrust between the two sides. Iranian state-linked media, including Fars
news agency, reported that the country’s leadership remains fully engaged in
overseeing the neperosopations, countering speculation of internal
instability.The diplomatic impasse comes amid intensifying violence



elsewhere in West Asia. In Lebanon, Israeli strikes have reportedly killed
more than 30 people in a single day, including two children, raising concerns
over violations of a US-brokered ceasefire agreed last month.

IPL-CRICKET:

In IPL Cricket, Delhi Capitals (DC) defeated Rajasthan Royals by seven
wickets at Sawai Mansingh Stadium in Jaipur last night. Today, Chennai
Super Kings will take on Mumbai Indians at MA Chidambaram Stadium,
Chennai. The match will begin at 07.30 PM.
