PM-TELANGANA TOUR:

Prime Minister Narendra Modi will dedicate key Railway Infrastructure
Projects worth around 1,535 Crore rupees in Telangana tomorrow. Prime
minister will participate in several programs including inauguration of 118 km
Kazipet-Vijayawada Multi-tracking Project and Kazipet Rail Under Rail Bypass
in order to strengthen the capacity and decongest key Rail Routes. Mr. Modi
will dedicate to the Nation key railway infrastructure projects worth around
1,535 ~crore rupees. These include multiple sections of the
Kazipet-Vijayawada multi-tracking project covering 118 km. The project will
enhance line capacity on the busy Grand Trunk corridor, enabling faster train
operations, reducing congestion, improving punctuality and boosting freight
traffic across the region. Further, the Kazipet Rail Under Rail Bypass will also
be dedicated to the Nation. This strategic project will decongest Kazipet
Junction by enabling simultaneous train movements towards Hyderabad,
Balharshah and Vijayawada, thereby improving operational efficiency and
reducing delays.

KARNATAKA-PM VISIT:

Prime Minister Narendra Modi is scheduled to visit Bengaluru tomorrow for a
day.

PM GUJARAT VISIT:

Prime Minister Narendra Modi will embark on a two-day visit to Gujarat
starting tomorrow. The Prime Minister’s Office said that during the 2nd day of
his visit, Mr Modi will participate in Somnath Amrut Mahotsav, marking the
75th anniversary of the Somnath temple’s restoration. As part of the
celebrations, the Prime Minister will participate in a series of auspicious
religious and cultural events. He will take part in the Vishesh Maha Puja,
followed by the Kumbhabhishekam and Dhvajarohan ceremonies, marking



the consecration rituals and hoisting of the temple flag. The Prime Minister
will also release a commemorative stamp and coin on the occasion,
commemorating the rich legacy and spiritual significance of Somnath.

On his visit, the Prime Minister will also travel to Vadodara, where he
will inaugurate the Sardardham Hostel and address the gathering. The
project includes hostel facilities for over one thousand boys and girls each,
along with amenities like a central dining hall, library and auditorium. The
Prime Minister will also visit various facilities at the Sardardham complex,
including the reception area, civil amenities, dining area and e-Library during
the visit.

EVE WB SWEARING IN:

BJP legislature party leader Suvendu Adhikari took oath as the Chief Minister
of West Bengal today, heading the first BJP government in the state.
Governor RN Ravi administered the oath of office and secrecy to Mr. Adhikari
at a grand ceremony held at the Brigade Parade Grounds Kolkata. Five
Cabinet Ministers also took oath along with the Chief Minister. The Governor
R N Ravi administered the oath of office and secrecy to the Ministers. The
Cabinet Ministers are Dilip Ghosh, Agnimitra Paul, Ashok Kirtania, Nisith
Pramanik and Kshudiram Tudu. The newly elected MLAs of West Bengal
Legislative Assembly will take oath on 13th May at the Bidhansabha. Prime
Minister Narendra Modi, Union Home Minister Amit Shah, Defense Minister
Rajnath Singh, Chief Ministers of other NDA and BJP ruled states, BIP
president Nitin Nabin and other leaders of the Bharatiya Janata Party were
present in the swearing in ceremony. BJP has won 207 seats in the 2026
West Bengal 2026 Assembly elections while Trinamool Congress secured 80
seats after ruling the State for 15 years

CAQM - DELHI NCR:

