He noted that the Directorate has adapted proactively to these
emerging threats, with a focused strategy to disrupt criminal networks by
targeting their financial roots. Highlighting global cooperation, Mr Navin said
that India’s role in anti-money laundering efforts has strengthened, with the
ED contributing to international frameworks and asset recovery networks.

In a special interview with Akashvani, he said adequate
CCTV arrangements are in place at all counting centres, and sufficient central
forces have been deployed to ensure strict security. He added that any
complaints can be reported through designated channels. He added that the
Commission is taking all possible measures to deal with post-poll violence. He
said, some isolated incidents have occurred in a few places, and two people
have already been arrested in connection. He assured that necessary steps
are being taken to keep the situation under control.

Last night, Trinamool Congress leader and Chief Minister Mamata
Banerjee visited the strongroom at Sakhawat Memorial School in Kolkata and
alleged that the four-day gap between voting and counting was intentional to
allow tampering with voting machines. She said her party would resist any
attempt to tamper with EVMs. She also urged the Commission to install CCTV
cameras outside all strongrooms across the state to maintain transparency,
so that the media or supporters of any party can view them.

INDIA-TANZANIA TRADE COMMITTEE

The 5th Session of the two-day India-Tanzania Joint Trade Committee



concluded in Tanzania to further strengthen bilateral trade, investment, and
economic cooperation. Ministry of Commerce and Industry said that the
session reviewed the progress achieved since the last Session held in New
Delhi in August 2017. The Ministry informed that bilateral trade between the
two nations reached over nine billion dollars in 2025-26, rising from over
eight billion in 2024-25. The deliberations highlighted the importance of the
Joint Trade Committee as a key institutional mechanism for dialogue on trade
and investment issues and for promoting mutually beneficial economic
engagement.

The India Meteorological Department (IMD) has today issued monthly
outlook for temperature and rainfall for May. Director General of IMD, Dr
Mrutyunjay Mohapatra said, the normal to above-normal rainfall is likely over
most parts of the country except some parts of east and northeast India and
east central India where below normal rainfall is expected. Mr Mohapatra

REV. LPG INDIAN OIL

Prices of Commercial LPG Cylinders for 19 kg have been increased by
993 rupees. The new price in Delhi will be 3071 rupees 50 paise. Revised
Price will be effective from today. However, Domestic LPG cylinder prices
remain unchanged. Our Correspondent reports that the revision is part of the
regular monthly price update done by oil marketing companies.

Indian Oil Corporation Limited has said that retail prices of
petrol and diesel remain unchanged for the general public which
accounts for around 90 per cent of the country’s total
consumption. In a statement, the company added that there has
been no change in the price of domestic LPG cylinders of 14.2
kilograms for 33 crore consumers. It also said, there has been no
change in aviation turbine fuel prices for domestic airlines

engaged in scheduled operations, as well as in the prices of PDS
kerosene.

The statement noted that price revisions have been limited to
select industrial segments, which constitute a relatively small
share of overall consumption, and are subject to routine monthly

adjustments based on prevailing international prices.
According to the company, there has been no price impact on
80 per cent of products, prices have decreased for 4 per cent, and

increased for 16 per cent, mainly in industrial-use categories.

DAY JABALPUR BOAT TRAGEDY

In Madhya Pradesh, the death toll in the cruise boat capsize incident in
Jabalpur has risen to 9. The accident occurred last evening when a cruise
boat carrying 39 passengers sank in Bargi River near Khamaria Island after
being caught in a sudden violent storm and rough waves. Twenty eight
people have been rescued safely, while 4 tourists are still missing. The cruise,
which had sunk to a depth of nearly 20 feet, has been successfully brought to
the shore. Teams from SDRF, Police and Home Guards are jointly carrying
out relief and rescue operations. All senior officials are present at the site,
including Additional Chief Secretary, Divisional Commissioner, Collector and
SP.

Chief Minister Dr. Mohan Yadav has expressed grief over the tragedy
and conveyed his condolences to the families of the deceased. He said, an
inquiry has been ordered into the matter. He stressed that it was observed in
the accident that some people had not worn their life jackets properly. The
Chief Minister also announced that the swift response of NDRF and SDRF
personnel saved many lives.
