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EVE PM -UAE: Prime Minister Narendra Modi today reiterated India’s
support for safe and unimpeded navigation through the Strait of Hormuz,
underscoring its importance for regional stability as well as global energy and
food security. After high-level talks with UAE President Sheikh Mohamed bin
Zayed Al Nahyan in Abu Dhabi, Prime Minister Modi strongly condemned
recent attacks on UAE. Marking the first stop of his five nation tour, the Prime
Minister reaffirmed India’s solidarity with the leadership and people of the
Emirates. During the discussions, Following the engagements, Modi
expressed gratitude to the UAE leadership for the warm reception, noting in
a social media post that he looked forward to strengthening cooperation
across key areas including energy, investment, and supply chains. On arrival,
the Prime Minister was given a ceremonial welcome at the Presidential Airport
and received personally by President Al Nahyan. UAE F-16 fighter jets also



escorted his aircraft as it entered Emirati airspace, in a notable gesture of
protocol. Concluding his UAE visit, the Prime Minister left for the second leg of
his tour to Netherlands. The talks yielded a wide range of agreements. On
energy, India's Strategic Petroleum Reserves Limited and Abu Dhabi National
Oil Company signed a strategic collaboration agreement to raise UAE's
participation in India's strategic petroleum reserves to thirty million barrels. A
long-term LPG supply arrangement between Indian Oil Corporation and
ADNOC was also concluded. Five billion US dollars in UAE investment into
India was announced.

JAISHANKAR- MALAYSIA FM:

External Affairs Minister S. Jaishankar today met Malaysia’s Foreign Minister
Mohamad Hasan on the sidelines of BRICS India 2026 Foreign Ministers
Meeting in New Delhi. In a social media post, Dr Jaishankar said that during
the meeting, they reviewed the progress of the Comprehensive Strategic
Partnership between the two countries, including follow-up on the outcomes
from Prime Minister Narendra Modi’s visit to Malaysia earlier this year.

IRAN FM:

Foreign Minister of Iran Abbas Araghchi has said that India can play a greater
role for peace in West Asia. Addressing a press conference in New Delhi
today, Mr Araghchi said, there is no military solution to anything related to
Iran. He said, Iran is ready to help pass all vessels through the Strait of
Hormuz. Mr Araghchi added that the situation in Strait of Hormuz is very
complicated now. He said, there can not be any solution other than a
negotiated settlement on the West Asia crisis. The Iranian Foreign Minister
said, Iran will welcome any constructive role by India.

RAJNATH SINGH- DEFENCE PROJECTS:

Union Defence Minister Rajnath Singh laid foundation for Advanced Medium
Combat Aircraft (AMCA) programme facility at Puttaparthi in Sri Sathya Sai
district of Andhra Pradesh along with Chief Minister N Chandrababu Naidu
today. Addressing the gathering, Defence Minister Rajnath Singh said Andhra
Pradesh is emerging as a major pillar of India’s Atmanirbhar Bharat and Make
in India defence vision. He stated that the newly launched defence projects
would strengthen national security, accelerate industrial growth and create
large-scale employment opportunities for youth. Mr. Singh said India could



no longer depend on foreign countries during critical security situations and
stressed that true national security must rest on self-reliance. He described
indigenous defence manufacturing as the foundation of a strong and
confident India under the Atmanirbhar Bharat initiative. Byte

SC- VIRTUAL HEARINGS:

The Supreme Court today announced a series of fuel conservation measures,
including virtual hearings on miscellaneous days, car-pooling by judges and
Work From Home (WFH) arrangements for registry staff. The move is in line
with the Centre’s broader push to cut fuel consumption amid the ongoing
West Asia crisis. In a circular issued by Secretary General Bharat Parashar,
the apex court said that matters listed on miscellaneous days -- Mondays,
Fridays or such other days declared as miscellaneous -- as well as matters
taken up during partial working days, will now be heard only through
video-conferencing until further orders.

WB-SUSPENSION:

Three IPS officers have been suspended by the Government of West Bengal
in connection with the RG Kar Medical College case. Vineet Goyal, the former
Commissioner of Kolkata Police; Indira Mukherjee, the former Deputy
Commissioner (Central); and Avishek Gupta, the former Deputy
Commissioner (North), were suspended today due to alleged dereliction of
duty, offering money to the victim'’s parents, and conducting media briefings
without government authorization. Chief Minister Suvendu Adhikari informed
the media today that a departmental inquiry would be conducted against
them by the state government. The victim, a doctor, was raped and
murdered in August 2024.



SOUTHWEST MONSOON:

The southwest monsoon is likely to set in over Keralam on 26th May with a
model error of (Plus-Minus) four days. The normal date for Southwest
monsoon arrival over Kerala is 1st June. India Meteorological Department has
said that the conditions are favourable for the advance of southwest
monsoon over parts of south Bay of Bengal, Andaman Sea and Andaman and
Nicobar Islands during next 24 hours. Kerala is always the first state to
receive the southwest monsoon.

REV THAILAND OPEN:

In Thailand Open Badminton, India’s top men’s doubles pair Satwiksairaj
Rankireddy and Chirag Shetty advanced to the semi-finals in Bangkok. They
defeated Japanese pair of Takumi Nomura and Yuichi Shimogami 21-12,
21-13 in the quarter-final match today. In Women's Singles, two-time
Olympic medallist PV Sindhu lost to Akane Yamaguchi of Japan 21-19, 18-21,
15-21 in the quarterfinals. Lakshya Sen will face Thailand's Kunlavut Vitidsarn
in the Men's singles quarterfinals this evening.
