 Initial trends that emerged in counting of votes for all four states and 

a Union territory have sustained as counting rounds progress into the day. 

BJP is headed for landslide victory in West Bengal Assembly Elections, 

whereas the ruling dispensations are set to return in Assam and 



Pondicherry. In Tamil Nadu, Actor turned politician Vijay’s party TVK is 

poised to deliver a super hit on debut. In Kerala, Congress led UDF is 

marching towards a clear majority to replace LDF. In Assembly Bye-

Elections, BJP has won a seat each in Gujarat, Tripura and Nagaland, while 

Congress has won in a Karnataka seat.  

 In West Bengal, out of a total of 293 assembly seats, results have 

been declared for 11 constituencies so far. BJP has bagged nine seats 

while Trinamool Congress has won two seats. 

 As per trends available so far for 282 seats, BJP is leading in 191 

while Trinamool Congress is ahead in 85, CPM in 1 Congress in 2 and 

Others in 3.  Chief Minister and TMC leader Mamata Banerjee is leading 

over her BJP rival Suvendu Adhikari in Bhabanipur constituency, while 

Suvendu Adhikari is ahead in Nandigram seat. Aam Janata Unnayan 

Party (AJUP) chief Humayun Kabir is leading in the Nowda and 

Rejinagar seats.  

 The ruling BJP is all set to retain power in Assam for the third 

consecutive term. Out of a total of 126 assembly seats, results have been 

declared for 74 constituencies so far. BJP has bagged 59 seats, while its 

allies AGP has won 05 seat and Bodoland People's Front has secured 6 

seats. On the other hand, Congress, All India United Democratic Front 

(AIUDF) and TMC gained one seat each. As per Trends available for the 

remaining 52 seats, BJP is leading in 23 seats, while its ally - AGP is ahead 

in 3 and Bodoland People's Front in 04, Congress is leading in 19 seats, 

AIUDF in 1, Raijor Dal in one seat and Others in 1 seat. BJP candidate and 

Chief Minister Himanta Biswa Sarma is leading over his nearest Congress 



rival Bidisha Neog in the Jalukbari constituency.  

 In Kerala, results and trends are available for all 140 seats. Congress 

led United Democratic Front is on course to trounce the ruling Left 

Democratic Front. Congress has won 33 seats and is leading in 30 seats. 

Congress ally IUML has won 08 seats and leading in 14 seats. Ruling CPM 

has won 18 seats and leading in 08, ally CPI has won 05 seats and 

leading in 03 seats, while Kerala Congress has won 06 seats  and leading 

in 01 seat. Latest trends indicate Chief Minister and CPIM leader Pinarayi 

Vijayan is leading in Dharmadam constituency by more than eighteen 

thousand votes. While former Union Minister and BJP State President 

Rajeev Chandrasekhar is leading in Nemom constituency by more than 

three thousand votes, ahead of State Education Minister and senior 

CPIM leader V Sivankutty.  

 Actor turn politician Vijay's led Tamilaga Vetri Kazhagam (TVK) is all 

set to create history in Tamil Nadu assembly election, by emerging as the 

single largest party. TVK is leading on 101 seats and it has got seven 

seats out of 234 constituencies across the State. In an intense three-

cornered battle in the State, 14 results have been declared while trends 

are available from other 220 seats. According to the Election Commission, 

the ruling Dravida Munnetra Kazhagam (DMK) led by Chief Minister MK 

Stalin is leading on 53 seats and it has won six seats, while its rival All 

India Anna Dravida Munnetra Kazhagam (AIADMK) is leading at 44 seats. 

PMK is leading on five seats. Indian National Congress (INC) is ahead on 

four seats, while it has won a seat. BJP has taken lead on three seats, 

and others at ten seats. 



 Puducherry is expected to witness the return of a National 

Democratic Alliance (NDA) government led by N Rangaswamy's All India 

N.R. Congress (AINRC). Out of a total of 30 seats, results of 18 seats are 

available. According to the Election Commission N Rangaswamy's AINRC, 

has won nine seats and is leading on two seats, while BJP has bagged 

two seats and is leading on one seat. AIADMK, India National Congress, 

and DMK have also got one seat each and independent candidates bagged 

3 seats. Chief Minister N. Rangasamy has been re-elected from the 

Thattanchavady constituency. 

 In Assembly Bye Elections for seven Constituencies across five 

States, BJP has won a seat each in Gujarat, Tripura and Nagaland, and is 

leading in one each in Maharashtra and Karnataka. Congress has won a 

constituency in Karnataka, while in Maharashtra BJP ally Nationalist 

Congress Party (NCP) is leading in the other constituency where bypoll was
