REV NFHS-MATERNAL HEALTH

The Ministry of Health and Family Welfare (MoHFW) has released the
National Family Health Survey (NFHS) -6 with the data reflecting India's
accelerated progress in maternal and child health, nutrition, and financial
protection. The NFHS-6 was conducted during 2023-24 by MoHFW,
covering 6.79 lakh households across 715 districts. According to
the survey released yesterday, highlighted that institutional
deliveries in India increased from 88.6 per cent in 2019-2021 to



90.6 per cent in 2023-24. It showed 95.9 percent of pregnant women
received antenatal care, while mothers receiving antenatal care in the first
trimester increased from 70 percent to 76.2 percent. The survey said,
India’s Total Fertility Rate (TFR) remains at two and vaccines received by
children aged from 12 to 23 months remains consistently high above 96
percent. The Health Ministry said that these improvements underscore the
continued impact of national family planning programmes, including
Mission Parivar Vikas.

The survey also records continued advancement in women’s digital
inclusion and financial empowerment. It said that Women who had ever
used the internet nearly doubled from 33.3 percent to 64.3 percent. The
survey said that Ayushman Bharat-PMJAY and expanded health protection
initiatives strengthen financial security in healthcare. The Ministry said that
the findings reaffirm India’s steady progress towards achieving the
Sustainable Development Goals.

SHAH-BHUJ VISIT: Union Home Minister Amit Shah has said, the
government is considering assigning additional areas of responsibility to
the Border Security Force (BSF) to make it more effective in dealing with
emerging security challenges. Mr Shah made the remarks while interacting
with BSF personnel at Bhuj in Gujarat yesterday, after inaugurating two
strategically crucial new border outposts on the India-Pakistan border. Mr
Shah said, in the 60th year of the BSF's establishment, a decision has been
taken to completely transform the BSF's concept of border security. He
announced the establishment of a quadrangular security grid, introducing a
new concept of 'territorial security' to replace the traditional approach of
mere border security. He added that this initiative would entail a primary
responsibility shared among the public, the civil administration, the local
police, and the military, alongside the BSF personnel. The Home Minister
said, under the Smart Border Security Project, efforts are underway to
fortify the security grids along the borders. He said, the endeavor involves
an investment running into thousands of crores of rupees, and expressed
confidence that the deployment of drones, radars, watchtowers, state-of-
the-art technology, and security personnel will result in the creation of a
robust security grid. He asserted that once established, no one will dare to
breach country's borders. Mr Shah said, the government has formulated an



action plan aimed at establishing a "leak proof" security grid in every
respect, highlighting that previously sensitive zones like Sir Creek and
Harami Nala have now been fortified with watchtowers and proper
connecting roads. He assured that the entire region will become completely
secure from any external threat within the next two years. Mr Shah said
securing our borders and eradicating illegal immigration is vital to
protecting the nation's demography. Mr. Shah lauded the Border Security
Force for flawlessly serving as the nation's 'First Line of Defence' for six
decades. Referring to the Bangladesh border with West Bengal, the
Minister said, one of the most significant gaps in the country's security grid
was the incomplete fencing along the border in the state. However, he
noted that the long-standing deadlock has ended with the formation of the
new state government. He said the West Bengal government provided land
for border fencing within a week. The Minister expressed confidence that
the completion of the fencing would help curb infiltration. He added that
the installation of technological fencing is also being expedited in forested
areas and along riverine stretches to prevent infiltration through these
routes.

IPL CRICKET: In Cricket, Gujarat Titans have stormed into the final of the
IPL 2026 with a commanding seven-wicket victory over Rajasthan Royals in
Qualifier Two at New Chandigarh. Chasing a formidable target of 215 runs,
the 2022 champions produced a batting masterclass, reaching 219 for
three in just 18.4 overs. Skipper Shubman Gill led from the front with a
scintillating 104 off 53 balls while Sai Sudharsan scored 58 runs. Shubman
Gill was adjudged Player of the Match. Earlier, opting to bat first, Rajasthan
Royals posted an imposing 214 for six in stipulated 20 overs. Young opener
Vaibhav Sooryavanshi starred with a brilliant 96. The Summit Clash will be
played in Ahmedabad tomorrow with the match scheduled to begin at 7:30
PM.
