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REV EVE US SEC RUBIO DELHI:
Prime Minister Narendra Modi and US Secretary of State Marco Rubio today
discussed sustained progress in the India-US Comprehensive Global Strategic
Partnership and issues related to regional and global peace and security.
Secretary Rubio called on Prime Minister Modi at Seva Teerth in New Delhi this
afternoon. Prime Minister Modi said in a social media post that India and the US
will continue to work closely for the global good. External Affairs Minister Dr
Jaishankar and NSA Ajit Doval were also present during the meeting. Prime
Minister's Office said in a statement that Secretary Rubio briefed Prime
Minister Modi on the sustained progress in bilateral cooperation across
a wide range of sectors, including defence, strategic technologies,
trade and investment, energy security, connectivity, education and
people-to-people ties. Secretary Rubio shared US perspective on
various regional and global issues, including the situation in West Asia.
Mr Modi reaffirmed India’s consistent support for peace efforts and
reiterated the call for peaceful resolution of the conflicts through
dialogue and diplomacy. Secretary Rubio is on a four day visit to India to take
part in the Quad Foreign Ministers” meeting on the 26th of this month. He had
arrived in Kolkata from the US this morning where he visited the Missionaries of
Charity and paid homage to Mother Teresa's legacy. The External Affairs
Minister and Secretary Rubio are scheduled to hold bilateral talks tomorrow. The
visit is expected to add further strength to India-US Comprehensive Global
Strategic Partnership.



DAY. PM-ROZGAR MELA:

Prime Minister Narendra Modi emphasized that government jobs serve
as a vital means to improve and ease the lives of the citizens.

The newly recruited candidates,
selected from across the country, will be joining various Ministries and
Departments including the Ministry of Railways, Home Affairs, Health and Family
Welfare and Department of Higher Education among others.

NCW DELHI:

National Commission for Women has taken suo motu cognizance of media
reports regarding the alleged abduction, gang-rape, and forced religious
conversion of a Dalit woman in Delhi's Jamia Nagar. NCW Chairperson Vijaya
Rahatkar has written to the Delhi Commissioner of Police, Delhi, directing
immediate, stringent, and time-bound action in the matter and sought a detailed
Action Taken Report within seven days. The Action Taken Report has been
sought on the FIR registered in the matter, provisions invoked under the
Bharatiya Nyaya Sanhita and SC/ST Act, arrest of all accused persons, medical
and forensic examination conducted, recording of the survivor's statement before
the Magistrate, and measures taken to ensure her safety, confidentiality,
protection, counselling, and rehabilitation. The Commission has stated that
allegations involving gang-rape, caste-based violence, and forced religious
coercion are extremely grave in nature and must be investigated with utmost
sensitivity, objectivity, and urgency.

G-RAM-G DRAFT RULES:
The government has published Draft Rules under the VB-G RAM G Act, 2025, for
wider public consultation. The Rural Development Ministry said that any person,



stakeholder, organisation or institution may submit objections or suggestions on
the draft Rules for consideration by the 21st of next month. The Viksit Bharat-G
RAM G Act replaces the 20-year-old Mahatma Gandhi National Rural Employment
Guarantee Act (MGNREGA), 2005. The new Act aims to enhance the statutory
employment guarantee from 100 days to 125 days in a financial year. According
to the Ministry, the draft Rules have been framed in accordance with section 33
and other relevant provisions of the Act. The VB-G RAM G Act, 2025 has been
notified on the 11th of this month for commencement across all the States and
Union Territories with effect from 1st July, this year.

GOYAL - CANADA VISIT:

Commerce and Industry Minister Piyush Goyal will be on a three day visit to
Canada with a delegation of Indian business leaders from the 25th of May.
Commerce and Industry Ministry informed that Mr Goyal will have bilateral
engagements in Ottawa and Toronto to advance trade, investment, and CEPA
negotiations. The central focus of the visit is the advancement of India-Canada
Comprehensive Economic Partnership Agreement, CEPA negotiations.

KERALAM RAIN:

The India Meteorological Department has forecast isolated heavy rainfall over
Keralam till 27th May and issued a yellow alert in nine districts of the state today.
The yellow alert will continue in six districts tomorrow and in nine districts on
Monday. The southwest monsoon has further advanced into some parts of the
southwest Arabian Sea, more parts of the southeast Arabian Sea, the Comorin
area, southwest, southeast and east-central Bay of Bengal, and most parts of the
Andaman Sea today. Fishermen have been advised not to venture into the sea
along the Keralam-Karnataka-Lakshadweep coasts till the 27th of this month.
