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Rev MEA BRIEFING
India today said it gave a befitting reply to Pakistan during Operation
Sindoor for its sponsorship of cross-border terrorism. Briefing media in New
Delhi, External Affairs Ministry spokesperson Randhir Jaiswal stressed that
cross-border terrorism has long been used by Pakistan as an instrument of
state policy. He said that India have every right to defend itself against
terrorism and will continue to work to strengthen the global fight against
terrorism.

Responding to a query on repatriation of illegal Bangladeshis, Mr Jaiswal
said that more than two thousand 860 cases of nationality verification are
pending with Bangladesh. He said that any foreign national staying illegally
in the country must be repatriated as per country's laws, procedures, and
established bilateral mechanisms and arrangements.

On Khalistani Groups in Canada, the spokesperson said that India has
consistently spoken out about concerns regarding the use of Canadian
territory as a safe haven by extremist and separatist elements. Mr Jaiswal
said that India has repeatedly urged the Canadian Government to take
effective action against anti-India extremist elements operating from its
soil. He said this includes addressing the issue of glorification of violence,
threats against Indian leaders and diplomats, vandalism of places of
worship, and attempts to promote secessionism through so-called
“referendums.”

Replying to a query on Canadian Security Intelligence Service, CSIS
accusing India of foreign interference in Canada, Mr Jaiswal said India
categorically rejects such baseless imputations. He stated that India's
position on this particular issue has been clear and consistent, and India is
a democracy that adheres to international norms and respects the



sovereignty of other nations. He added that it is not New Delhi's policy to
interfere in the issues of other countries. He expressed belief that any
concerns of this nature should be addressed through established
mechanisms rather than through politicised or public narratives.

Replying to another query, the spokesperson said Indus Waters Treaty is
consistent and the Treaty remains in abeyance in reponse to Pakistan's
continued sponsorship of cross border terrorism. He said Pakistan must
credibly and irrevocably abjure its support for cross border terrorism. On
Teesta project, the spokesperson said India and Bangladesh share 54
rivers. He said both nations have structured bilateral mechanisms to
discuss all water-related issues, and these mechanisms continue to meet at
regular intervals.

EVE PA MURDER CASE

Police took into custody and investigated William Joseph, a resident of Shiv
Mandir, Siliguri, in connection with the murder case of BIP leader Suvendu
Adhikari’s close aide. His car’s number plate was allegedly used by the
assailants who killed Chandranath Rath, the BJP leader's PA, at
Madhyamgram in Kolkata last night. After an almost three-hour
investigation, police released him with the assurance that he would
cooperate and help in further investigation. As per Joseph, he had
advertised online to sell his car, and probably the killers must have misused
his car’s registration number. Although DGP Sidhnath Gupta, while talking
to the media, confirmed that the assailants had used a fake car number
plate. Further investigation by the SIT is going on.

EC - SEIZED



The Election Commission has seized over one thousand four hundred crore
rupees worth of illicit inducements from the recently concluded assembly
election in four States and one Union Territory, and bye-elections. The
seizures have increased over 40 per cent as compared to 2021 Elections in
these States and UT. The Commission said that West Bengal saw the
highest increase in seizures of around 69 per cent, and Tamil Nadu saw an
increase in seizures of over 48 per cent.

TN GOVERNOR PRESS RELEASE

In Tamil Nadu's amid political stalemate, the parleys continue to form the
new Government. In this regard, Governor Rajendra Vishwanath Arlekar
invited the TVK President C. Joseph Vijay to Lok Bhavan today. It was
informed in the press release from the Lok Bhawan that during the
meeting, the Governor explained that the requisite majority support in the
Tamil Nadu Legislative Assembly, which is essential for forming the
Government, has not been established.

REV.-BIHAR-SWEARING-IN

In Bihar, the cabinet led by Chief Minister Samrat Chaudhary was
expanded today. In a grand ceremony held at Gandhi Maidan in Patna,
Governor Lt. Gen. (Retd.) Syed Ata Hasnain administered the oath of office
and secrecy to thirty-two appointed ministers. The cabinet how comprises
fifteen ministers from the BJP quota, thirteen from the JD(U), two from the
Lok Janshakti Party (Ram Vilas), and one each from the Hindustani Awam
Morcha and the Rashtriya Lok Morcha. The ministers took their oaths first
in groups of five, and subsequently in groups of six. Prominent inductees
included Nishant Kumar, the son of JD(U) president Nitish Kumar, who
stepped down as chief minister last month to enter the Rajya Sabha. Vijay
Kumar Chaudhary and Bijendra Prasad Yadav had taken oath in April along
with Samrat Choudhary and were designated as deputy chief ministers.
Prime Minister Narendra Modi, along with Union Ministers Rajnath Singh,
Amit Shah, and J.P. Nadda-among several other members of the Union
Cabinet-were present at the oath-taking ceremony. BJP National President
Nitin Naveen and JD(U) National President Nitish Kumar, along with several
other senior leaders of the NDA, were present on the main dais.



MANDAVIYA---HEALTH-CHECK-UP

Labour and Employment Minister Dr Mansukh Mandaviya launched a
nationwide Annual Health Check-Up initiative for Workers aged 40 years
and above under the new Labour Codes today. Launching the initiative at
the Employees’ State Insurance Corporation, or ESIC, Medical College and
Hospital in New Delhi today, the Minister said respect for the country’s
workforce and youth power has increased significantly over the last 12
years under the leadership of Prime Minister Narendra Modi. He said the
government has been making continuous efforts to create employment
opportunities, and as a result, the unemployment rate has declined to
around 3.2 per cent.

DAY IMD WEATHER

The India Meteorological Department (IMD) has forecast heavy rainfall at
isolated places over Kerala, Mahe, South Interior Karnataka, Tamil Nadu,
Puducherry and Karaikal during the next two days. The Met department
said that thunderstorms accompanied by lightning and gusty winds are
expected over Uttar Pradesh, Andhra Pradesh, Bihar, Chhattisgarh and Goa
till tomorrow. Similar conditions will also prevail over Madhya Maharashtra,
Madhya Pradesh, Marathwada, Andaman and Nicobar Islands and North
eastern states of the country tomorrow. The weather agency has
predicted thunderstorms accompanied by lightning at places over Delhi,
Haryana, Punjab, Chandigarh, Uttarakhand, Jharkhand, Odisha, Telangana
and Rajasthan today. IMD said that hot and humid weather conditions are
also expected over Konkan and Goa till tomorrow.
