MEA BRIEFING MYANMAR

Prime Minister Narendra Modi and visiting Myanmar President U Min Aung
Hlaing today held detailed talks on the entire gamut of bilateral issues which
covered trade and economic ties, defence and security related issues, border
management, development assistance, cultural exchanges as well as regional



situation. Briefing media in New Delhi after the talks between the leaders, Foreign
Secretary Vikram Misri said both sides expressed an interest in forging closer
cooperation, particularly in the areas of trade and investment, development
cooperation, health, education, and energy. He said both sides underlined the
importance of connectivity for people to people contacts and agreed to work as
quickly as possible towards completion of Kaladan Multi Modal Transit Transport
project.

Foreign Secretary said Prime Minister reaffirmed India's support for the
sovereignty and territorial integrity of Myanmar and both sides underscored the
importance of preventing the misuse of territory for activities inimical to their
security interests. Mr Misri said the President of Myanmar reiterated the
assurance that Myanmar's territory will not be permitted to be used against
India's security interest.

Mr Misri said Myanmar is an important country and a neighbour with
who India shares a border of 1643 kilometres. It sits at the confluence of India's
Neighbourhood First, Act East as well as MAHASAGAR and Indo Pacific policies.
Bilateral trade between India and Myanmar stands at over 2 billion dollars.

On enhancing economic cooperation in critical minerals and rare earths,
the Foreign Secretary said issues related to critical minerals and rare earths did
come up during the discussions today. He said there was an understanding that
the two governments and the entities from the two countries would continue to
keep in touch on these issues and take forward cooperation in these areas.

Replying to another query, the Foreign Secretary said Prime Minister Modi
did raise the matter of former State Counsellor of Myanmar Aung San Suu Kyi and
the discussion was in the context of the peace process which has been underway
in Myanmar for quite some time. He underlined that India's engagement with
Myanmar is not intended to be a commentary on the internal political
arrangements in that country. He said India has always put forward on its
thoughts on issues related to democracy, the peace process, inclusion and to the
importance of having all stakeholders as part of the dialogue at the table.

GOYAL- INDIA -OMAN CEPA

Union Minister for Commerce and Industry Piyush Goyal has said that
India-Oman Comprehensive Economic Partnership Agreement - CEPA which was
signed six month ago, has come into force from today. Addressing media in New
Delhi, Mr Goyal said that CEPA is not simply a trade agreement, it is a statement
of civilisational trust. Mr Goyal said that this comprehensive agreement will add a
new momentum to India's ties with Oman. The Union Minister informed that
from day one , India will secure duty free access on 98 percent of Oman's tariff
lines covering over 99 percent of India's export to Oman. He added that as this
agreement takes effect, India's workers, MSMEs and exporters in various
sectors like textiles, sportswear, Agri products, pharma and medical devices,
leathers , automobiles and marine products will step on to a preferential access
against the competitors in Omani market. Mr Goyal said, this balanced free trade
agreement opens doors to India's export to Oman while protecting livelihoods.

INTER- MINISTERIAL

Government has reiterated the availability of sufficient stock of petrol and
diesel across the country. Addressing the Inter Ministerial Briefing on Recent
Developments in West Asia in New Delhi, Joint Secretary at the Ministry of
Petroleum and Natural Gas, Sujata Sharma said that all Oil Marketing Companies
are actively replenishing the petrol and diesel at all retail outlets to maintain
smooth supply. On LPG supply, she informed that during the past three days
over 1 crore 21 lakh bookings were received while deliveries exceeded 1 crore 22
lakh with around 95 per cent completed through authentication codes. Ms
Sharma added that the government has also urged states and union territories to
strengthen vigilance against hoarding, black marketing and irregularities in the
sale and distribution of LPG, petrol and diesel. She said that 1300 raids were



conducted and seven persons were arrested during the period.

EVE INDIA-AUSTRALIA DEFENCE

India and Australia today affirmed the importance of enhancing
cooperation with regional partners to help maintain a free, open, peaceful, stable
and prosperous Indo-Pacific. During the second edition of India-Australia Defence
Ministers’ Dialogue in New Delhi, both the countries underscored the importance
of freedom of navigation and overflight, and their strong support for unimpeded
trade in the region and other lawful uses of the sea consistent with international
law. The meeting was co-chaired by Defence Minister Rajnath Singh and
Australian Deputy Prime Minister and Minister for Defence Richard Marles.

In a statement, the Defence Ministry said that during the meeting both the
leaders welcomed the significant progress in the bilateral relation, and reflected
on the enhanced consultation and cooperation since the inaugural edition of the
dialogue in October last year.

The Ministry said that both the ministers welcomed the progress towards
realising their Prime Ministers’ commitment to renew and strengthen the Joint
Declaration on Defence and Security Cooperation. It added that the two sides
discussed advancements in bilateral maritime security cooperation and efforts to
finalise the Joint Maritime Security Collaboration Roadmap. They also encouraged
further cooperation between the Indian Coast Guard and Australia’s Maritime
Border Command.

The Ministers announced that India and Australia would begin developing a
Memorandum of Understanding regarding the Provision of Defence Articles and
Defence Services as the next step in deepening defence industrial collaboration.
Both the Ministers looked forward to exploring future defence science and
technology research cooperation in new technology areas like sensor
technologies. The Australian Deputy Prime Minister also invited India to
participate in the 2026 Australian Defence Science, Technology, and Research
Summit.
