REV BRICS - NSA MEETING

The BRICS National Security Advisers meeting is underway in New
Delhi. The two day meeting is chaired by National Security Advisor Ajit
Doval which brings together security chiefs from the bloc's 11 member
countries. These include India, Brazil, China, Egypt, Ethiopia, Indonesia,
Iran, Russia, Saudi Arabia, South Africa and UAE. The meeting will focus on
the theme 'Non-traditional security challenges confronting the world today’,
with discussions centred on the rapidly evolving nature of national security
threats and the role of new technologies in emerging security risks.
Delegates will also examine cybersecurity, digital vulnerabilities and
artificial intelligence-driven threats. National Security Advisers and heads of
delegation will review outcomes from recently held BRICS Joint Working
Groups on Counter-Terrorism and Security in the Use of Information and
Communication Technologies. The gathering takes place as India holds the
BRICS Chairship for the fourth time in 2026, having previously led the
grouping in 2012, 2016 and 2021. India's chairmanship operates under the
theme 'Building for Resilience, Innovation, Cooperation and Sustainability',
reflecting Prime Minister Narendra Modi's people-centric vision articulated
at the 2025 Rio Summit. The bloc's agenda has expanded considerably



beyond its initial economic focus to encompass three core pillars - political
and security cooperation, economic and financial partnership, and people-
to-people exchanges.

FUR. REV-LUCKNOW FIRE

14 students died in a tragic fire incident in Aliganj area of Lucknow
in Uttar Pradesh this afternoon. The fire broke out at a coaching centre
operating above a shop in puraniya area of Aliganj, triggering panic among
students. Some people got injured and have been admitted to the



hospitals. Talking to media, Deputy Chief Minister of Uttar Pradesh Brajesh
Pathak said that 14 students aged between 16 to 18 years have died as
they were present at the animation centre in the building. He said that fire
fighters are searching for students in the corners, washrooms and other
areas of the building.

The blaze reportedly erupted inside the institute building and spread
rapidly, trapping people inside. It was a shopping complex having
coaching, game zone and showrooms in it. Fire brigade teams, police
personnel and district administration officials rushed to the spot and
launched rescue and evacuation efforts. Some students saved themselves
by hiding in the washroom of the coaching and some people tried to save
their lives by jumping from the first floor. Chief Minister of Uttar Pradesh
Yogi Adityanath spoke to the DGP and additional Chief Secretary (Home) to
find the reasons for the fire and monitor the rescue and relief work. He
said that the culprits will not be spared. He left his visit to Aligarh and
Firozabad districts incomplete and returned back to Lucknow to monitor
the fire incident.

In opening match of London round of FIH Pro League, the Indian
men's hockey team will take on arch-rivals Pakistan tomorrow. It will be
the first time that India and Pakistan will lock horns since the Asian
Champions Trophy clash in Hulunbuir, China in 2024 in which India won by
2-1. The head-to-head record between the two sides over the last 10 years
is hugely in favour of India, who remain undefeated across 17 matches,
with 15 wins and two draws. Indian hockey team would look to carry
forward the momentum as it logged a 3-2 win over the world number two
Netherlands yesterday in its final match of the Rotterdam leg of the FIH
Pro League. The impressive victory featured goals from Jugraj Singh,
Abhishek, and Rajinder Singh. In Rotterdam round of the tournament,
India's other victory came against reigning world champions and world
number five Germany.
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
