 The Ministry of Ayush, in collaboration with the Morarji Desai National 
Institute of Yoga (MDNIY) and Habuild, organized a landmark global online 
yoga session today as part of the celebrations leading up to the 
International Day of Yoga (IDY) 2026.

REV. US- IRAN-PEACE DEAL 
 The US President Donald Trump today said a deal to end the war 
with Iran would be signed on Sunday and that the strategic Strait of 
Hormuz would be "open to all" immediately afterwards. 
 Trump's comments came hours after Pakistan indicated that the 
United States and Iran were in the final stage of negotiations and that an 
electronic signing ceremony for the agreement was scheduled for Sunday.
