BRICS- NSA MEETING 
 National Security Advisers (NSAs) and senior security officials from 
BRICS nations called for stronger cooperation to address a widening range 
of global security challenges, including terrorism, cyber threats, during a 
high-level meeting hosted by India in the national capital. The 16th BRICS 
National Security Advisers' Meeting, held under India's chairship of the 
grouping, led by India's NSA Ajit Doval, brought together top security 
representatives from member countries to discuss both traditional and 
emerging threats confronting the international community. According to 



India's Ministry of External Affairs (MEA), the discussions focused on 
evolving security risks that increasingly transcend national borders. 
Delegates exchanged views on issues ranging from energy and food 
security to climate-related instability and the misuse of emerging 
technologies by terrorist organisations. External Affairs Ministry said in a 
statement that the NSAs also reviewed the activities and outcomes of the 
BRICS Joint Working Groups on Counter-Terrorism held on 21nd and 22nd 
of May, and on Security in the use of Information and Communication 
Technologies held on 8th and 9th June. The leaders extended support to 
enhancing further BRICS cooperation, particularly on strengthening 
capacities of members, enhancing information sharing, and coordinating 
amongst BRICS law-enforcement agencies to counter terrorism and cyber 
risks in a collective manner. They reaffirmed their commitment to 
combating terrorism in all its forms and manifestations, including through 
countering the use of new technologies being utilized by them. 
 The NSAs expressed their full support to India’s BRICS Chairship in 
2026 under the theme: Building for Resilience, Innovation, Cooperation 
and Sustainability. After the conclusion of the meeting, they had a joint 
call-on Prime Minister Narendra Modi.

 India has strongly criticized Pakistani Defence Minister Khawaja Asif's 
remarks over the situation in Pakistan occupied Kashmir saying, these 
remarks are desperate attempts by the neighbouring country to cover-up 
its own failings and deflect attention away from its human rights abuses. 
Addressing media in New Delhi, Ministry spokesperson Randhir Jaiswal said 
New Delhi categorically rejects these fabricated claims with the contempt 
they deserve. He stressed that the ongoing protests in PoK are a direct 
consequence of Pakistan’s decades-long policy of systemic economic 
exploitation, denial of fundamental rights, and administrative oppression in 
areas under its illegal and forcible occupation. He pointed out that the 
Pakistani state has responded with extreme police brutality, blocking of 
essential supplies and medicines, internet blackouts, and use of lethal force 
against unarmed civilians. He expressed hope that the international 
community will hold Pakistan accountable for its misdeeds and abuses.

On the ongoing conflict in Gulf region, Mr Jaiswal  informed that ten Indian 



flagged vessels are still in the Persian Gulf region. Randhir Jaiswal said that 
since the signing of MoU between the US and Iran on the 17th of June, 
eleven India bound vessels have transited through the Strait of Hormuz. 
The vessels include 3 Indian-flagged Crude Oil Tankers, each carrying over 
2 lakh 85 thousand MT crude oil, one foreign flagged LPG carrier, one 
foreign flagged Crude Oil Tanker and six foreign-flagged Bulk Carriers, 
carrying fertilizer cargo. He hoped that the remaining India flagged vessels 
would also be able to cross the Strait of Hormuz soon.

REV. SHIVRAJ- MONSOON PREPAREDNESS  

 Agriculture and Farmers Welfare Minister, Shivraj Singh Chouhan has 
said that the government is making advance preparations for the Kharif 
season to help farmers deal with the possible impact of a weak monsoon 
caused by El Niño. Addressing a press conference in New Delhi, Mr 
Chouhan said that the country had so far seen around 43 percent less 
rainfall and that the monsoon was expected to remain weak in July too. He 
noted that around 315 districts could be affected by below-normal rainfall, 
including 111 high-priority districts with very limited irrigation, where 
irrigation coverage is below 25 per cent. Another 76 districts fall under the 
medium-priority category with irrigation coverage between 25 and 50 per 
cent, while 128 districts have been classified as low priority owing to 
relatively better irrigation facilities through dams and other sources. A 
majority of these districts are located across 12 states-Madhya Pradesh, 
Maharashtra, Gujarat, Uttar Pradesh, Rajasthan, Karnataka, Bihar, 
Jharkhand, Telangana, Andhra Pradesh and Odisha.

 The Minister further said that contingency plans had already been 
prepared for the affected districts, with a focus on alternative crops, short-
duration varieties, crop diversification, and better use of available water 
resources such as ponds, reservoirs, check dams, farm ponds, and other 
water conservation structures.

Ronaldo became the first player to score in six different World 
Cup tournaments with his goals, adding another impressive 
accomplishment to his storied career. He was named man of the match. 
 The Group L match between England and Ghana at Boston Stadium 
in Foxborough has concluded in a 0-0 goalless draw. Following the draw, 
both teams move to 4 points from two matches, remaining tied at the top 
of Group L. 
 In another Group L fixture, the match between Croatia and Panama 
at Toronto Stadium in Canada is currently underway. Croatia need a strong 
response after their opening defeat, while Panama are searching for their 
first win of the campaign. Later, Colombia will lock horns with DR Congo in 
Guadalajara from 7:30 am in Group K fixture.

VANDE MATARAM CAMPS 

The Ministry of Youth Affairs and Sports, through MY Bharat 
initiative, will organise Vande Mataram Camps across the country. The 
initiative seeks to provide young people with opportunities to deepen their 
understanding of India’s constitutional and democratic traditions while 
promoting cultural confidence and civic responsibility. The initiative will 
comprise 20 camps across identified districts, with each camp hosting 150 
youth participants aged 15 to 29 years. Participants from six States will 
take part in each camp, with mandatory representation from the Northeast. 
The Ministry also noted that at least 50 per cent of the participants will be 
women and members of socially disadvantaged sections. The first camp 
will be held in Kolkata, West Bengal, from tomorrow till the end of this 
month, coinciding with the birth anniversary of Bankim Chandra Chatterjee. 
The Ministry of Youth Affairs and Sports said that the camps will cover 
around three thousand youth and will focus on themes such as 
constitutional values, cultural exchange, leadership development and 
awareness about flagship government schemes. 

 

IMD WEATHER 
 
 The India Meteorological Department, IMD has issued an orange 
alert for thundersquall activity, with wind speeds likely to reach 60-70 
kilometers per hour over Delhi, Haryana, Chandigarh, and West Uttar 
Pradesh till tomorrow. Delhi-NCR today witnessed a sudden spell of intense 
weather, as heavy rainfall, dust storms, and strong winds swept across the 
region. According to IMD, the national capital recorded a minimum 
temperature of 26.8 degrees Celsius, while the maximum temperature is 
expected to settle around 38.4 degrees Celsius. The weather agency has 
forecast heavy rainfall conditions over Assam, Meghalaya, Interior 
Karnataka, Madhya Maharashtra, Odisha, Telangana, Sub-Himalayan West 
Bengal, and Sikkim for the next two to three days. The Met department 
further forecast thunderstorms accompanied by lightning and gusty winds 
over Andaman and Nicobar Islands, Andhra Pradesh, Bihar, Jammu and 



Kashmir, Ladakh, Jharkhand, Kerala, Mahe, Lakshadweep, Madhya 
Pradesh, Konkan, Goa Maharashtra, Punjab, and Uttarakhand till tomorrow. 
Similar weather conditions are expected to prevail over parts of the North 
Eastern region till 29th of this month.
