Alleging that a
secret pact bartered state water rights for a Kodangal lift permit, he criticized the
government's silence on upstream constructions that violate the Bachawat
Tribunal.

The remarks were made by India’s Permanent
Representative to the UN in New York, P Harish, in response to comments by
Pakistan’s Permanent Representative, Asim Iftikhar Ahmad. Responding to
Pakistan’s intervention, Mr. Harish criticised the conduct of the co-chair and
reiterated India’s long-standing position on Jammu and Kashmir. He added that
Union Territory of Jammu and Kashmir is a matter strictly internal to India. The
Indian envoy also spoke about the ongoing review of UN mandates under the UN-
