 The Ministry of External Affairs today informed that ten Indian flagged 
vessels are still in the Persian Gulf region. Addressing media in New Delhi this 
afternoon, Ministry spokesperson Randhir Jaiswal said that since the signing 
of MoU between the US and Iran on the 17th of June, eleven India bound 
vessels have transited through the Strait of Hormuz. The vessels include 3 
Indian-flagged Crude Oil Tankers, each carrying over 2 lakh 85 thousand MT 
crude oil, one foreign flagged LPG carrier, one foreign flagged Crude Oil 
Tanker and six foreign-flagged Bulk Carriers, carrying fertilizer cargo. He 
hoped that the remaining India flagged vessels would also be able to cross 
the Strait of Hormuz soon. 
(S/B RANDHIR JAISWAL) 
 On Qatar's explosion, Mr Jaiswal said that 12 Indian citizens were killed 
in the explosion. He said that a total of 66 people were injured in the incident 
and are currently receiving medical treatment. Mr Jiaswal said, India is 
coordinating closely with the government of Qatar to expedite procedures 
related to the repatriation of the mortal remains of the deceased.

 Responding to the comments made by Pakistani Defence Minister 
Khawaja Asif on the situation in Pakistan occupied Kashmir, the 
spokesperson said such remarks are desperate attempts by the neighbouring 
country to cover-up its own failings and deflect attention away from its 
human rights abuses. He said New Delhi categorically rejects these fabricated 
claims with the contempt they deserve. He stressed that the ongoing protests 
in PoK are a direct consequence of Pakistan’s decades-long policy of systemic 
economic exploitation, denial of fundamental rights, and administrative 
oppression in areas under its illegal and forcible occupation. He pointed out 
that the Pakistani state has responded with extreme police brutality, blocking 
of essential supplies and medicines, internet blackouts, and use of lethal 
force against unarmed civilians. He expressed hope that the international 



community will hold Pakistan accountable for its misdeeds and abuses.  
 On BRICS National Security Advisor's meeting, Mr Jaiswal informed that 
NSA Ajit Doval held bilateral meetings yesterday with his counterparts from 
Iran, Ethiopia, China, Brasil, and South Africa. He said, during the meeting 
the discussions were focused on enhancing cooperation among member 
countries in addressing non traditional security challenges and strengthening 
collective response to emerging global threats. 
  On India-UAE defence partnership, the spokesperson said India's 
relationship with UAE in recent several years has seen a major upswing, in 
which the defence partnership also plays an important role. 
Responding to another query, Mr Jaiswal said there are reports from 
Bangladesh regarding acts of desecration involving deities and their images, 
which have sparked protests. He said India expects the Bangladeshi 
government to curb the extremists there and guarantee the safety of the 
minority community. <><><>

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SHIVRAJ- MONSOON PREPAREDNESS  

 Agriculture and Farmers Welfare Minister, Shivraj Singh Chouhan today 
said that the government is making advance preparations to help farmers 



deal with the possible impact of a weak monsoon caused by El Niño. 
Addressing a press conference in New Delhi, Mr Chouhan said that the 
country had so far seen around 43 percent less rainfall and that the monsoon 
was expected to remain weak in July too. He noted that around 315 districts 
could be affected by below-normal rainfall, including 111 high-priority 
districts with very limited irrigation. Mr Chouhan said that states have been 
advised to promote crops like pulses, coarse grains, and oilseeds, which 
require less water and can still perform well under difficult conditions. He 
said, scientific protocols, timely crop planning, and district-level 
preparedness were being strengthened in coordination with the states. Mr 
Chouhan added that Krishi Vigyan Kendras, agromet units, and other 
advisory channels such as SMS, WhatsApp, call centres, radio, television, and 
social media were being used to ensure that farmers receive timely guidance. 
The Minister also said that monitoring cells and weather watch groups had 
been set up in Delhi to review real-time data and feedback. He added that 
states had been asked to establish control rooms and appoint nodal officers 
for better coordination.

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VANDE MATARAM CAMPS

will organise Vande Mataram Camps across the country. The initiative seeks 
to provide young people with opportunities to deepen their understanding of 
India’s constitutional and democratic traditions while promoting cultural 
confidence and civic responsibility.

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IMD WEATHER 
 
 The India Meteorological Department, IMD has issued an orange alert 
for thundersquall activity, with wind speeds likely to reach 60-70 kilometers 
per hour over Delhi, Haryana, Chandigarh, and West Uttar Pradesh till 
tomorrow. Delhi-NCR today witnessed a sudden spell of intense weather, as 
heavy rainfall, dust storms, and strong winds swept across the region. 
According to IMD, the national capital recorded a minimum temperature of 
26.8 degrees Celsius, while the maximum temperature is expected to settle 
around 38.4 degrees Celsius. The weather agency has forecast heavy rainfall 
conditions over Assam, Meghalaya, Interior Karnataka, Madhya Maharashtra, 
Odisha, Telangana, Sub-Himalayan West Bengal, and Sikkim for the next two 
to three days. The Met department further forecast thunderstorms 
accompanied by lightning and gusty winds over Andaman and Nicobar 
Islands, Andhra Pradesh, Bihar, Jammu and Kashmir, Ladakh, Jharkhand, 
Kerala, Mahe, Lakshadweep, Madhya Pradesh, Konkan, Goa Maharashtra, 
Punjab, and Uttarakhand till tomorrow. Similar weather conditions are 
expected to prevail over parts of the North Eastern region till 29th of this 
month. 
 Meanwhile, IMD said heatwave conditions are very likely to persist over 
Bihar, East Madhya Pradesh, East Uttar Pradesh, and Vidarbha during the 
next two to three days.
