 Prime Minister Narendra Modi has become the longest-serving 
elected Prime Minister of India today. Mr Modi took the oath of office on 
26th May 2014. He has surpassed the record of Pandit Jawaharlal Nehru 
who first took oath as an elected Prime Minister on 13th May 1952 and 
served until 27th May 1964. Pandit Nehru's tenure as an elected Prime 
Minister amounted to four thousand 398 days. From 26th May 2014 to 
today 10th June 2026, Prime Minister Modi's continuous tenure is now four 
thousand 399 days, making him the longest-serving elected Prime Minister 
in India's history. A report: 

 The achievement of Prime Minister Narendra Modi is 
particularly noteworthy given the scale and complexity of 
governance in India, a nation of over 1.4 billion people 
characterized by extraordinary diversity in language, culture, 
religion and geography. At a time when many countries have 
witnessed political churn, frequent changes in government and 
policy uncertainty, India has experienced continuity in leadership 
and governance. It reflects sustained public trust across three 
consecutive national mandates in the world's largest democracy. 
Independent global surveys have consistently ranked Prime 
Minister Modi among the world's most popular democratic 
leaders. He has also been conferred with the highest civilian 
honours of more than 30 countries. Prime Minister Modi's rise 
from a humble socio-economic background to the highest elected 
office without the support of a political dynasty is widely seen as 
an illustration of the opportunities and social mobility offered by 
India's democratic system.

 The National Human Rights Commission organised an Open House 
Discussion on safeguarding human rights against digital arrest scams in 
New Delhi yesterday. Chairing the discussion, NHRC Chairperson Justice V. 
Ramasubramanian expressed concern over the growing threat posed by 
cyber-enabled frauds and highlighted their serious impact on the rights, 
dignity and security of citizens. Justice Ramasubramanian said that Indians 
have reportedly lost over 52 thousand 900 crore rupees to cyber-enabled 
frauds during the past six years, with nearly eight per cent of the losses 
linked to digital arrest scams. He stressed the need for practical measures 
to prevent such crimes, improve recovery mechanisms for victims and 
strengthen law enforcement responses. 
 During the discussions, key recommendations emerging from the 
deliberations was the proposal to recognise digital arrest scams as a 
distinct offence under the existing legal framework. Participants also 
suggested stronger safeguards against mule accounts, faster victim 
compensation and recovery mechanisms, enhanced regulation of digital 
communication platforms, greater accountability across the digital 
ecosystem and stronger international cooperation to combat transnational 
cybercrime networks.

VB-G RAM G 

 Government has proposed an interim budget allocation of 95 
thousand 692 crore rupees to states and union territories to ensure a 
smooth transition from MNREGA to Viksit Bharat-Guarantee for Rozgar and 
Ajeevika Mission Gramin (VB-G RAM G). The Act will come into force across 
the country with effect from 1st of next month. Rural Development Minister 
Shivraj Singh Chouhan announced this in a media briefing after holding a 
virtual meeting with the rural development ministers of the states and UTs 
in New Delhi. He said that the government has asked states and union 
territories to make necessary preparations ahead of the implementation of 
the Act. He said that 26 states have made budgetary provisions, while 
Jharkhand, Karnataka, Telangana and Mizoram have also assured to 
initiate the process. The Minister further clarified that no state's allocation 
has been reduced and the budget has been increased by 40 percent 
compared to last year. Mr Chouhan stressed that the aim of VB-G RAM G is 
to accelerate rural development and provide employment to labourers 
without any interruption.
