PM SEYCHELLES VISIT

Prime Minister Narendra Modi will be on a state visit to Seychelles
from 27th to 29th of this month to attend the Golden Jubilee celebrations
of the National Day of Seychelles as the Guest of Honour. Prime Minister
last visited Seychelles in 2015. External Affairs Ministry said in a statement
that a contingent of the Indian defence forces, along with two Indian Navy
ships, will participate in the celebrations. During the visit, Prime Minister
will hold talks with President of Seychelles, Dr. Patrick Herminie and review
the full spectrum of bilateral cooperation and exchange views on regional



and international issues of mutual interest. Prime Minister will also address
the National Assembly of Seychelles and interact with members of the
Indian diaspora. Our correspondent reports that India and Seychelles
share a longstanding partnership rooted in shared historical, cultural and
people to people ties. As a key maritime neighbour in the Indian Ocean
region, Seychelles holds a special place in India’s Vision MAHASAGAR
(Mutual and Holistic Advancement for Security and Growth Across Regions)
and the commitment to the Global South. The visit will reaffirm the strong
and enduring friendship between India and Seychelles and reinforce the
shared commitment of both countries to enhance the bilateral relationship
across all sectors.

Commerce and Industry Minister Piyush Goyal has said, the Free
Trade Agreement (FTA) with the United Kingdom is the most
comprehensive agreement that India has entered into so far. Addressing
the India Global Forum (IGF) UK-India Week in London today, Mr. Goyal
said, sky is the limit in terms of the economic benefits that will flow from
the agreement. The minister reached the UK on a three-day visit to review
the preparedness of both countries for the implementation of the India-UK
Comprehensive Economic and Trade Agreement (CETA), which will enter
into force from July 15. Mr Goyal added that the agreement will further
integrate both countries into global value chains and open new avenues for
economic cooperation and growth.

LPG SUPPLIES
In a major relief to industrial and commercial LPG consumers,

Government has removed all sectoral restrictions on the supply of Non-
Domestic Packed LPG and restored supplies to the levels prevailing prior to
the West Asia crisis. Ministry of Petroleum and Natural Gas said in a
statement that the supply of bulk LPG, which had been suspended at the
onset of the crisis, has been relaxed by 50 percent of the pre-crisis
consumption levels providing significant relief to commercial and industrial
consumers. The restoration follows the recent improvement in the LPG
supply situation. The Government has also decided to reduce the diversion
of C3-C4 streams to LPG pool. During the West Asia crisis, the Government



had issued orders under the Essential Commodities Act requiring C3-C4
streams to be utilised exclusively for LPG production, diverting them from
petrochemical and other downstream uses, to augment domestic LPG
production. The enhanced allocation of C3-C4 streams for non-LPG uses
will be implemented while ensuring that the domestic LPG availability
remains unaffected and aggregate indigenous LPG production is
maintained at not less than 40 TMT per day. The Government has directed
Oil Marketing Companies to continue maintaining comprehensive data on
commercial and industrial LPG consumers to facilitate efficient planning and
supply management. It has reiterated its commitment to expanding PNG
connectivity. It said, commercial and bulk consumers who have already
shifted to Piped Natural Gas (PNG) will continue to remain on PNG. Eligible
LPG consumers having access to the PNG network, or those in the process
of shifting to PNG, will be progressively transitioned to PNG in coordination
with City Gas Distribution entities.

VENEZUELA - EARTHQUAKE

Venezuela's National Assembly President Jorge Rodriguez has
announced that the death toll from two powerful earthquakes has risen to
188, with 1,520 others injured and 200 still trapped. Mr. Rodriguez stated
that at least 2,927 families lost their homes after powerful back-to-back 7.2
and 7.5 magnitude earthquakes struck around 160 kilometers west of the
capital, Caracas. The second earthquake was the strongest to hit
Venezuela since 1900. The coastal region of La Guaira, north of the capital
Caracas, suffered the heaviest damage and casualties. Mr. Rodriguez
added that 250 buildings, primarily in La Guaira, have been damaged or
destroyed.

Meanwhile, Venezuela's acting president, Delcy Rodriguez, has
declared a state of emergency. Addressing the nation, Ms. Rodriguez
announced the suspension of classes and non-essential activities until
further notice. She also activated the public and private health networks in
the most affected areas.

Acting President Rodriguez has acknowledged India's solidarity
following the earthquakes, stating that it aligns with the spirit of
cooperation between the people of India and Venezuela in times of
difficulty. She welcomed Prime Minister Narendra Modi's remarks, in which



he expressed condolences and India's willingness to support relief efforts in
the wake of the earthquakes' severe consequences. Quoting Mr. Modi's
social media post, Ms. Rodriguez recognized the expressions of
international support and conveyed gratitude for the solidarity Venezuela
has received.

Rescuers are currently searching the rubble in Caracas and the state
of La Guaira. Buildings were evacuated in places as far away as Brazil's
Amazon, about 1,700 kilometers from Venezuela's capital, Caracas.

The India Meteorological Department (IMD) has said that the
conditions are favourable for further advance of southwest monsoon into
parts of Gujarat, Madhya Pradesh, Chhattisgarh, Jharkhand, Bihar, Uttar
Pradesh and Uttarakhand during the next three to four days. The IMD
forecast heavy to very heavy rainfall over Sub Himalayan West Bengal and
Sikkim for the next four days. According to IMD, heavy rainfall is expected
over Bihar, Andhra Pradesh, Coastal Karnataka, Konkan, Goa, Madhya



Maharashtra, Telangana and Northeastern states tomorrow. The Met
Department has predicted thunderstorms and lightning over Delhi, Punjab,
Haryana, Chandigarh, Himachal Pradesh, Uttarakhand, Madhya Pradesh,
Jharkhand, Odisha and Rajasthan during the next two days. Similar
conditions are expected to prevail over parts of Chhattisgarh, Vidarbha,
Rajasthan, Jammu and Kashmir, Ladakh, Tamil Nadu, Kerala, Mahe,
Puducherry, Karaikal, Andaman and Nicobar Islands, Lakshadweep and
Telangana till Saturday.

T20 WC - RESULT

In the ICC Women's T20 World Cup, India defeated Bangladesh by
five wickets in a Group A clash in Manchester, England last night. After
winning the toss and electing to bat first, Bangladesh posted 136 runs for
the loss of eight wickets in the stipulated 20 overs. For India, Radha Yadav
picked up three and Shree Charani took two wickets.

In reply, India comfortably overhauled the target, losing 5 wickets in
16.5 overs, riding on Shafali Verma's 53 runs off 34 balls. Shafali Verma
was adjudged Player of the Match.

In another Group A stage clash, South Africa beat the Netherlands by
88 runs in Bristol to keep their semi-final hopes alive.

With this win, in Group A, India have six points from three wins and
one loss, trailing Australia. Australia have won all four of their matches and
are top of the group while South Africa, with three wins from four matches,
are also strong contenders for a semi-final spot.

Now, the Harmanpreet Kaur-led Women in Blue will need to beat
Australia on Sunday to comfortably secure a place in the semi-finals.
