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DAY PM - MYANMAR PREZ TALKS: Bilateral discussions are underway
between Prime Minister Narendra Modi and Myanmar President U Min Aung
Hlaing in New Delhi. The talks are being held on further strengthening the
historical and civilisational ties between the two countries. The entire
gamut of relations between Myanmar and India, including security and
connectivity, will come up for discussions during the talks. The Myanmar
President arrived in Gaya, Bihar on Saturday on a five day visit to India. He
is being accompanied by a high-level delegation comprising several Cabinet
Ministers, senior officials and business leaders. This is his first visit to India
in his current capacity. The Myanmar President will also travel to Mumbai
tomorrow for business and industry interactions and site visits. The
President of Myanmar will meet President Droupadi Murmu this evening at
Rashtrapati Bhavan. He is also scheduled to visit to the Light and the
Lotus: Relics of the awakened one Exhibition at Rai Pithora Cultural
Complex in the national capital. The exhibhition is showcasing the revered
Sacred Piprahwa Relics associated with Gautama Buddha along with
significant associated antiquities. Myanmar lies at the confluence of India’s
Neighborhood First, Act East and MAHASAGAR policies. The official visit of
President U Min Aung Hlaing to India is expected to further strengthen and
deepen the multi-faceted relations between the two countries.

SC-JUDGES: Five new judges have been appointed to the Supreme Court,
taking the apex court's working strength to 37 including the Chief Justice of
India. In a social media post, Law and Justice Minister Arjun Ram Meghwal
said that the President after consultation with the Chief Justice of India,
has appointed five new judges to the Supreme Court. According to a
notifications issued by the Law Ministry, Chief Justice of Punjab and
Haryana High Court Justice Sheel Nagu, Chief Justice of Bombay High
Court Justice Shree Chandrashekhar, Chief Justice of Madhya Pradesh High
Court Justice Sanjeev Sachdeva and Chief Justice of Jammu and Kashmir
and Ladakh High Court Justice Arun Palli have been elevated as Supreme



Court judges. Senior advocate Venkita Subramani Mohana has also been
appointed as a Judge in the Apex Court. The Centre had last month
promulgated an ordinance amending the law to raise the Supreme Court’s
sanctioned strength to 37 judges from 33, excluding the Chief Justice of
India.

WB-CABINET EXPANSION: West Bengal cabinet was expanded today
with the induction of 35 new ministers at a swearing-in ceremony held at
Lok Bhavan in Kolkata. Governor RN Ravi administered the oath of office
and secrecy to the new members of the Council of Ministers. The new
ministers are representing different regions of the state and a mix of
experienced legislators and first-time ministers. Chief Minister Suvendu
Adhikari was present at the ceremony along with senior political leaders.
The allocation of portfolios among the newly inducted ministers is likely to
be announced later. The members who sworn in today as the cabinet
ministers include Swapan Dasgupta, Arjun Singh, Tapas Roy, Shankar
Ghosh and others.

DAY. RS POLL NOTIFICATION: The notification for biennial elections to
24 seats of the Rajya Sabha from ten States has been issued today. Four
seats each in Andhra Pradesh, Gujarat and Karnataka, three seats each in
Rajasthan and Madhya Pradesh, two seats in Jharkhand, and one seat each
in Manipur, Meghalaya, Arunachal Pradesh and Mizoram will go to poll on
18th of this month. Former Prime Minister and JD(S) leader H. D.
Devegowda, Union Ministers and BJP leaders George Kurian and Ravneet
Singh, Leader of Opposition in Rajya Sabha and Congress President
Mallikarjun Kharge are among the members who are completing their
terms this month. Notification for the Rajya Sabha bypoll for one seat
each in Maharashtra, Tamil Nadu and Odisha was issued today. The seats
are vacated by Maharashtra Deputy Chief Minister Sunetra Ajit Pawar and
AIADMK MP from Tamil Nadu C V Shanmugam, who were recently elected
to the State Assembly. BJD MP from Odisha Debashis Samantray had also
resigned. The polling will be held on the 18th of this month. The counting
of votes will take place on the same day.

REV. SUMAN KALYANPUR DIES: Renowned singer Suman Kalyanpur

passed away at her residence in Mumbai yesterday. She was 89. Born on



28 January 1937 in Dhaka, then part of British India and now in
Bangladesh, Suman Kalyanpur made her Hindi film debut in the
mid-1950s and went on to record hundreds of songs with
legendary composers and singers, especially Mohammed Rafi. Her
most popular songs include "Aajkal Tere Mere Pyaar Ke Charche’,
"Na Na Karte Pyaar"” and "Tumne Pukara Aur Hum Chale Aaye”.

She also made a significant contribution to Marathi music. A
notable aspect of Suman Kalyanpur's career was that her voice
closely resembled that of the legendary Lata Mangeshkar, leading
many listeners to mistake her songs for Lata's. Despite this
comparison, Suman Kalyanpur established a distinct legacy of her
own and is remembered for her melodious, refined singing style.

With her passing, another golden chapter in Indian film music has
come to a close.

REV PM SVANIDHI: PM SVANidhi scheme has completed six years today.

MYANMAR BLAST: In Myanmar, the death toll has reached to 55
following a powerful explosion in the village of Kaungtup, in Namhkam
township. More than 70 other people were injured in the explosion that
took place yesterday. The incident was caused by the accidental detonation
of materials allegedly stored for mining purposes. Local authorities are
currently providing relief, medical care and resettlement assistance to
affected residents. Local media reports indicated that more than 100
houses were damaged in the blast, with entire sections of the village
affected by the powerful explosion. Several buildings were reportedly



reduced to rubble, leaving many families displaced and in urgent need of
assistance.
