The Minister also highlighted the success of Atmanirbhar Bharat,
especially in the sector of electronics production. He noted that the
Government is developing a complete manufacturing ecosystem for
electronics goods in the country. Mr Vaishnaw said that the production of
electronic goods has increased 6 times from 1.9 lakh crore rupees in 2014-
15 to 12 lakh crore rupees in 2024-25. He further added that the export of
electronic goods has increased eight-fold from 38 thousand crore rupees in
2014-15 to 3.3 lakh crore rupees in 2024-25. Mr Vaishnaw also highlighted
that India has emerged as an export hub for mobile phones, which saw an
increase of 127 times from 15 hundred crore rupees in 2014-15 to 2 lakh
crore rupees in 2024-25.

Union Steel Minister H. D. Kumaraswamy and Civil Aviation Minister
Rammohan Naidu visited the Visakhapatnam Steel Plant accident site last
night. Mr Kumaraswamy announced compensation of 25 lakh rupees
for next of the kins of the deceased and 10 lakh rupees for those
injured. He also announced that the families of those who lost their lives,
will be allowed to stay in the township houses allotted to them. Mr
Kumaraswamy announced free education for all their children.

Andhra Pradesh Chief Minister N. Chandrababu Naidu reviewed the
situation with the state Chief Secretary, Visakhapatnam District Collector
and other officials.

Meanwhile, Rashtriya Ispat Nigam Limited has initiated an
investigation into the accident. In addition, a three-member external
inquiry committee, headed by the Director-in-Charge of the Bokaro Steel
Plant of Steel Authority of India Limited, has been assigned to probe the
incident.

Eight people were killed in the fire accident at the Visakhapatnam
Steel Plant of Rashtriya Ispat Nigam Limited last evening. Six people were
injured with the condition of two being critical. The Union Ministry of Steel
said, the accident occurred during casting operations when a sudden and
severe explosion took place before the slide gate was opened to pour
molten steel into the tundish. Following the explosion, a massive ball of fire
rose to the ceiling.

President Droupadi Murmu, Vice President C P Radhakrishnan and
Prime Minister Narendra Modi have expressed grief over the loss of lives in
the fire incident in Visakhapatnam. President Murmu extended her
condolences to the families of those who lost their lives in the accident.



Vice President C P Radhakrishnan prayed for the strength and courage to
the bereaved families and wished for the speedy recovery of those injured.
Prime Minister Modi has announced an ex-gratia of two lakh rupees
for the next of kin of each of the deceased and fifty thousand rupees for
the injured from the Prime Minister's National Relief Fund. He noted that
the local authorities are providing all possible assistance to those affected.

Management System will be a landmark step in India’s move
towards a modern, technology-enabled border management
system. It added that the platform aligns with the goal of
strengthening trade facilitation, connectivity, national security,
and the vision of Viksit Bharat by 2047. LPMS is a digital platform
designed to integrate operations across land ports into a unified
system. It will enable secure, real-time exchange of logistics and
requlatory information, bringing land ports on a par with digital
systems already in place at airports and seaports.

The system will also provide end-to-end digital workflows for
cargo and passenger processing, including slot booking,
payments, tracking, and single-window clearances, while
