PM VISIT- DEPARTURE

Prime Minister Narendra Modi has embarked on a six-day visit to
Indonesia, Australia and New Zealand. In his departure statement, the Prime
Minister said that he will visit Indonesia from 6th to 8th of this month at the
invitation of President Prabowo Subianto. He said the visit will further deepen
the Comprehensive Strategic Partnership, which was elevated during his
2018 visit to Indonesia, and follows President Prabowo’s State Visit to India
as the Chief Guest at the Republic Day celebrations in 2025. Prime Minister
Modi said that he will also interact with the Indian diaspora and visit the
Prambanan Temple complex in Yogyakarta with President Prabowo.

From Indonesia, the Prime Minister will travel to Melbourne at the



invitation of Australian Prime Minister Anthony Albanese. He said the visit will
strengthen the India-Australia Comprehensive Strategic Partnership through
discussions on defence and security, trade and investment, education,
mobility, emerging and critical technologies, sports and people-to-people
ties. He will also interact with the Indian diaspora.

The Prime Minister will then visit Auckland at the invitation of New
Zealand Prime Minister Christopher Luxon. He said the visit will build on the
momentum in bilateral ties following Prime Minister Luxon’s visit to India in
March last year, with discussions focusing on economic, trade and
commercial engagement.

The Prime Minister added that his visit to Indonesia and Australia in the
Eastern and Southern Indian Ocean respectively, followed by New Zealand
will further strengthen India’s Act East Policy, MAHASAGAR Vision as well as
the country's outlook towards a free and open Indo-Pacific.

The Election Commission has announced the schedule of by-elections
to three Assembly constituencies in Bihar, Gujarat, and Madhya Pradesh. The
bye-elections will be conducted for Bankipur constituency in Bihar, Manjalpur
constituency in Gujarat, and Datia constituency in Madhya Pradesh. As per
the notification, nominations will be accepted until 13th July and scrutiny will
be held on 14th July. The polling for these seats is scheduled to be held on
30th July. In Bihar, the bye-election for the Bankipur seat was necessitated
following the resignation of the sitting member, Nitin Nabin. In Gujarat, the
vacancy in the Manjalpur Assembly constituency arose following the demise
of Yogeshbhai Narandas Patel. Meanwhile, in Madhya Pradesh, the Datia seat
became vacant due to the disqualification of Rajendra Bharti.

DAY FIFA - BRAZIL

Brazil's veteran player Neymar Jr. has announced his retirement from
international football after the five-time world champions suffered a stunning
2-1 defeat against Norway in FIFA World Cup Round of 16 last night. He
finished his international career as the all-time leading scorer for Brazil. The
34-year-old forward brought the curtain down on his international career
moments after Brazil's hopes of a sixth World Cup title were ended by Erling



Haaland's late brace, with Neymar scoring a stoppage-time penalty that
proved only a consolation. His retirement brings to an end one of the most
celebrated international careers in Brazilian football. For Brazil, the defeat
marked a seventh consecutive World Cup knockout loss to European
opposition and their earliest World Cup exit since 1990, while Neymar's
emotional farewell closed the chapter on an era that defined Brazilian football
for more than a decade.

In another match, England stormed into the quarter-finals
with a dramatic 3-2 victory over MEXICO in Mexico city.