The Commission for Air Quality Management (CAQM) conducted a special
inspection drive in NCR and Adjoining Areas, focusing on assessment of
visible road dust levels and review of road cleaning and sweeping operations
in the city. The Ministry of Environment, Forest and Climate Change said that
the review operation consisted of a total of 19 flying squad teams, covering
46 road stretches under the jurisdiction of the NOIDA Authority. During the



inspections, 28 instances of high visible road dust and accumulation of
construction and demolition (C&D) waste were observed at multiple locations
in Noida. The CAQM added that the operation found deficiencies in regular
sweeping operations, dust suppression measures and scientific handling and
disposal of C&D waste at certain stretches. In this view, the Commission has
directed the concerned authorities to intensify dust mitigation measures
through regular mechanised sweeping, targeted water sprinkling and timely
lifting and disposal of accumulated C&D waste. The NOIDA Authority has also
been advised to strengthen monitoring and enforcement mechanisms to
prevent unauthorised dumping and ensure sustained compliance with
prescribed environmental norms. The Commission further reiterated that
Operation Clean Air drives will continue across Delhi-NCR as part of ongoing
efforts to identify air pollution hotspots and mitigate localised sources of air
pollution.

EVE TN - GOVT FORMATION:

In Tamil Nadu, C Joseph Vijay-led TVK has claimed that his party has secured
support of 120 MLAs to form a new Government in the State. Tamilaga Vettri
Kazhagam (TVK) which emerged as the single largest party after winning 108
seats in the recent assembly polls required the majority mark of 118 in the
234-member Tamil Nadu Assembly to form a new government. The party
said, both the VCK and the IUML have extended unconditional support to it
for government formation. Talking to reporters in Chennai, TVK leader Adhav
Arjuna said, Viduthalai Chiruthaigal Katchi (VCK) has extended support to the
party. The Indian Union Muslim League (IUML) has also assured its support
to the Vijay-led party. Vijay, who won from two Assembly constituencies, will
have to vacate one seat, reducing TVK’s strength to 107. The combined
strength of the supporting parties, including Congress with five MLAs and
CPI, CPI(M), VCK and IUML with two MLAs each, stands at 13.

AGNI MISSILE:

India has conducted a successful Flight trial of an Advanced Agni missile with
MIRV (Multiple Independently Targeted Re-Entry Vehicle) system from Dr
APJ Abdul Kalam Island in Odisha yesterday. In a social media post, the
Defence Ministry said that the missile was flight tested with Multiple
payloads, targeted to different targets spatially distributed over a large
geographical area in the Indian Ocean Region. The Ministry said that Defence
Minister Rajnath Singh has complimented DRDO, Indian Army, and Industry



on the successful flight test of Agni Missile with MIRV Capability. Mr Singh
stated that this would add an incredible capability to the country’s defence
preparedness against the growing threat perceptions.

WHO HANTAVIRUS SPAIN:

The head of the World Health Organisation reached Spain today to oversee
the evacuation of more than 140 passengers and crew members from a
cruise ship affected by a hantavirus outbreak and headed to the Canary
Islands. WHO Director-General Tedros Adhanom Ghebreyesus said, he would
travel to the Spanish island of Tenerife, along with senior Spanish
government officials, to supervise the safe disembarkation of passengers,
crew members and health experts. The Dutch-flagged cruise ship, MV
Hondius, is expected to reach Tenerife in the early hours tomorrow. Tedros
said that no one currently on board the ship is showing symptoms of the
virus. However, passengers will be kept in isolation. Three people have died
in the outbreak so far, while five passengers who had earlier left the ship
have tested positive for hantavirus. The United States and the United
Kingdom have agreed to send aircraft to evacuate their citizens from the
cruise ship. Hantavirus is usually spread through contact with contaminated
rodent droppings and is not easily transmitted between humans. However,
the Andes virus detected in this outbreak may spread between people in rare
cases. Symptoms generally appear between one and eight weeks after
exposure.

DAY IPL CRICKET:

In IPL Cricket, Rajasthan Royals will face Gujarat Titans at Sawai Mansingh
Stadium, Jaipur. The match will start at 7.30 pm. Earlier, Kolkata Knight
Riders defeated Delhi Capitals by 8 wickets at the Arun Jaitley Stadium in
Delhi last night. Chasing victory target of 143 runs, Kolkata Knight Riders
made 147 for the loss off two wickets in 14.2 overs. Finn Allen delivered a
jaw-dropping batting masterclass to power Kolkata Knight Riders to a
commanding eight-wicket victory over Delhi Capitals.
